T h e G e r m a n and 
A u s t r i a n government? impose both fine 
and impr i sonmen t for any i n f r a c t i o n of 
this ru le , because of the deleterious effects 
of such d r i n k before such lager or keep ing 
s h a l l have expi red . T h e r e is not any such 
l a w here. and. as everybody k n o w s w h o 
has had the l i m e and i n c l i n a t i o n to inves­
tigate the subject, many of our brewers 
have grea t ly cur ta i l ed this t ime of keep­
i n g and cons tan t ly seek f o r expedients 
and process f o r cu t t ing i t d o w n s t i l l 
more. so eager is the market , so 
uncr i t i ca l the consumer. Indeed, the
