T H E I N D E P E N D E N T is not, l ike some of 
its contemporaries, a f ra id to publish the 
news, and holds that its readers are enti­
tled to know what is being done i n both 
pol i t ica l parties. Whereas the republi­
can papers of Helena have printed the 
list of republican nominations to the 
constitutional convention only, the I N ­
D E P E N D E N T has published the nomina­
tions of both parties. The era of nar­
row-gauge newspapers is rapidly passing 
away in Montana. Subscribers to a news­
paper buy the news, not of a party, but 
of a l l parties, and at a t ime l ike this, 
when we are on the verge of an election 
for delegates to a convention to frame a 
constitution for the new state, people 
are interested i n knowing who are the 
candidates of both parties. The I N D E ­
P E N D E N T does not consider the election 
of next Tuesday a pol i t i ca l one, but 
judged by the pettiness which character­
izes the senior republican organ of this 
ci ty, i n p r i n t i n g a list of republican 
nominees only, when the I N D E P E N D E N T , 
f rom which i t took that l ist , made i t pos 
sible to publ ish a l l , republicans do re­
gard the convention as a pol i t ica l body. 
The difference between the newspa­
pers is indicat ive of the difference be­
tween the parties they represent. The 
democracy is broad as the universe 
whi le republican-i, judged by their jour­
nal is t ic organs, are as narrow as a knife-
blade. F r o m a business standpoint the 
L N D E P E N D E N T cannot object to the pol­
icy of its contemporaries, for i t obliges 
those who want the news to buy the one 
dai ly paper i n the territory that pub 
lisbes i t , irrespective of party. 

One consideration which requires a 
newspaper to pr in t both parties' nomin­
ations is the fact that under the minor i ­
ty system of representation each district 
is entitled to three delegates, and neither 
party has nominated more than two del­
egates i n any district . The paper, there­
fore, which prints only its own party 
nominations i n no case names more 
than two of the future delegates f rom 
any one district , and so proves itself in 
no proper sense a purveyor of news.
