T h e plaint i ff seeks to recover by what 
might he termed an act ion i n the nature or 
riMtJMMi lots 1, 2 and 3 i n hlock 417. ami 
t:i>- answer alleges t i t le i n the defendant . 
It is to lie observed, i n the first place, that 
this answer does not seek i n any way t o 
show that the property c l a i m - d by the 
plaiutirT is different f r o m that w h i c h i s 
occupied and possessed by the 
ii fendant; so that on the pleadings the 
traet of land in controversy is the same. It 
appears that in lv>« and I WW the p r o i i i t f 
•udge o f this county, ac t ing by vir tue of 
KMT, Helena at that t ime hav ing n o corpo­
rate existence, obtained ut.der the l aws of 
the I 'mted Mates a pateut for what i s de­
nominated the townsi te of Helena . It fu r ­
ther appears that by order of the probate 
court a person by the name of Wln-aton 
prepared a plat of He lena townsite. The re 
is n , i evidence before the court to show 
that any field notes of the survey were i \ > r 
t i led with the proper authori t ies. Bu t that 
piat was approved by the cha i rman of the 
hoard of county commissior.ers, it was tiled 
Iti the office ot the county c le rk and re­
corder ot this c o u n ' y b y the county c l e rk , 
and f rom that time un t i l I-MI5, it consti tuted 
i n m y judgment the of t i - i a l plat of the 
townsite. Test imony has t>een offered and 
Introduced to show that the plat was in-
c nupie'e. It is c la imed that there were no 
held notes accompanying i t ; that there was 
nothing upon the plat to indicate coursi-s 
and distances, o r any mater ia l fac t of 
that character. [ w i l l say ,„ 
answer to that that tin- court has a j u d i c i a l 
knowledge of gov.-rriiii . nt surveys, a n d the 
court is presumed to know where cer ta in 
stan.lard lines have b e n established, those 
facta being a s c e r U i n a o > b y consu l t ing any 
maps or governmental surveys; and this 
court w i l l presiim.-, in the absence of any­
th ing upon the plat t o the cont ra ry , that 
when a plat is presented to it that the right 
hand side is the east and the l e f t hand side 
the west, and so on w i t h the other c a rd ina l 
p . .mts and the court w i l l also p r e s u m e 
that when a person holds the Whea ton 
piat i n that w a y , aud wishes to ascertain 
where a block or lot is, he w i l l go to the 
nearest tixed corner that has been plauted 
by the off ic ia ls of the ( ' n i l ed Mates in 
m a k i n g the survey. Those experts who 
have testified that this Wheaton plat is in 
comp ete, and so f a r as this block 417 is 
conct rued, inaccurate, have been enahl -d 
to demonstrate to their sa t i s fac t ion , b y 
c mencing at a certain in i t i a l point that 
the land c la imed by the p la iu t i f f is f r o m so 
U> 1U0 feet distant f r o m the land c l a i m , it ka 
the d e f r n d a n L l iu t , as already int imate. ' 
this is a question which the defendant can­
not raise under the pleadings in this case 
If the land was, as stated hy- the defendant 
upon the witness stand, and as his experts 
appear to have shown to their sa t i s fac t ion 
by plats, an ent i re ly different tract then 
he ought to have al leged that fac t in his 
answer, and he has f a i l ed to do s i There 
fore that much of the evidence t.'iat was i n 
trodueed showing that M a i n street had 
been changed, and also i n re la t ion to v ir-
ious other changes that have occurred. 1 
hold to l>e i r re iavant aud immate r ia l and 
have aeceordingly excluded it. \ n d M

claimed, I have overruled these ohject ions 
The next point i n controversy was the in -

t roduc ' ion of the d e e d f r o m the probate 
judge to the p la in t i f f ' s predecessors, con­
st i tut ing the very founda t ion of the pla in­
t i f f ' s title. It c l ea r ly appears that the pro­
bate judge granted more Jots than tie 
should have granted, and that the consid 
• ration was insuff icient , and it does not ap­
pear that they were ac tua l occupants of 
the lots at the t ime that that deed was 
issued by the probate judge o f this coun ty . 
It is c la imed, therefore, by the defendant 
that the deed was absolute ly n u l l and void . 
N o w , 1 recognize the f u l l effect of the de 
cis ion of the supreme court i n the case of 
Kdwards versus T r a c y , reported i n the 
second M o n t a n a , and also the authori t ies 
wh ich are found i n the Colorado reports, 
as w e l l as a number of other au­
thorities, as to the beneficiaries 
of what might be termed a townsi te 
trust, and am also aware that the l a w was 
passed expressly to give occupants and 

