appear to have any surplus water, or more 
than enough to supply the domestic 
demand. There are about 17} 
or 1*0 tire plugs In Helena, 
four thousand feet of hose, two 
two steam engines: one hook and ladder 
wagou. 1 he largest ladder is thirty feet, 
and it will be aeeu that such ladders would 
be useless should tire break out in a three, 
four or five story bu'lding. Helena's busi 
ness blocks now in M o m of er -ction are 
to be at least four stories, and two or three 
of them six stories high. More and longer 
ladders are a necessity. One of the steam 
engines is practically useless to the depart 
•ueiiL It i» in tits', i oruer. t>cl i» not 
needed. It has i>eeii cuggesb-d by a gen­
tleman connected Willi the department 
that the city should sell one of them to 
some neik'Mxiring town and that at least a 
thousand collars could be derived from the 
sale, which should be invested in addi 
tional .pparatus. "One of the urgent 
needs," said the gentleman," is 
an additional hose cart and horses 
for the east and west sides. 
One in each place is actually 
necessary. Why do t want horses, too.' 
f o r the reason that you can't get people to 
haul a cart to a fire any more: the volunteer 
serv u e in Helena seems to be a thing of tl.e 
past- The city is rapidly growing, but the 
sain-' spirit of gallantry that existed among 
Helena men s'Hue years ago is rapidly 
waning, and youcouid hardly get a batter's 
dozen to pull a hose cart to a tire now-a-
da> s. 

• VVe wi l l soon have the Gaiuewell tire 
alarm s> stem in Helena, and 1 understand 
the apparatus left Chicago yesterday. T h i s 
will be a giMid thing tor Helena, But more 
water is of greater necessity than all the 
nre alarms in the country.' ' 

The reporter then strolled to the engine 
house and was just in time to nee the horses 
going through their daily exercise. The 
alarm sounded and the well-trained big 
blacks, and Little Tom, of the hose can, 
rushed out of their stalls and were at their 
posts in a twinkling. The harness, which 
hangs supported by cords, was buckled on 
the horses in a very abort time, but the 
animals seemed disappointed when they 
were ordered back to their stalls. 

< >ld Jerry, who has done service for the 
cit> tor the past seventeen or eighteen 
years, raised quite a fuss because he was 
not allowed to rush out. "That's a great 
old horse," said Mr. Kingwait. of the de­
partment; "he is '£i years old now and too 
old to l>e of much service, but he is always 
willing to work. One time there was an 
alarm of tire from the Cosmopolitan hotel, 
Jerry and John Were attached to the en­
gine and g<t out of the door before the 
driver was on his seat. T'ley ran to Clore 
street, where Jerry saw a tlame at Mcad-
mau's foundry: he concluded the fire was 
th> re and dashed down the street: when 
the horses reached the foundry 
they sUiod still , but meantime had lipped 
the engine on its side. Jerry, of Couisc , 
thought he was doing his duty, and sup 
posed he was at the tile. 

"When we got the big black team, we 
placed them in the stalls formerly occupied 
by Jerry and John. The latter horses 
were turned out to end their days at best 
they choose, and wi re let out the door 
facing Bridge street. John, who was 
about the same age as Jerry, went off and 
has never been seen since, and 1 guess he 
is dead. Hut we couldn't get rid of Jerry 
so easily; he immediately walked to the 
front door and came in and went 
directly to hia atall. Prince, one 
of the blacks, was ia Jerry's 
place which Jerry didn't like. He caught 
hold of Prince by the neck and planting 
his teeth in him marched him out of the 
stall. Of course we took Jerry out again, 
hut he would never leave the place and we 
have to provide for him. The unly work he 
does now is to haul a buggy around town." 

".Sneaking of fires," said an old fireman 
who had been listening. "1 tell you Char­
ley Curtis was a dandy, but he come pretty 
close to losing his lite once. It was during 
the memorable fire when the upper portion 
of town was hurned out. Johnny Manu-
ing, who is now in Helena, was one ot 
the good workers at that tire. 
He was sleeping in the International, and 
jumped out of bed leaving Sl.Sou and a gold 
watch under his pillow. Charley Curtis 
devoted his attention to saviug the women, 
and two prominent ladies, at present re­
siding in Heleua. owe their lives to him. 
Charley was standing on the roof the Kx-
change building and called for an ax. The 
ax was thrown to him and the blade struck 
him in the wris' . indicting an ugly cut. He 
pulled his necktie off aud quickly bound 
the wound to stop the How M biood. The 
next we saw of him was in the upper Moor 
of the hotel, standing in the window with 
• woman held in his right arm. He had to 
jump a distance of eight feet; he got one 
over a l l right and sprang back for the 
other. He was pretty active, and made 
both leaps al l right, but he was growing 
weak through the loss of blood rapidly 
fiowing from his wrist; when the fire 
started he had a fu l l beard, but now this 
waa burned closely to hia face. He then 
rescued the second lady; when be made the 
leap the ball of his right foot just reached 
the edge of the Exchange roof, while his left 
leg huag in the air; but the weight of the 
lady helped him safely over and they both 
fe l l on their face*. Curtis receiving another 
big cut, this time on the nose. l i e was tie 
tally exhausted and was carried off to a 
doctor. When he reached a house he fell 
on the floor like a log, almost dead, and 
knew nothing until the following day. 
That was a memorable time," aaid the 
old veteran as a tear bedimmed his 
eye. "The ladies, God oless 'em, and the 
finest ladies of the city, too, were out 
working as hard as any one: they tucked 
their gowns around them and brought hot 
coffee to the men at the fire aud took care 
of the wounded: if it had not been for the 
ladies that night many a bard working 
pour devil would have sank exhausted; but 
the women waded through the mud and 
water and brought plenty of hot coffee, 
sandwiches and anything that was 
wanted."
