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g and repulsive habits on
occasion of his first visit. His character is
treacherous, cruel deceitful, and his
manners are distinguished by that utter
absence of all ideas of decency which is
such a peculiar feature of Oriental life. Un
various occasions during the past thirty
YEArs castern potentates, such as the sul
tan' of Turkey, the khedive, the second
king of Siam and quite 8 number of Indian
maharajahs, have visited Europe. In al-
most every case they have displayed much
refinement, elegance and courtesy in helr
dealings with their European hosts. I'he
Iatter were therefore but 1l prepared for
the offensive and unmannerly ways of the
descendant of Xerxes and Darius.

After spending a couple of weeks at St
Petersburg in 178 he came to Berlin. His
behavior, however, was so intolerable that
the old kniser withdrew from the fesliv-
ities on the plea of Indisposition and re-
fused to see his Persian guest any more be-
fore his departure.

The whole burden of entertaining the
Oriental potentate fell onto the shoulders
of the Empress Augusta, whose poetic
bhankerings for the Orient, however, were
subjected to a most severe shock. Thus to
this day she loves to relate in her shrill
and high pitched voice how, during tae

rand state banquet given in his honor at
terlin, whenever he got some food which
was not to his taste in his mouth he would
coolly remove it from his jaws and place
it on her German majesty’s llii. to the in-
tense horror of all present. Her magnifi-
cent robes at the close of the banquet pre
sented a most woful aspect.

On his arrival in England he was quar-
tered at Buckingham Palace, and while in
London he sorely tried the Prince of
Wales’ temper by coolly placing his hand
on the bare shoulders of the prineess while
talking to her. Having been entertained
by the Duke of Sutheriand at the latter’s
magnificent country seat at Trentham, he
coolly suggested to the Prinee of Wales
that it would be in every way advisable to

ut the duke to death, on the ground that

e was much too powerful and wealthy for
asubject Owver £150,000 was required to
render Buckingham Palace habitaple again
after his departure.

The furniture had all to
while not only silken panels, t:f«ntnvn.
carpets and paper hangings b to be
thrown into the flames, but it was @ven
found neccessary to entirely remove the
plaster of the walls and the parquet floors
of the rooms which he had inhabited. The
slaughter of a live sheep for sacrificial

urposes in one of the queen’s daintiest
Euudmra was butone of the most pardon-
able of all his offenses, and the stench of
the rooms occupied by his Persian majesty
was 50 intense and unbearable that quanti-
ties of disinfectants had to be used before
even the palace attaches could muster up
courage to attempt to clean up matters.

At Paris he was received in great state
by Maishal McMahon, at that ume presi
dent of the French republic, and on leav-
ing the country his baggage was stopped
on the Swiss frontier by Paris jewelers,
from whom he had purchased presents for
the demimondanes of the French metiop -
lis, but which he had refused to pay for.
At Vienna he was quartered at the Cha-
teau of Luxemburg, now the residence of
Crown Princess Stephanie, and before he
left got into serious trouble with respect to
s young member of the Austrian half
world. whom he had subjected 1o the most
gross brutality. His presence at Vienna
was indeed a trial to the cour
teous, chivalrous emperor. The DPer-
sian monarch had during the
previous portion of his tour
developed a strong taste for champagne,
and was staggering about ina maudlin
state during the major portion of h s sty
in the Austrian capital. Nothing was
more curious than to watch the emperor
present some distinguished statesman or
soldier to his Oriental guest. The lafter
would gaze with bleary eyes at the person-
age bowing before him, and then with a
siort, contemptuous look and a twirl of
his Jlong mustache would leave the un-
fortunate courtier standing there in a state
of mingled indignation and perplexity un-
til the emperor had stepped up and whis-

red a few comforting words in his ear.

Un the occasion of his present trip he is
accompanied by a suite of seventy persons,
among whom is achaplain, whosesole duty
it is to pertorm for his imperial master the
fasts prescribed by the Koran, but which
the shah is too mueh of a glutton to submit
to. The most important member of his
guite, however, is & young boy of 12, whom
the shah has covered with honors, digni-
ties and titles, and who is an object of envy
and fear to most of his mn;esty'u mlmls'.e{s.
His name is Goolamali Khan. He is the
director of the Corps of Royal Pages, and
one of his titles is Azizus-Sultan, which,
being interpreted, means “Favorite of the
Monarch.” Nota minister, not a8 vizier,
not a royal prince has ever yet been al-
Jowed to sit at the same table as his maj-
esty. the only exception to this law of
the Persians being Goolamali Kban,
who is constantly by his masters
side, and who has more servants to
wait upon him than any two of the royal
ministers. A Persian official declares that
the explanation of this extraordinary treat-
ment is to be found in his majesty s pro-
found conviction that his life is inseparably
and mysterioualy bound up with that of
Goolamali Khan, and that wise men have
foretold that the shah’s death wili be pre-
ceded only & few days by that of his young
favorite, that the health and prosperity of
the latter will mean the heaith and pros-
perity of the former, and that generally
whatever befalls this little one will also
happen to his royal protector. The shah's
belief in this prophecy has resulted in the
boy’s leading a life of ease and luxury un-
known to the most fortunate courtiers in
Teheran. Whatever the explanation, the
facts are indisputable, and the boy was
seated on the knees of two magnifi~ent
grandees on the shah's entry into St. Pe-
tersburg, and was held by them with &
feeling of awe and reverence during the
hurrahs of the populace and the cheers of
the soldiecs.
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For Pure Philanthropy.

William Bein, of San Francisco, left an
estate valued at $100,000, and Mrs. Mar-
garet Eliza Cody ftried to induce some of
the heirs to contest the will, telling them
that various bequests to charitable insti-

tutes were void and that the property was
not honestly appraised. When brought
into court for her meddling, Mrs. Cody de-
clared that her only aim was to promote
justice and the happiness of others. Ten
years ago in Virginia City, Nev., she ad-
ded, John Mackey gave her a pointer on
stocks. Desiring to double up her money
for philanthropic uses, she invested $90,000
and was left “without a bean.” She was
cautioned to let the Bein will and estate
alone hereafter.
