The death by drownine of lx>rd Adelbert 
Percy Cecil, the evangelist, had a peculiar 
interest for William skinner, who now 
Uvea at Ashton, Khodr Island, hkinn^r 
and his lordship were once companions-in­
arms and ••companions in the I>ord. As 
regards the first nairn-d degree of compan­
ionship, that was merel> technical. Skin­
ner being but a corporal in the gut-en's 
Ko>al Kifles and Lord Cecil being an of­
ficer in the same regiment. They were 
serving in Canada together and became 
better acquainted by "getting the grip. -

This, among the soldiers of the regular 
army that garrisoned Canada at that time, 
meant getting religion. Skinner was a 
pretty hard case and had been court-mar­
tialed for misconduct several times, Being 
an expert as a drill instructor the sentence 
of reduction to the ranks was twice remit­
ted, but on the last trial Lord Cecil was 
his accuser and. being convicted, the sen-
tenre was allowed t<> stand. 

A few mouths previous to this Lord t ecu 
bad become an exceedingly zealous Chris­
t ian. Skinner was nr.*»* i.t one Sunday 
from d iv ine services when the roll was 
cal led , and his lo rdsh ip wanted him sen­
tenced to dt-ath. T h * captain of the com 
pan> thought a reprimand w o u l d be suffi­
cient and SkinDer v.as cautiuned not to 
otfend again. A f t e r that the eve of L o r d 
Cecil was upon the corpora l . < me night 
his lo rdsh ip was r- turni int to t!i<- c i tadel of 
Uuebec f r o m a meet ing of ••gnpperc. 
when he came ac ross S k i n n e r in a state ol 
in toxica t ion . T h e man W H S d r u n k enough 
to be d . tiant and ind i t f - ren t to conse­
quences.

skinner . ud not mean a n y t h i n g of the 
k i n d . W h a t he intended was to g ive 
"Head-choppe r " a great t r lnht . Hut his 
lordship presumed tnat his murder was i n 
tended, especially when Skinner snatched 
the officer's sword from its seaboard and 
bade him kneel d o w n In the snow. 

•I had notl ing to do with Mary Stuart, 
man." he said. 

" N o matter: your ancestor had, and it is 
high time that that outrage was avenged. 
Take off your stock." [ A leather necktie 
that all soMiers wore at that time. ] 

Cecil, who was but a mite in the grasp 
of the burly corporal, gave himself up tor 
lost and requested time for prayer. 

" Y o u ' l l have to pray according to the 
ritual of the established church of Eng­
land," said skint.• r. who knew that Cecil 
had gone into Methodism of a peculiar 
type, and was opposed to the national 
church. 

"I will pray according to my conscience," 
he replied. 

" N o t so, m y lo rd : M anctstor would 
not let the martyred M a r y die In the faith 
she loved. Y o u r villainour Bishop of l 'eter-
boro took care of that, and now you must 
have a dose of the same medicine. Kepeat 
the creed of the C h u r c h of England and 
bend your neck . " 

.lust then the t ramp, t r amp of a return­
i n g n ight picket was heard ascending the 
c i tada l l u l l and s k i n n e r . Interrupted in bis 
f u n , f led. A s soon as the picket came up 
I .< 'iM C e c i l said an attempt bad been made 
to murder h i m , and that the assassin bad 
escaped across the glacis . Skinner was 
brought to t r i a l , and although it was made 
clear that he had no in tent ion to kill bis 
superior officer, the court trying him had 
an idea that such practical jokes were not 
to be practiced w i t h impunity. They found 
h i m gu i l t y , sentence)] h i m to lose his 
stripes and be conf ined in the military 
pn?on fo r tive ye . .rs. It was w h i l e under­
going t ins sentence that he cultivated Lord 
Ceci l ' s acquaintance under more favorable 
auspices. H i s lordship was o n du ty 
as one al tbe i rticial visi tors to the prison, 
and s e c n g skinner very s ick he went to 
h i m and him h i m excused from the back-
breaking I 'unlsluuent ot l i f t i n g heavy shot 
f r o m one piace and p i l i n g them in another. 
T h e two in, n began to k n o w each other 
better, and I I a short time Skinner got the 
" g r i p " A o h ' U g h h e was instrumental in 
gett ing S k i n n e r into prison, C e c i l took a 
more act ive part in get t ing him out. and 
when the D u k e of Cambridge had com­
manded a remission of the balance of the 
sentence Cecil and s k i n n e r became relig­
ious chums, so to speak. T h e y preached 
to the men and both were looked upon as 
nuisances in the regiment, w h i c h was not 
a pray ing one. 

It was while pu r su ing his course of 
piety that S k i n n e r got in to his second 
Si-rape, and. strange to say. this t ime his 
offense was being to g.iod H e and an­
other had endeavored to evade the regular 
Ep i scopa l i an service on Sunday . Cecil 
and his fellow-thinkers had come to regard 
the Ep i scopa l i an services as a piece of 
idola t ry . W h e n the regiment filed into 
the c h u r c h s k i n n e r and a fe l low-sold ier 
named J a m i s o n hal ted at the door and re 
f u s e d to enter.

••Our consciences te l l us it is wrong to 
attend these services, s i r . " was the reply . 

T b e captain thought they were drunk, 
but soon learned they were in sober earn­
est.

Skinner was brought to trial by court-
martial for retusing to attend -i.vine servi­
ces when ordered, but the general in com­
mand declined to confirm the sentence of 
nifty six da>s' hard labor. The matter 
was hushed up. Cecil aoon after left the 
service, his zeal for rel.gion having in­
curred the i l l w i l l of his fellow officers. 
Skinner's piety underwent some modifica­
tion and he became a bartender after ob­

taining his discharge.
