Castle, Robinson and Maiden..Their
Prospects for the Future and

What They Need.

Each Town Clamoring for Railway

Facilities—Mining Men Are Not
Alone in the Appeal.

Castle i» Having a Forty Tnousand Dol
lar Water Plant Constracted —A
Bonanzs for Malden.

“The Castle mountsins are really moun-
tains of ore and a great deal of work has
been done, ' remarked a gentleman from
that camp yesterday. “The Cumberiand
mine, the most important of the camp,” he
continued, *““is being developed, and the
Yellowstone, next in prominence, owned
by the Hensley Bros., is producing fifty
tons of ore daily. This mine is the main pro-
vider for the Cumberiand smelter, which is
running to its full capacity, its weekly out-
put being about two carloads of silver-lead
bullion. The only drawback In this prom
ising place is the matter of transportation
facilities. At present all the freighting is
done by teamsters, who exact £1 per hun
dred for all the ore, bullion, supplies and
merchandise haaled by them. Castle is
about ninety-five miles from the railroad.
and is situated in the center of a large and
prosperous cattle and farming country,
and these of themselves are of sufficient
extent to support a railroad, whiie the
mining industry, yet in its infsocy, would
furnish a handsome business for a rail-
rosd. The advent of the iron horse and
const quent reduced frefght rates are
auxivusly awaited by the people of Castle
und the farmers in the surrounding fertile
region.

SICKNESS AMONG HORSES,

What It s, Where It Comos From and

How 1o Treat It

From stablemen, the Horse Car company
and people all over the city who own
horses, and in fact in & great portien of
Montana, it is understood that sickness of
some kind is prevalent. The animals
cough and run at the nose and is rendering
horses in many instances unfit for work.
Dr. Herbert Holloway, territorial veterin-
ary surgeon, was asked by an Inperesn-
ENT reporter what the disease was, if it
was serious and the cause. He replied
that he had heard of and knew of msny
cases of the trouble spoxen of, which is
nothing more than epizootic or influenza,
but in & mild form. It prevalls among
horses almost every year but Renerally
much earlier in the season than now. It is
& sori of catarrhal rever which runs in a
ceriain carrent and originates in the at-
wosphere It is not a contageous dis-
ease. that is, & horse having intlu-
enza may be taken into a healthy
distriet and no other animal
will be liable to eateh the disease; but if a
Liealthy horse is brought within the current
he Is very liadle to be afflicted. It is not a

every indication of belng the equal of the
Rreat camp in the Summit valley and Inde
pendence mining districts of Butte, Por-
phyry and lime eonstitute the formation of
Uastle mountain, which is well supplied
with timber, wood and water.

Boise Crry, ldaho, July 12—The con-
vention to frame & constitution for the ad-
misston of ldaho has been in sesslon here
one week. Congress falled to give Idaho
an enabling act the same as the other terri-
tories, but there was such a strong senti-
ment in favor of statehood that the gov-
ernor called for a convention. This was
after he had been mssured by members of
congress that a good constitution, ratified
by the peoples, would secure admission
early next session, and also the payment of
the expenses of the convention. The chief
difficulty likely to arise is upon the gues-
tion of suffrage. The Mormons formerl
held the balauce of power, throwing the
vole to the party thought to be most favor-
aole for their uses. Five years ago the
passage of the test oath law cut them off.
As s last resort hundreds of Mormons with-
drew from the church iast fall and votad,
succeeding In Bingham ecounty in elesting
their ticket. The fact that the Mormons
are colonizing portions of ldaho makes
this such a dangerous element that the
anti-Mormon republicans and democrats
of the convention insist that they be shorn
of the power todo evil. This question will
come up in the convention to-morrow and
excite a lively discussion. Woman suf-
frage, prohibition, the ﬁoveming of cor-
;mnlu'.nn.-. and trusts will also be consid-
ered.

OUverhead wires wean to most of us & con- |
fused network of telegraph, telephone and
electric liaht wires, unsightly and danger-
ous. Butthe wires used for electnie rail-
roads are very different from these. The
poles used to support them are only slightly
larger than the ordinary Ismp posts: they
may be made even less objectionable. The |
line consists of asmall span wire going
from pole to pole, with the conducting
wires supported by these, and extending
over the track, one small wire for each
track. Anb inspection of some of the latest
and best equipped roads shows a marked
advance over those of & year or a year and |
s half ago. If expenge not spared, the
most sightly of the present roads ean be |
improved on, and $2,000 or $5.000 a mile ia
ansmall sum when a city road is to be
equipped.

There are alternative electrical methods
which do not involve an overhead struct-
ure, bat they are not at the present time
successful enough to warrant their general
adoption.
