THE CONVENTION.

A Short Session Held Yesterday After-
noon and Routine Business
Transacted.

Committee on Education Report Ad-
versely Against Proposition for
Compulsory Education,

The Majority of the Labor Committee Mage
& Beport, and the Minority Asks
o Be Heard.

A short seasion of the convention was
beld yesterday. Most of the members
were in their seats when the gavel rapped.
A few resolutions, reports of several stand-
ing committees and a petition from outside
piaces asking for universal sutfrage, occu-
pied the attention of the body during its
deliberations. There was a wmsjority re-
port from the committes on labor and the
minority asked and oblained leave o filv a
minority report. The proceedings in de-
tall are as follows:
The convention was called to order at 4
o'clock by President Clark. In the absence
of Chief Clerk Todd Assistant Clerk Tay-
lor officiated.

J. R. Toole and J. E.
cused.

The journsl of the last meeting was read
and approved without correction.
Chief Clerk Todd came in and assumed
his place, and arter prayer by the chaplain
Bickford offered a communiecation, asking
that it be referred to the commitiees of the
whole o be considered when the com-
mittee on preamble makes its report. It
was 8u refer
A communieation from N. W. Harris &
Co., of Chicago, asking that there be incor-
rated in the constitution a plank limiting
the issue of bonds for county, town and
municipal indebtednesa to 5 per cent. of
taxable property was read.
On motion of Burleigh the communli-
cation was laid upon the table.
Joyes presen a petition for universal
suffrage, which was referred to the com-
mittee on suffrage,
Rickards, chalrman of the committse on
eduecation, reported recommending that the
proposition submitted by Eaton for com-
pulsory education be not adopted. Placed
on general orders.
Bickford, chairman of committee on
preamble, reported resolutions Nos. 1 ana
2 without recommendation. Placed on
general orders.
Maginnis, chairman of executive com-
mittee, made a report which was ordered
printed.
Conrad, chairman of committes on print-
ing, reported that the rules of order had
been correctly printed.
The same committee reported in regard
to printing the laws for general distribu-
tion, recommending that no action be
taken.
Watson asked and obtained leave to file
& minority report.
The same committee reported proposi-
tions Nos. 1 and 2 correctly printed.
Hreen, chairman of labor commities,
asked and obtained further time on several
ropositions, and recommwended the estab-
ishment of a labor bureau, to be presided
over by a labor commissioner. The report
continues:
Hesolved, That any person or persons
convicted of & crime in the state of Mon-
tana, and while under seatence for the
same, shall not be aliowed to labor for any
individual, com ¥ or corporation, neither
shall the state have power to enter inlo
agreement or contract with any individual,
company of corporation to have convicts
do any labor that will in any way compete
with free labor.
Resolved, That no child under 14 years
of age shall by any corporation or person
be employed in either mines or manufac
tories in this state.

Resolved, That onand after the adoption
of this constitution by the state of Montana
it shall be unlawful for any company or
corporation to pay their employes in any
other way than in lawful money of the
United States.
EResolved, That on and after the adoption
of this constitution by the state of Montana
all state, county and municipal work shall
be done by the day, and that «ight hours
shall constitute a legal day’'s work for all
classes of mechanics and laborers in con
nection with the same.

Leave was asked and granted to file a
minority report.

The committee on legislative departmen®
reported in reference to the resolution rela-
tive to the appointmeni of peace officers
and private detectives, claiming that it did
not come within thefr jurisdiction. Judi
ciary.

Buford offered a resolution limiting the
time for county and state officers to two
terms, except as tn members of congress.
The resolution was divided and referred
to the execulive committee and legislative
department.

Conrad offered a resolution creating the
office of state examiner. Referred to com-
mittee on legisiative department.
