COREA AND THE MISSIONARIES,

If it shall transpire that the Corean
government has aciually condemned to
death an American woman missionary
for preaching the Christian religion in
that country the United States govern-
ment will have cause for prompt and
Our treaty with Corea,
eutered into about five years ago, gives
\mericans residing or traveling in that
country the same rights as “eitizens of
the most favored nation.” China as-
serts suzerainty over Corea, and it is
juite possible that in the end China
would be brought into the controversy.

The Coreans have only within recent
years come in contact with oecidental
civilization, and even yet there is a
strong aversion to foreigners in that
country, and especially to their visiting
the capital, Seoul. The state religion
is Confucisnism, although it is practie-
ally but lhittle observed, the edueated
classes preferring the worship of ances-
try (a form of pietism which, under an-
other name, is making rapid strides in
the United States), while all manner of
superstitions prevail among the common
people. The low esteem in which women
are held in Corea may have some bear-
ing upon the supposed fate of Mrs. Gib-
son-Heron, for there they are entirely
without soeial or political influence, the
institation of marriagze even being put
upon the lowest plane, so far as the wo-
men are concerned.

In the main tte Corean religious and
social systems are modeled after those of
China, with perhaps less of logieal con-
sistency than characterizes the latter.
The comparative newness of intercourse
with other nations will furnish the ex-
planation although 1t cannot excuse the
brutality of the Corean government's
eourse toward an American woman who,
trusting to treaty rights, has gone into
the country teaching the Christian re-
ligion.
