CiscissATL July 21.—Dr. A. E. Jones,
an old resident of this city, well known as
a local historian and an enthusiast in mili-
tary matters, yesterday m ysteriously dis-
appeared from his home ob Walnut l_lill.
This morning his body was found ina
man-hole not far from his residence. He
bad been murdered and robbed. The mur-
der is one ef the most shocking occurrences
that could have occurred im Cincinnati.
The doctor was in his 77th year, but was as
active as a man of {0. He has always had
an iaclination to military life and kept up

r i tion with the Ohio Na-
g!r'u::jliﬁl\:]:::m:fcmng for a life time as
surgeon of the First regiment. Gov. For-
aker, who was his neighbor, appointed

| bim a member «f his staff as surzeon-gen-

eral. He had been active in public

| affairs, serving often in the municipal

council, and had, besides, held several
offices under appointment from the general
overnment. He was, perbaps, more known

Cincinnati than any other citizen. Dr.
Jones left his house about 1:30 o'clock
Thursday afternoon wearing no coat, his
feet in slippers, and went in the direction
of his stable. That was the last seen of
him alive. The family did not become

FEARFUL FIREs.

Woods Avound Phillipsburg All
Ablaze.

PuiLirsBURe, July 27.—[Special to the
Independent. | —For the past two or three
days the sky around Philipsburg has been
filled with smoke and but little attention
was paid to it at first, as such has often
been the case before, only to a much
smaller extent. To-day it has absolutely
become uncomfortable, so dense has it be-
come. The fire started in the vicinity of
Black Pine about & week ago, and little at-
tention was paid to it for aday ortwo.
The high winds that prevailed during the
week fanned the flames into immense pro-
portions until to day it is imposasible to do
anything with it. 1t passed from the sec-
tion around Black Pine down the Flint
ecreek valley and has been working
its WAY towards Philipsburg. It
has now turned up Hendersgn guleh,
where it is now the worst. Grave fears are
entertained of its reaching Granite, as the
guiches are heavily timbered and every-
thing 18 of course as dry as a tinder.
