time f r o m his other duties, supposing he 
w as a banker, c lerg}iuan, or a business 
man of any k ind .

Mag inn i s moved to s t r i k e o u t the word 
"genera l , " leaving the word elections to 
• over everyth ing . 

K n o w l e s opposed s t r i k i n g out the w o r d 
"genera l . " as it wou ld preclude the legisla­
ture f r o m c u r t a i l i n g tbe r ight of m u n i c i p a l 
elections. 

t ioddard thought the r igh t of the consti­
tu t ion should be to fix genera l elections. 

Carpenter 's mot ion was put and . »t— 
A y e s 21, i.•» .- 27. 

The mot ion of M a g i n n i s was put. C o l ­
l ins boped that it w o u l d not p r e v a i l , aa tbe 
legis la ture shou ld have some power . 

M a r s h a l l waa opposed to a l l o w i n g tbe 
legis la ture to have any r i g h t to f ix the 
qual i f ica t ion of voters i n m u n i c i p a l elec­
t ions. 

T h e mot ion of M a g i n n i s was put and 
lost. 

i l i c k f o r d offered to amend section 2 bv 
adding that the legis la ture s h a l l have the 
r igh t to confe r upon women the rights of 
electors. 

Co l l ins moved that the amendment be 
made the special order f o r S o 'c lock , as 
there were fou r members absent who 
w o u l d l ike to vote upon the question. 
L o s t . 

K i c k a r d s was i n favo r of tbe amend 
m e n u l i e said be asked no more f o r the 
women than bad been granted them since 
the ter r i tory was organized, l i e had been 
asked w h y be d id not want to leave the 
matter to the people, and he w o u l d aay i n 
reply that it wou ld have the saloon and 
vicious element arraigned against them, 
l i e therefore thought the legis la ture was 
tbe proper place to leave it . 

Craven moved the previous question, but 
l i u r l e i g h had been recognized and spoke in 
f avor of B i c k f o r d ' s resolut ion. It should 
be le f t w i t h the legislature. 

C a l l a w a y was opposed to the a m e n d i m x t 
for the reason that it w o u l d endanger the 
adoption ot the const i tu t ion. H e had pre 
pared an ordinance in substance that the 
legis la t ive assembly had the r ight to sub 
mit to the people a p r o p o s i t i o n as to 
whether women should have the r ight to 
vote or not. T h i s proposi t ion could be 
submitted separately so as not to endanger 
the adoption of the consti tut ion. T h e 
proposit ion o f woman suffrage had a con­
siderable f o l l o w i n g . H e wou ld vote fo r 
the r ight of women to vote i f the proposi­
tion waa ai> Kn.<»,.... _ _ _ . - w ' 

A n n a D i c k i n s o n was employed by the 
nat ional r epub l i can commit tee to s t u m ? 
the state of N e w Y o r k and d i d i t accepta-
ably and w e l l . W o m e n have almost monop­
ol ized the profess ion of teach ing . M a n y 
k n i g h t l y men opposed suf f rage : they want 
t d to erect beau t i fu l homes and place their 
wivea i n there as queens and perhaps they 
were able to do ao, bat wha t waa to be 
done w i t h the great maj-vrity—the w o m e n 
who have to w o r k and to i l t W o m e n have 
a right, as men , to pursue happiness. T b e 
i,l)>.'t of government is to give equaj 
r ights to a l l . I n his c o m m u n i t y there were 
about 3,000 miners , w h o labored ea r ly and 
late and their women d i d their business fo r 
them. T h e y purchased suppl ies f o r the 
f a m i l y , d r ew checks and deposi ted money 
at tbe banks. I f you make w o m e n the 
equal of men i n a l l th ings except suff rage 
w n v not g ive them that r igh t I H e waa i n 
f avo r of l eav ing the matter w i t h tbe legis­
lature w h i c h quest ion, w h e n the t ime was 
opportune, it cou ld s u b m i t to tbe people. 
W h e n J u d g e K n o w l e s bad finished speak­
i n g a recess was t aken to 2 o ' c lock . 

