The James River Away Above Low
Water Mark and Rising Four
Inches an Hour.

The Floods in Pennsylvanla Reach the
Highest Point for Years, En-
tailing Great Loss.

Many Factories Compelled to Suaspend.
While Bridges are Washed Away
and Property Destroyed.

RicaMoxD, Aug. 1.—The James river is
seventeen feet above the ordinary low
water mark and is rising four inches per
hour. The wharves at Rockets are all
under water and the adjacent streets,
houses, cellars and gas works are inundat-
ed. A number of business houses had to
suspend trade and move their effects in
consequence of Schack creek backing up
water from the river and overflowing their
premises. It is still raining and the indi
cations point to a freshest equal to the
greatest for yearr,

Pennsylvania Floods.

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 1L.—The waters
in the Schuylkill yesterday sttained the
highest point reached in this city for
twenty years, involving destruction to
property estimated at from $10,000 to $20,-
). The park drives were submerged,
boat houses flooded and some of the streets
near the river banks were under water to
the Jdepth of between four and five feet.
The cellars of two paper millis and about a
dozen houses were flooded. All work at
Manayunk and the Pencoyd iron works,
opposite, was stopped owing to the en-
croachment of the waters.

Ihroughout the eastern section of the
state the rain fall was very heavy. Many
houses and mills along Brandywine cree
in the vieinity of West Chester and Down-
ington were fiooded and business was seri-
ously interrupted. At Williamsport the
bridges over the Susquehanna had to be
baliasted with heavily laden coal cars. A
large section of the Schuykill valiey in the
vicinity of Norristown and Conshohocken
is almost entirely under water. Consider-
able damage was done, but no lives were
reported lost in the state. Reports re-
ceived to-day are to the effect that the
water in nearly all the larger streams is
subsiding. )

LAND AND WATER.

The Washington Convention at Work on
Two Important Subjects.

OLYMPIA, Aug. 1.—Two Important com-
mittee reports were handed in to-day.
One provided that the water of every
stream shall be free for the use of the peo-
ple. When the supply is not sufficient for
all purposes, it shall first be used for do-
mestic purposes, then agricultural, and
lastly for manufacturing. The right to
run ditches, lumeés and sluices for sgricul-
tura! or mining purpose is guaranteed on
payment for private property taken. The
other report was from the land committee
and declares that all public lands are held
by the state for the people and shall never
be disposed of, except for wvalue paid.
The right of navigation over tide lands is

guaranteed. Public lands are Lo be sold
only at auction to the highest bidder,

at mnot less than their appraised
value and no more than one-
third shall be sold before 1565 and

not more than two-thirds befure 1900
L.ands within corporate limits of a city or
town or within & mile of their limits, worth
not less than $200 per acre, shall be divided
into biocks of not more than five acres
each, only one block being sold at one
time. Timber on land must b2 sold at its
full appraised value. The minority re
recommends that persons occupying school
iands shall have prior right of purchase.
The clause of the report of the committee
on corporations forbidaing counties to
grant subsidies was adopted to-day after
vigorous debate,

PLYMOUTH, Aug. 1 —The mooument in
Lonor of the pilgrims was dedicated to-day.

NEW YOREK, Aug. 1. —John L. Sullivan
was taken before Judge O'Brien in the
supreme court chamber this noon and
through his counsel admitted his identity
as the prisoner called for in the wnit of
extradition. He said he was willing to go
south. and the judge ordered that he be
turned over at once tw Deputy Sherin
Childs, of Jackson, Miss.

Counsel Nicoll informed the judge that

fore the arrest was mads Saillivan had
made up his mind to go back wvoluntarily
and surrender himse!f to the asuthorities of
Mississippi, feeling confident be would be
justly and fairly dealt with., He further
said when Sullivan entered [nto the com-
pact to fight Kilrain bhe understood the
battle ground would have been in Lou'si-
ana, and not until the night before the
fight was the place of the fighting
changed to Missis<ippi, and Saullivan
did not really know until the ringside
was reached that he was in the state of
Mississippl. He did not change the ground
and he had po intention of breaking s law,
but he had no alternative but to fight or
become a poltoon. Sullivan is now ready
to go back in charge of Deputy Sheriff
Childs as soon as that officer desires
Assistant [)istrict Attorney Me Donald took
a receipt from the deputy sheriff for the
body of John [..

