At the meeting of the common coun­
ci l this evening teuders were to be 
opened for supplying the eitT w i t h wa­
ter for tire and sewer purposes and for 
f urui -hing private consumers with wa­
ter for domestic, manufacturing or other 
purposes, but the imprervion is preva­
lent that no cor.triirt w i l l be M l . 1 
now. but that UM t ime for receiving 
tenders w i l l be extended tifteen or 
th i r ty MM, j„ , , r j ^ r thut one or more 
corporations mat have not already 
handed in their tenders may have oppor­
tuni ty to do so. It is presumed that i f 
this courie i i adopted the aldermen w i l l 
protect tho-e bidders who have responded 
to the advertisement heretofore made, 
and not give publici ty to their proposals. 
It may be, indeed, a measure of i|u-s-
tiouable propriety to refuse to award the 
contract at this t ime (-imply because 
some persons or corporations have not 
yet. i n spite of the fact that advertise­
ment hns been made for prop, .~aN dur ing 
more than th i r ty days, handed i n their 
tenders. There should he some better 
reason than that for extending the time 
and rn-adterii- iug. 

The paragraph numbered 1 i n the ad 
vertisenient is probably not materially 
different f rom the corresponding para­
graph iu the advertisement under which 
existing contracts were awarded. I t 
calls /or '"a f u l l , ample and sufficient 

-*<fpply of good, pure, wholesome and 
clear water" for muuicipal and domestic 
purposes. Let us hope that the contract 
now to be made w i l l be i n such fo rm as 
to give some assurance that the require­
ments above specified w i l l be fu l f i l l ed , 
and to that end bidders should be obliged 
to state the source or sources f rom which 
they pnrpose to obtain water and to con­
duct the water to consumers f rom such 
source of supply i n a cleanly and whole­
some manner. Helena has been i m ­
posed upon i n this regard quite long 
enough. I n one instance a contract ing 
company is f u r n i s h i u g i ts patrons wi th 
water i n l imi ted quanti ty conducted for 
miles through open drains and rotten 
wooden tlumes. which pollutes the water 
to such a degree that i t is ut ter ly unfi t 
for any other than i r r iga t ion purposes. 
Cattle tramp through the ditches and 
worms tloat about i u ttie tlumes and are 
carried into the houses of consumers 
In the case of another contracting corpo-. 
ration a more abundant supply is f u i -
nished, but i t is ditch and sipe water 
l ike the other unt i l for domestic con­
sumption. These two corporations and 
a th i rd , which has a l imited supply of 
excellent water at its disposal, are the 
principal component* of what is known 
as the Helena (.'ousolidated Water com­
pany. I t is twjgsihle that the new water 
trust, or whatever the consolidated com­
pany may prove to be. has at its com­
mand sources of "a f u l l , ample and suf­
ficient i>upply of good, pure, wholesome 
and clear water." but noining iu the rec­
ords of the old companies goes to prove 
the fact. I n dealing wi th this bidder, 
as wi th any other, the council must not 
only exact information as to source of 
supply, but stipulate that the water 
shall be conveyed to the dis t r ibut ing 
mains i n pipes which w i l l not pollute 
nor permit pollut ion of the fluid. The 
day of the flume and the ditch as means 
of conveying water for domestic con­
sumption is past. Helena is no longer a 
Tillage, bat a populous ci ty, and a ser­
vice unsatisfactory even i n the earlier 
stage of development most be abandoned 
when considering the requirements of 
the city of to-day. 

I n case readvertisement i 9 made for 
proposals for water supply i t may be 
wel l for the council committee on water 
to so amend i t that there shall be no ap­
pearance of ground for the allegation 
that i t was prepared t<> meet the ease of 
one sp r i a l bidder.

H A K R I S O N ' S E X A M P L E . 

There has been some question whether 
President Harrison is a great man. I t 
is easily answered i n his favor. The 
test of greatness is the power to i n ­
fluence others. Just consider for a mo­
ment bow the silent example of Benja­
m i n Harrison influences people around 
him, and compels imi ta t ion . 

James G. Blaine has a eon i n the state 
department; one nephew is a special 
ageut of the census, and another has 
b en appointed assistant postmaster at 
Augusta, Me. The brother of his eon's 
fiancee is secretary of legation i n Lon­
don, and bis private secretary has the 
second best consulate i n the entire l is t . 
Assistant Postmaster-General Clarkson 
has a son i n his office. Commissioner 
Stone has a son i n the general land 
office. Commissioner Tanner has two 
daughters in the pension office. Auditor 
Fisher has appointed his daughter to a 
place i n bis office. The consols-general 
at Berlin and Cairo have had some ex­
perience i n the consular service, but 
they had no pol i t ical claims to consider­
ation, and got their appointments simply 
because they were chums of Walker 
Blaine at the Metropolitan club. Justice 
Miller's son is secretary of the Cherokee 
nun mission. Senator Spooner's brother 
ha.- secured a consulate. Senator Sher­
man's nephew has got the receivership 
of the Salt Lake City laud office. Pr i ­
vate Secretary Halford's brother-in law-
has got a postoffice, though a thoroughly 
efficient postmaster had to be remove 1 
in the middle of his term to make a 
pla e. Comptroller Matthews" nephew 
has been appointed assistant dis tr ic t at­
torney for Southern I l l ino is . Commis­
sioner Morgan of the Indian office has 
had his wi fe appointed as his private 
seeretury at a salary of f l . l M i per year. 
Dr. Dorchester, superintendent of Indian 
schools, has got bis wi fe appointed a 
special Indian agent so that she can 
travel w i t h h i m at government expense 
wherever he goes, and get •»'• a day be 
sides. J. J . Mott, a boss republican poli­
t ician i n North Carolina, has got his 
M M , M . L . Mott, appointed assistant dis­
t r i c t attorney at *l,7u0 a year, his son. 
W i l l Mott , appointed chief clerk in the 
internal revenue office at#l,SOO; his son, 
James Mott, appointed a clerk i n the 
Statesville postoffice at $>'**> a year; his 
son-in-law, John Sharpe. appointed dep 
uty collector at I1.WJ0; his brother. 
Harry Mott, appointed general store­
keeper at #l,2u> a year, and his son-in-
law's relative, A. C t Sharpe, appointed 
deputy collector at t l ,400.

I t is natural 
that he should desire to keep the other

The example was set at the white house 
and has spread l ike a pestilence u n t i l , 
as the Baltimore Sun says, "what w i th 
nepotism, the prosti tution of office to 
party and personal ends and disregard 
of restrictions imposed on the spoilsman 
by the c iv i l service law, i t is to be feared 
that there is much reason to accept as 
fa i r ly correct the saying of the w i t who 
put for th as the guid ing principle at 
present : 'Publ ic office is a private 
*uap.' " 

K V K X the simon pore republican news­
p a p e r s ou the Pacific coast are having 
difficulty i n excusing the decision of the 
a t t o r n e y general of the United States 
which permits the admission of Chinese 
i n t o the country as "tourists."