intioduc' . ion of t' 
wh ich s o tar cs 1 
lot in H e l e n a 

bona hde settlers their n g h u i n the t o w n 
site; hut 1 am also of the op in ion that is a 
question wh ich this defendant cannot raise 
i n this action. In other words, if the pro­
bate judge has conveyed away proper tv 
without any authori ty of l a w to persons 
who were not enti t led thereto, h is act 
should be nu l l i f i ed by a direct proceeding 
by the corporate authorit ies h o l d i n g the 
land i n trust fo r the townsi te of He lena , 
and so long as that is not done, then as be­
tween the p la in t i f f and defendant i n this 
action, the defendant cannot raise the ques­
t ion. A n d Uien fur ther , when the trustee 
of this townsite, a l though he may . wi thout 
authori ty of l aw , have issued imprope r ly 
this deed to M i n g * W ells, s t i l l when he 
d i d do it, and the deed was placed upon the 
records of this county, the trustee then 
parted with, the legal t i t le, and when the 
grantor of thedefendant appl ied fo r a deed, 
the probate judge then in office should have' 
looked at his books, and when he saw that 
his predecessor had conveyed the tit le to 
1 its 1. 2 and 3, i n block 417, he should have 
refused to execute any deed. He had no 
right to assume the func t ions of a court, 
and by bis act seek to n u l l i f y what had' 
been done by his predecessor, w h i c h could 
on ly be done as the result of a jud ica l i n -
v u i r y a f te r judgment being duly entered. 1 
am therefore uf the o p i o i d s that t i e ; .,1 
wh.ch was executed to M i n g and W e l l s 
was, so f a r as tnis act ion is concerned, t v 
one w h i c h conveyed the legal t i t .e. and 
that the need under w h i c h the defendant 
c l a ims , issued by the probate judge to the 
grantors of the defendant, conferred no 
right , t i t le or interest to the premises in 
controversy. 

I t appears that i n 1884, under an act of 
the legis lature passes 1 in I vet, another sur­
vey of the townsi te of H e l e n a was made | 
by a person named M c l n t i r e . In m y judg-
ment the effect ot the M c l u t i r e survey was 
s i m p l y , as the l a w itself says, to conf i rm 
the r ights and interests of the parties who 
had prev ious ly received deeds f r o m the 
probate judge. The re was no pom-er in 
the legis lature to pass a l a w by w h i c h the 
r ights of these parties cou ld be impai red . I 
N o w . conceding that, as these experts have 
testified, they could not fiud lots 1, 2 and 3 
In block 417.arid that the Wheaton p at was 
incomplete , yet i n 1885. when the M c l n t i r e 
putt was approved by the board of -ounty 
commissioners of this county . and filed in 
the office of the county c lerk , it became so '< 
f a r as block 417 was concerned, and so f a r 1 

aa the r ights of these parties are affected, 
the of f ic ia l plat , and i t was not u n t i l ! 
1887. two years a f te r this M c l n t i r e plat I 
had be* n bled.and fourteen years sifter 1 

the o r i g i n a l deed f r o m the pro hate judge 
had been issued to M i n g ani W e l l s , that 
this defendant undertook to enter upon the 
premises; and 1 c l a i m that whatever inac­
curacies and incompleteness existed i n the 
so-cal led Whea ton plat were cured i n l v u 
by the adopt ion of the M c l n t i r e plat , and 
therefore w h e n this par ty i n 1887 went j 
upon the premises, he went there wi th f u l l 
n o t i c e of the t i t le of p la in t i f f to the prem­
ises i n controversy. Cons t ruc t ive notice 
waag iven by the filing of the deed, the ate- i 
Int ire p la t waa on record, and there was j 
no d i cul ty in finding lota 1. 2, and 3. i n 

block 417. T h e n another f ac t is to be kept 
i n v i e w , and that is that lots 1. 2 and 3 in 
block 417 have a l w a y s been bounded In the 
Whea ton plat aa i n the M c l n t i r e plat , and 
a p. r -on cou ld find them eas i ly i f he wished 
*o to do. O n the whole , therefore, 1 am of 
the op in ion that judgment shou ld be en­
tered f o r the p la in t i f f , and have ordered it 
to be entered accord ing ly .