A f l c m o o 
O n reassembl ing considera t ion of propo 

sttion N o . 14 was t aken up , B i c k f o r d ' s 
amendment being before the convent ion 
for adopt ion or re ject ion. 

J . K . T o o l e sa id be proposed to vote for 
the amendment , and now was as good as 
any t ime to exp la in bis v iews . I t had been 
stated that tbe adopt ion of female suff rage 
in the const i tu t ion w o u l d result In the coc-
s t i tu t ion being rejected by the people. It 
waa not wise nor exped 'ent to insert any 
proh ib i to ry clauses i n tbe const i tu t ion. 
T h e question of female suf f rage shou ld be 
le f t to the legis la t ive assembly. So f a r as 
woman is concerned, i f the t ime snould 
ever come when her services are needet 
she w i l l prove equal to tbe task imposed 
upon her. T h e Mosa ic l aws , w h i c h threw 

_:is a round women i n the care of and 
protection of c h i l d r e n and the marr iage 
n te , had ennobled woman to a cer ta in ex 
tent. H i s f r i e n d f r o m s i l v e r B o w had 
gone back to the t ime when tbe l i f e ot 
women was more c i rcumscr ibed 
than at this t ime. H e took no pleasure in 
c n ' e m p l a t i n g a n y t h i n g of the k i n d . Cleo­
patra . Char lo t te , C o r d r a y , F lo rence N i g h t 
ingale and others of l i k e r enown l ive i n 
his tory and w i l l l i v e as l ong as t ime. H e 
d i d not believe that the terri tory of M o n 
tana was r ipe f o r w o m a n suffrage, but he 
was not w i l l i n g to tie tbe hands of the leg 
is la ture as the t ime may come hereaf ter 
H e w o u l d submi t it to tbe people, l i e had 
f a i t h i n thei r in tegr i ty . If it was r igh 
they wo Id accept it and i f w r o n g they 
w o u l d reject. T h e speaker quoted a pas 
sage f r o m a dis t inguished orator, H e n r y 
i . r a i l y , w h o spoae i n V i r g i n i a not long 
since, w h i c h was a beau t i fu l piece ot word 
p a i n t i n g and pecu l i a r ly app l i cab le to tbe 
quest ion he vv a. t reat ing. 

A i k e n sa id he was not in f a v o r of w o m a n 
suffrage, but w o u l d vote the amendment . 

T b e mot ion was put and lost on a tie 
vote—ayes, XI; noes, 33. Absent , 
paired, 2.

J o y to t h e W o r l d . 

J o y o f fered an amendment to 
g i v i n g the legis la ture the r igh t 
to the people every fou r years the question 
of w o m a n suff rage . H e supported bis 
amendment , say ing that be under took to 
say that not four members of the conven 
t ion bad been ins t ruc ted f o r female suf 
Irage. It was genera l ly conceded that if 
the quest ion was submi t t ed to the people it 
w o u l d not c a r ry . 

M a g i n n i s sa id be voted against B i c k 
foru ' s amendment and w o u l d vote against 
this amendment . W h e n be saw a l l the na­
t ions of tbe ear th e n r o l l i n g thei r vast 
armies he rea l ized that force was not lost 
in governments . O u r government was the 
result of the bloodiest w a r that ever en 
sangu ined tbe fields of our coun t ry . H e 
did not believe that the m i 1 - m u m was as 
near aa had been p ic tu red by some of tbe 
speakers. A s l ong as there was a n y t h i n g 
in th is w o r l d wor tb fighting f o r men had 
to f ight tor i t . M e n were h u m a n ; th 
could be inf luenced by a tew 
gl ib tongues i n a lobby , a f e w smiles f r o m 
the ga l le ry o r perhaps a f e w bouquets. H e 
opposed B i c k f o r d ' s amendment aud would 
oppose J o y ' s f o r tbe reason he thought 
that w h e n the people w a n t e d to wate l o r 
such a measure they shou ld be a l l o w e d to 
do so at any t ime. 