Kilrain. | was goaded to it and the whole
gang would have walked all over me if [ had
not licked him. I sapposet I'm the scape-
gnat pow for doing it. and Kilrain wili go
free. Poor fellow, but they don’t want
bim—he’s licked.™

WATER WANTED.

Three Proposals “Received Yesterday

For Furnishing a Supply to
the City.

A Lake Four Thousand Feet Above
Hele.a With Pienty of the
Fluid, Discovered.

The Feeling That the Clty Should Own
Its Water Meeting With General

Favor.

Yesterday was the time. designated for
receiving proposals to furnish the city with
& supply of water. At Clerk Botkin’s
office three were received, which will be
opened at a special meeting of the city
council to be held this evening. The ten-
deérs of the proposals were A. R. Gates,
representing the Woolston company; Mas-
sena Ballard, representing T. C. Power,
and represepting, it is sup-
posed, a new syndicate. It is stated that
Mr. Bullard received a dispatch yesterday
from Mr. Power, who is now in New York,
authorizing him to submit a proposition for
him. When Mr. Woolston left for New
York recently it was givea out thst his
mission, in & measure, was to meet and con-
sult Mr. Power, upon the latter’s arrival
from Euarope, as to the consolidation
schieme, It being generally supposed here
that Mr. Power would agree to the com
bine. That Mr. Power requested his at-
torney st the eleventh hour to make s pro-
posal to the c.ty leads to the belief that he
and Mr. Woolston could not agree.

Mayor Fuller is strongly in faver of the
city owning its water supply and he re-
marked yesterday that a source of supply,
had been discovered which will furnish
ample water and which the city may pur-
chiase on very favorable terms. f here
the supply is he would not divuige fearing
that others might step in and throw ob-
siacles in the way of the city procuring it
It is hardly likely that any definite action
will be taken at to-night’s meeting. City
Engineer Milier's report covers a deserip-
tion of the new source which is likeiy to
receive favorable consideration. There is
& growing sentiment that the city should
own lte own water at no matter what cost.
Another water source has been broaght
tght by a gentléeman who sells lightaing
rods, and he has prepared s detalled de-
scription of the place and how the water
may be conducted to the eity, for the en-
lightenment of the eity fathers. He claims
to bhave discovered a lake in the Elkhorn
mountains, about thirty-five miles distant,
which s ¥,000 feet above sea level and over
4,000 feet higher than Helena. The lake is
enclosed in a natural reservoir covering
fifty acres, its greatest depth being forty

feet an » quality of the water is ungues-
tionabie. He says it has 2 500 inches of &
fHow and could be conducted by pipes to the
city by gravity and will eome in with

greater force than Helena has ever had.
He recently senttwo men to the place to
file waler 1 t locations on the lake for
bim and these bave been placed on record

in Jefferson county. ‘T'o convey this water
to Helena will be expensive, he says, but
it will be an experse which ends when the
work is once completed.

About fifteen miiles northwest of Helena
& supply of water has been found and, it is
thought by some that this is the source
from whnich Judge Davis proposes securing
his supply. It i said his scheme is to or-
Eanize a company to bring the water here,
wilh a stipulation in the contract with the
cily that at a stated period, or whenever
the city becomes able to buy, the city will
buy the company out, and during the in
terval to pay the company interest on their
investment

The several propositions will be made
known at the session of the council to-
night, which will be principally devoted to
water.

WORKS LIKE A CHARM.

Mayor Fuller Well Pleased With the Fire
Alarm System.

The Gamewell electric fire alarm system
Was put to another test yesterday under the
inspection of Mayor Faller. Box 34 was
tested, the result being that the alsrm
worked admirably, and the mayor fesls
proud of the system.

sounded. It is proposed to test the alarm
once a month until every box is tried.