n T h a t said W i l s o n upon the 7th day of 
A p r i l . IssT. conveyed by deed to sa id M i n g

aud that said deed was recorded i n the 
rec irds of said coun ty upon the 8th day of 
A p r I, 1887. 

i - T h a t the pla t of sa id towns i te of 
H e l e n a was su rveyed and d r a w n by A .

Whea ton , by the order of the probate 
judge, in lso8; that sa id plat was accepted 
ami approved J a n u a r y 7. 18rW, by J . F . 
F o r b i s , c h a i r m a n of the board ot county 
commissioners of the sa id coun ty , and filed 
at the same t ime by W . B . Mor r i son , coun ty 
recorder of sa id county . 

8 T h a t on said pla t are designated lots 
I. 2 and 3. i n block 417, and bounded on the 
south hy E i g h t h avt nue.on the nor th by lot 
10 o f sa id block, and on the east by U o y t 
street. 

• T h a t sa id p la in t i f f s and thei r grant­
ors r ince 1873 have pa id the taxes levied on 
said lots under the l a w s of the sa id ter r i ­
tory. 

10. B u t there are no field notes or other 
documents r e l a t i ng to the said su rvey of the 
said W h e a t o n o n file i n the records of said 
county , and the same do not appear to have 
tieen filed the re in ; that the said survey and 
plat are incomple te respect ing sa id b lock 
417. 

11. T h a t a pla t and field notes of a sur­
vey of sa id towns i t e were made by 
M c l n t i r e , and accepted and approved on 
the 12th d a y of September, 1885, by Franc i s 
I'ope, c h a i r m a n of the board of c o u M y 
commiss ioners of sa id county , and filed 
upon the same day by W .

11. T h a t most of lot 1, and a l l of said lots 
2 and 3 in block 417, are now under fence, 
and that the defendant has re fused and s t i l l 
refuses to de l iver the possession of the 
same to the plaint i l ls . 

15. T h a t there was r.o tes t imony offe.rrd 
to prove that said M i n g and W e l l s at the 
time that they received the sa id deed f r o m 
said probate judge were occupants o r i n 
the ac tua l possession of said lots, or bad 
made any proofs of thei r r igh t to the pos­
session and occupancy thereof. 

H . T h e value of the property In contro-
ve i sy . u p o n the 10th day of M a y , 1887. was 
about So.OOO. 

17 N o improvements were made upon 
the property in cont roversy by the defend­
ant or any of his grantors before the 10th 
d iy of M a y , lss7, when sa id fence was con­
structed. 

T h a t a l l of the lots i n sa id townsi te 
ot He lena have been c la imed and entered 
m r d ing to the sa id W h e a t o n plat . 

]v T h a t the area of land embraced in 
l o t i l , 2 and 3. block 417, under both ot said 
Wheaton and M c l n t i r e surveys , is i n effect 
the same. 

_ > 1 hat sa id J o h n II. M i n g d ied on the 
271h day of Ih-cember, 1887, and that sa id 
Cather ine L . M i n g thereaf ter qua l i f i ed and 
is now execu t r ix of the last w i l l and testa-
sat nt of the said M i n g . 

T h e r e u p o n the court f o u n d the f o l l o w i n g 
c o ' i d u s i o n s of l a w : 

1 T h e answer of the defendant does not 
allege that the premises by the defendant 
are i.icated elsewhere than the premises de­
scr ibed i n the compla in t , and the pleadings 
relate to the same parcels of land .

3. T h a t the said M c l n t i r e p la t and field 
notes of survey of sa id b lock 417, f r o m and 
af ter the 12th d a y of September, 1885, be­
came and are the of f i c i a l su rvey of said 
h l n o k N o . 417, and conf i rmed all the r igh ts 
and interests of the p l a i n t i f f s there in , as 
shown by the conveyances of t i t le to the 
pla in t i f f s and thei r predecessors i n Interest 
f r o m the sa id probate judge of said coun ty , 
and cured the a l leged incompleteness and 
inaccuracy of the sa id W h e a t o n plat . 