K i c k a r d s opposed the amendment be­
cause be considered it uncons t i tu t iona l 
He w o u l d therefore move the previous que* 
t ion . 

Robinson moved a c a l l of the house, 
wh ich was lost and the quest ion occurred 
upon Joy ' s amendment , w h i c n was lost-

Luce offered an amendment to section : 
by insert ing i n l ine 2, a f t e r "e lect ions , ' 
" and at such other elect ions and such other 
propositions as may be provided f o r by the 
legislative assembly." 

T h e chair held that it embodied the same 
proposition submitted by Gov . Carpenter 
and could not be considered. 

Mar ion offered a substitute fo r section 
which was i n substance that every mate 
c i t izen of the U n i t e d States, or every male 
person of fo re ign b i r th w h o has declared 
his in ten t ion of becoming such, over 21 
years of age, s h a l l be ent i t led to vote. 
I b i s is the same substi tute considered by 
the commit tee of tbe whole . 

T h e ayes and noes were ca l led by M a 
g inn i s . r e su l t ing i n the defeat of the 
amendment—ayes 11, noes ST. 

t ion was submitted as a separate one. 

A n A r d e n t t h a u i p i o n . 

Judge K n o w l e s said the first we knew of 
women they were slaves. Jacob had to 
labor to purchase his w i f e . A m o n g the 
Mohamm-dans woman had no soul 
A m o n g the t i reeks and Komans woman 
cou ld not marry unless by permission of 
her master, man . * 

In tbe middle ages women had to marry 
as they were to ld , and were v i r t ua l l y 
slaves. E v e n i n latter days woman has 
been under dominat ion of man. B u t this 
has been changed. W o m a n has purif ied 
tbe l i terature of tbe wor ld . She r a n dis­
pose of her property and do w i t h :t aa she 
pleases h e r e i n Montana . No t thir ty-f ive 
years ago the first college i n the U n i t e d 
s tates waa open to women. T h e y have 
shown no lack of capacity to take as high 
an education as their brothers, it has SOB 
said that tbia is a government of force 

Kuss i a , P russ ia and K e g land govern by 
force to-day. but the const i tut ion of tbe 
U n i t e d States waa not adopted by force. 
H e boped the day was coming when force 
would be done away w u n . when govern­
ments would be governed by tbe women aa 
well as the men. A few years ago a woman 
was on.y at to ait i n tbe parlor and wait for 
some man to come and select her for a 
"husband." < Applause.) N o w they occu­
p i e d good clerical positions; they were 
I ticiana, l awyers , wrote books and were 
a., adept in everything aa aaao. In many 
cities they were conducting business and 
conducting it as well as men. Mine-tenths 
of the charitable and educational institu­
tions in the United states were in charge 
of women. During

C o l l i n s offered an amendment s t r i k i n g 

out af ter " p a r d o n i n g power . " "provided 
second that no th ing herein contained sha l l 
be construed to depr ive any person of the 
r ight to vote w h o has such r ight at the t ime 
of the adoption ot this cons t i tu t ion : pro­
vided, that a f te r the exp i ra t ion of five years 
f r o m the t ime of the adopt ion of this con 
s t i iu t ion no person except c i t izens of the 
I 'nited States sha l l have tbe r igh t to vote. 

The amendment was put and lost—ayes 
4, noes 44. absent 1. 

Schmidt moved to s t r ike out i n sect ion 
the words " b y tbe proper pa rdon ing 
t. ivver." w h i c h w o u l d leave the c lause to 
read, "no person convic ted of a f e l o n y sha l l 
have the r i g h t to vote unless he has been 
pardoned. T h e amendment was adopted, 
and the sect ion as a m e n d e ! was adopted. 