5. Tha t the issuance of sa id deed by the 
s a d l i n g e r as the probate judge of said 
county conveyed to sa id M i n g and W e l l s 
the legal t i t le to sa id lots 1.

8 T h a t the defendant and his grantors 
had notice of the t i t le of the p la in t i f f s , and 
the approva l and filing of the said M c l n t i r e 
plat about two years before the construc­
t ion of the fence by the defendant . 

9. T h a t defendant upon the 10th day of 
M a y . 1887, entered upon said premises, and 
has ever since he ld the possession thereof, 
wi thout any r ight or t i t le thereto, 

10. T h a t the p la in t i f f s have suffered 
damage In the sum of one do l l a r . 

A n d thereupon the court orders judgment 
to be entered i n this act ion f o r the pla in­
t i f fs .

A b o u t 700 people gathered at Seymer 
P a r k base ba l l grounds sunday a f t e rnoon 
to witness the match game of base ba l l be­
tween the But te and M a r j sv i l le nines. T h e 
attendance w o u l d have be»n m u c h larger-
but the general impress ion seemed to have 
preva i led that it wou ld be a one-aided 
a f fa i r and that the Butte boys w o u l d w i n 
w i t h "bo th hands d o w n . " A aaore sur­
pr i sed c r o w d never was upon a H e l e n a 
g round when the game had ended. M r . 
Oossman, of Butte, was selected as umpi re , 
and at 3 o 'c lock the game was ca l l ed w i t h 
the "silver C i t y team at the bat. In the first 
Inn ing the Hutte team scored one r u n 
through an error and tumble at first. T h e 
D r u m L u m m o n boys went out i n one, two , 
three order . I n the second the But tes made 
another one on the strength of t w o passed 
ba l l s by Donahue. A whi t ewash 
was sdmin is te red by both sides 
u n t i l the s i x t h , when the M a r y s v i l . e s 
began to ca tch on to L a r r y Gleason 's t w i r l 
and k n o c k e d out two runs. T h e west-
aiders were aga in ret ired i n the seventh in ­
n i n g , w h i l e the east side c lub added t w o 
more to the i r score. A t tnis stage of the 
game the bet t ing, w h i c h had been t w o to 
one i n favor of the s i l v e r c i ty boys, tu rned 
and the odds were g iven i n f avo r of the 
M a r y s v i l l e n ine . C r o n i L , the M a r y s v i l l e 
pi tcher , instead of t i r i n g , seemed to i m ­
prove as the game progressed. I n the 
e igh th i n n i n g the D r u m L u m m o n team 
knocked out five more runs through errors 
of K i c k on t h i r d and M o f h t at second. T h e 
But te team were b l anked i n the n i n t h i n ­
n i n g and the game ended, the

T h e feature of the game was the p i t ch ­
ing of C r o n i n . H e was the centre of at­
t rac t ion throughout the game, and the u n i 
versa l op in ion expressed was that he was 
the best t w i r l e r that ever stepped in to the 
box upon any grounds i n M o n t a n a . A 
b e a u t i f u l l y f o r m e d and w e l l bu i l t y o u n g 
f e l l o w of about t w e n t y years of age, it 
seemed that he c o u l d have kept up his gai t 
f o r nine inn ings more. H e had three d i f ­
ferent sty ies ot de l ive ry , an i n and out 
curve and an underhand drop, w h i c h were 
a l l puzzlers f o r the Butte aggregat ion. 
T h e c a t ch ing of Donahue was good as 
was also the base r u n n i n g of Shea, 
s o m e good p l a y i n g was done by 
the Bu t t e boys. M o f h t made 
a beau t i fu l double p l a y and Gleason 
up to the seventh d i d some good p i t c h i n g . 
K t r b y , as usua l , was good behind the bat. 
T h e Bu t t e team d i d not make an earned 
r u n , w h i l e thei r opponents made but two . 
T h e r e were some mistakes made by the 
umpi re , but they seemed to have been as 
m u c h against one side as the other, and the 
general impress ion seemed to be that he 
tr ied to be i m p a r t i a l .