M c A d o w moved to amend section 10 by 
g i v i n g the legis la ture power to enf ranch i se 
a l l c i t izens over 21, wi thout regard to sex 
prov ided they are not l i ab l e to m i l i t a r y or 
j u r y du ty , and w h i c h p roh ib i t them f r o m 
n o l d i n g any but school offices. 

W h i t e h i l l ra ised a point of order that tbe 
matter was not G e r m a n e to the section, 
and the point of order was decided w e l l 
t aken . 

M a r s h a l l moved to amend section 10 by 
inser t ing "have the r igh t to" i n the second 
l ine, w h i c h w o u l d make i t read: " W o m e n 
s h a l l be e l i g i b l e to bold tbe office of county 
superintendent of schools or any school 
d is t r ic t off ice, and have the r igh t to vote at 
any school d i s t r i c t e l ec t ion . " 

M a y g e r moved to f u r t h e r amend by in ­
ser t ing "super in tendent of pub l i c ins t ruc 
t i o n . " Los t . 

H o g a n moved to s t r i ke out the word 
" p e r s o n " a n d substi tute " c i t i z e n " i n sec­
t ion 11. Los t . 

M c A d o w offered h is a n i r n d m e t t as an 
addi t iona l sect ion. 

K o o i n s o n sa id tbe same matter had come 
up so o f t en In a d i f fe ren t f o r m that be ob­
jected to its be ing enter tained. 

J o y moved to lay upon the table. Car­
r i e d — A y e s 28. noes 31. 

W h i t e h i l l moved to amend section 8 by 
adding " n o r any person conf ined under 
sentence of court for any c r i m e , " w i n c h is 
added to " n o idiot or insane person s h a l l 
be ent i t led to vote at any elect ion i n this 
state." Los t . 

P ropos i t ion N o . 14 was placed upon Its 
final passage and passed. A y e s 61, noes A. 
Absen t a. A d o p t e d as a p a r t of the con­
s t i tu t ion of the state of M o n t a n a , referred 
to the committee on enro l lmen t and revis­
ion and phraseology. 

W h o C a n t o t s a n d H o l d O f l l . - a . 

T h e ar t ic le on suff rage as amended and 
adopted is as f o l l o w s : 

Sect ion 1. A l l elections by the people 
• h a l l be by bal lot . 

See. 2. E v e r y male person of the age of 21 
years o r over possessing tbe f o l l o w i n g 
qual i f icat ions sha l l be ent i t led to vote at 
a l l general elections: F i r s t . He s h a l l be 
a c i t izen of the U n i t e d states. Second. 
H e sha l l have resided i n this state one year 
immedia te ly p reced ing tbe elec t ion at 
w h i c h be offers to vote, and i n the county, 
t own or precinct such t ime as may be pre­
scribed by l aw. P r o v i d e d . F i r s t , T h a t no 
person convicted of a f e l o n y shall have 
the r ight to vote unleaa he has been par­
doned. P rov ided , second, TBmt no th ing 
herein conta ined s h a l l be construed to de­
pr ive any pers.m of the r igh t to vote who 
has such r ight at the t ime of the adopt ion 
of this const i tu t ion. P rov ided , That af er 
the exp i ra t ion of five years from the ti ne 
of the adoption of this cons t i tu t ion no p *r-
son except cit izens of the United Sta'.es 
sha l l have the r igh t to vote. 

See. 3. F o r the purpose of vo t ing , t o 

Krson sha l l be deemed to have gained or 
it a residence by reason of bis presence 

or absence while employed i n the service 
of tbe state or tbe United States, nor whi le 
engaged in the navigation of tbe waters of 
the state, or of the United States, nor 
while a student at any institution of learn­
ing, nor while kept at any almshouse or 
other asylum, at the public expense, nor 
while confined in any public prison. 

Sec 4. Electors shall in all cases, ex­
cept treason, feionv. or breach of the 
peace, be privileged from arrest during 
their attendance at elections, and in going 
to and returning therefrom. 

Sec 4 S o elector shall be obliged to 
perform military duty on the days of elec­
tion, except in times of war or publ ic dan -
gee-

Sec. 6. No soldier, seaman nr marine in 
the army or navy of toe United states 
shall be considered a resident of this state 
in consequence of being stationed at any 
military or naval place within the saaae. 

Sec 7. >o person shall be ill mil nil or an-
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pointed to any office i n this state, c i v i l or 
m i l i t a r y , w h o is not a c i t i zen of the U n i t e d 
>tates, and who sha l l not have resided i n 
this state at least one year next before his 
elect ion o r appointment . 

S e c 8. N o idiot or insane person sha l l be 
a l l owed to vote at any elect ion i n this state. 

S e c 9. T b e legis la t ive assembly sha l l 
have the power to pass a regis t ra t ion and 
such other l a w s as may be necessary to se­
cure the p u r i t y of elect ions and g u a r d 
against abuses of tbe elect ive f ranch ise . 

S e c 10. W o m e n sha l l be e l ig ib le to bold 
tbe office of coun ty superintendent of 
schools and have the right to vote at any 
school d i s t r ic t e lect ion. 

Sec. II A n y person qual i f ied to vote at 
genera l e lect ions i n th is state sba i l be e l ig ­
ib le to any office there in except as other­
wise provide i n th is const i tu t ion and sub­
ject to such add i t iona l qual i f icat ions as 
may be prescr ibed by the legis la t ive assem 
b ly f o r c i t y offices and offices hereafter 
created. 

S e c 12. I n a l l elections held by the peo­
ple under this cons t i tu t ion the person or 
persons w h o s h a l l receive the highest num­
ber of legal votes sha l l be declared elected. 

O n mot ion of W a r r e n the convent ion re­
solved itself Into commit tee of tbe whole to 
consider proposi t ion N o . 27, ar t ic le on 
revenue and taxa t ion . J . K . T o o l e i n the 
chair . 

B s t c D D c a n d T a x a t i o n . 

B u r l e i g h said that the proposi t ion i n sec­
t ion 1. p r o v i d i n g f o r a u n i f o r m rate of 
assessment and taxat ion cou ld not be done 
and he w o u l d therefore move to s t r ike out 
"persons" i n the fifth l ine w h i c h imposts 
a l icense tax upon persons and corpora­
t ions. 

K i c k a r d s sa id such a proposi t ion w o u l d 
w o r k an in jus t i ce to corporat ions. H e 
w s z opposed to a license tax of any k i n d . 

K ' . b i n s o n sai 1 as the state government 
p rov ided fo r luxur i e s and we ought to have 
money to pay f o r them. 

J . K . T o o l e said the t ime had not come 
when we cou ld a f ford to do a w a y w ith a 
license tax. Observat ion had led b i m to be-
i i e v - that it was the easiest tax collected, 
another th ing , i f we made a provis ion to do 
away w i t h the tax on saloons it migh t d« -
feat the adoption of tbe const i tu t ion. 

H a r t m a n offered an amendment provid­
i n g for a l icense tax on tne sale of l iquors 
and otber businesses n q u i r r g police 
superv is ion and on no other business what­
ever. 

Judge K n o w l e s sa id sucb an amendment 
was uncons t i tu t iona l , as it d i sc r imina ted 
against cer ta in classes. 

B u i l e i g h said the license tax or ig inated 
at an ear ly day i n M o n t a n a on account of 
the scarc i ty of w h i s k y and U-hacco, cont r i ­
butions being levied upon a l i pack t rains 
c o m i n g Into tbe U r n t o r y . T h e system 
worked so w e l l that it had been cont inued. 

C o l l i n s said the license svstem paid the 
revenues of V e r m o n t and W i s c o n s i n , and 
a large por t ion of the taxes i n Pennsy l ­
van ia . O h i o had passed a l aw do*ug away 
w i t h a good dea l of its direct taxat ion. A 
license tax proper ly assessed and collected 
w o u l d pay two- thi rds of the expenses c f 
the state. W e are m a k i n g a w r o n g move 
to at tempt to do away w i t h the license sys­
tem. 

11 art man's amendment was put and lost 
and B u r l e i g h w i t h d r e w his amendment .

N o t h i n g h u t » t P r o c e e d s . 
J . K . T o o l e sa id he supposed (bat the 

object of tbe gen t leman was to get at tbe 
manner of t a x i n g mines . H e said there are 
no t w o assessors w h o cou ld go to such 
mines as tbe A n a c o n d a or the Gran i t e 
M o u n t a i n a n d come w i t h i n $1,000,000 of 
each other of tbe i r va lua t ion . Cithers had 
mines w h i c h they va lued at 540,000 or 
iaO.uoO w h i c h were not wor th ten cents, 
i i sides it w o u l d work a hardsh ip to poor 
miners , and i f adopted in the cons t i tu t ion 
it w o u l d dereat it before the people. 

L o u d ' s subst i tute was lost. 
L u c e n i o v t d to s t r ike out of section 2. 

" T h e l eg i s la t ive assembly may In its dis. 
c re t ion exempt f r o m taxat ion other prop­
er ty i n add i t ion to that herein specif ied, but 
a l l exempt ions s h a l l on lv be by general 
l a w . " 

H a r t m a n moved to amend section S by 
s t r i k i n g out " n e t " and inser t ing "gross" i n 
reference to the proceeds of a l l mines. 

C o n r a d offered an amendment to the 
t fleet that a l l canals ,water courses, di tches, 
etc.. shou ld not be taxed except on the net 
water ren ta l . 

M a g i n n i s d i d not w i s h to do a n y t h i n g to 
discourage cap i ta l , but he hoped to see the 
d a y w h e n tbe U n i t e d States o r the state 
w o u l d o w n its cana ls and water r igh ts i n 
the state, and not corporat ions. 

C o l l i n s read a dispatch f r o m Boise C i t y , 
Idaho, where l a n d sha rks were f o l l o w i n g 
the government surveyors . H e sa id we 
ought to discourage corporat ions c o m i n g 
into the terr i tory and get t ing our lands and 
water r ights , to tbe de t r iment of settlers. 

H a r t m a n opposed the amendment . T h e 
idea of of fe r ing bonuses to corporat ions 
was a mistake. H e agreed w i t h tbe gen­
t leman f r o m Cascade that tbe state or tbe 
nat .onal government shou ld o w n our water 
ways . 

C o n r a d said the wate r w a y s bad been de­
c la red pub l i c property , and it was useless 
for the gent leman to ta lk about corpora­
tions w h e n the legis la t ive assembly bad 
the right to cont ro l tbe water . 

L u c e sa id there was no more danger f r o m 
corpora t ions b u i l d i n g canals , wa te rways 
and reservoirs than there was i n corpora­
t ions b u i l d i n g ra i l roads . T h e coun ty com­
missioners had the author i ty to regulate 
tne pr ice of water . 

B u r l e i g h offered a substi tute f o r section 
3. g i v i n g the legislature the r igh t to pass 
a l l necessary l aws re la t ing to the subject 
of t axa t ion . 

L u c * r e f e r r e d to section 2rj on tbe suhj -c t 
of I r r iga t ion , w h i c h states that a l l water 
not heretofore appropr ia ted sha l l become 
the proper ty ot the state, and that tb . 
coun ty commiss ioners bad the r igh t to reg­
ula te tbe pr ice . H e thought Conrad ' s 
amendment a good one. 

L a n d s L y i n g - I d l e . 

B i c k f o r d wan ted to see the amendment 
p r e v a i l . T h e r e were large barren tracts of 
l a n d i n M o n t a n a w h i c h o n l y needed water 
to make them profi table . In M i s s o u l a 
coun ty a lone there are at least 75,000 acres 
w h i c h c o u l d be made good t i l l ab le land. 
W e s h o u l d v iew the matter f r o m the point 
of exped iency and shou ld extend to men of 
means inducements to construct i r r i ga t i ng 
cana ls and di tches . 

C l a r k opposed B u r l e i g h ' s substitute. 
H e sa id no class of men were more w i l l i n g 
to make f a i r re turns of their p roper ty than 
the miners . H e stood there as the repre­
sentat ive of the m i n i n g indus t ry . T h e y 
were w i l l i n g that tbe i r proper ty should be 
taxed upon its net proceeds, but to tax 
mines on their supposed value w o u l d be to 
so ser iously c r ipp le this great indus t ry that 
it w o u l d never recover f r o m the shock 
Then aga in tbe f luc tua t ion i n the prices of 

a l l metals had a great dea l to do w i t h the 
quest ion w h y mines should on ly be taxed 
on the net proceeds. A l t h o u g h this sys­
tem might seem u n f a i r and unjus t to some, 
yet if tbey w o u l d s tudy the matter care­
f u l l y and t h o u g h t f u l l y they w o u l d see 
that it was the on ly f a i r and equitable way . 
M i n i n g had made M o n t a n a what it is and 
it should be encouraged. 

Bur l e igh ' s substi tute was put and lost. 
T h e question o c c u r r i n g upon Conrad ' s 

amendment , C o l l i n s said that the quest ion 
had no th ing whatever to w i t h mines 
w h i c h were f a i r l y and equi tably taxed, but 
to say that water-ditches should not be 
taxed w o u l d be to say that no proper ty of 
any k i n d should be taxed except the net 
proceeds. A r g u m e n t s cou ld be brought to 
bear exempt ing a l l k i n d s of property-
t h e r e were thousands of acres of grass go­

i n g to waste every year i n M o n t a n a be­
cause there were no catt le to eat it. U s i n g 
the same l i ne of logic the cat t le should be 
exempt f r o m taxat ion. 

Judge K n o w l e s in ter rupted and asked i f 
there waa any otber property that was reg-
ulvted by tbe coun ty commissioners as we 
provide tbey should do In regard to water. 
It we want agr icu l tu re we should encour­
age cap i ta l , 

C o l l i n s con t i nu ing said tbe county com­
missioners could regulate t h « taxes on a i l 
k i n d s of property. T b e parties who o w n 
the water w i l l o w n the land and be was op-
vosej to a n y t h i n g of the k i n d being done, 
i e was in favor of compe l l i ng the state to 

bu i ld the water ways needed. 
Conrad ' s amendment was put and lost. 
J . K . Too le moved to amend section S by 

inser t ing the words " s h a l l not be taxed be­
fore patent ." 

T b e amendment was lost as the section 
already provides that mines s h a l l not be 
taxed un t i l a f ter they are patented. 

M a y g e r moved to s t r ike out of section S. 
" f o r a period of not leas than ten years . " 
T h e s e c t i 'n has reference to tbe pun i sh­
ment of a state treasurer f o r m a k i n g a 
profi t out of pub l i c moneys. 

Godda rd moved to s t r ike out the whole 
sect ion.

Mavge r ' s motion was pat and lost.

T b e 
mot ion prevai led. 

M a r s h a l l moved to s t r ike nut "ac tua l 
places fo r re l ig ious wor sh ip " H e said he 
belonged to a chr i s t i an chu rch and was a 
chr i s t ian but be d i d not believe i n exempt­
i n g churches f r o m taxa t ion . It waa 
w r o n g i n p r inc ip l e to compel people to 
support places of wor sh ip tbey do not be­
lieve i n . It was i n conf l ic t w i t h the b i l l of 
rights. 

B u r l e i g h said he was not a chr i s t i an as 
waa his d i s t inguished f r end w h o had jus t 
spoken.
