<' mrtnej and Cooper spoke ngainst strik 
ing out tne section, r'ainiiug that it was 
not legislatl m, but simply directed the 
legislature to an i in uor lair -ubje -t 

Kobnison claimed that 'ie section was 
unnecessary, lor it an attempt was made 
to pom* o.it all necessary legislation, it 
would take a volume larger than Webster's 
unahr.dk.'. d dictionary. 

Goddatd's motion was put and lost. 
Luce moved to amend section H by insert­

ing the word "thereon" after the word 
"settlers." winch wil l make the section 
read: " in the disposition of the public 
lands granted by the tinted states to this 
state, preference shall always be given to 
actual settlers thereon, and the legislative 
assembly shall provide by law for carrying 
this sis-lion into effect.'' 

Section 10, making it : " i offense for raij 
roads to grunt ; t»-- - to members nt the 
legislature, state and county officers, was 
read and Callaway offered an amendment 
making it the duty- of the first legislative 
assembly after the adoption of the consti 
tution to pass a law to enforce the proposi­
tion. 

Hartman moved to strike out section 10. 
Not .afraid uf a I ' M » » . 

Burleigh moved to amend Callaway's 
amendment by adding, "Kailroad compan­
ies shall have the right to grant to mem­
bers of the legislature, state and county 
officers free passes ss spite of fear or favor. 

Maginnis seconded Burleigh's amend? 
ment He said that congress when con­
sidering the interstate commerce law came 
to the conclusion that it would allow the 
railroads to do as they pleased. 

Robinson Sf o'te against the adoption of 
the amendment on the ground that rail­
road companies had too much power now. 

But >r l asked if the section would pro­
hibit stock inspectors from traveling on 
free passes, and on being informed that it 
wouid. said he was in favor of striking out 
the section. 

Middleton made a speech against em­
bodying anything of the kind embraced in 
sectio:. 10 m the constitution. He took the 
ground that » man had the right to accept 
a pass from railroads. He had accepted 
passes, and to insinuate he would violate 
his oath for a Si' or a S10 ride was presum­
ing a great deal. Kobinson asked if tl.e 
gentleman was not a railroad attorney, and 
was informed by Mr. Midd:eton that he 
was never an attorney for any railroad, as 
he could make a living without their assist­
ance. Callaway asked if he did not ride 
from Miles City on a free pass. Mr. Mid 
dleton promptly replied that it was none of 
his business. He was in favor of striking 
out section 10 as it was vicious legislation. 

Hershheld thought the section was 
necessary and should be retained. 

Watson, as a member of the commit­
tee, claimed that the committee had care­
ful ly considered the proposition and had 
come to the conclusion that the people of 
the state demanded such a section in the 
constitution. 

Callaway bad noticed the influence of 
railroads upon legislatures. These corpo­
rations would allow legisla'ures to amuse 
themselves until some question arose inim­
ical to their interests, then they would step 
in and have things to go as they desireax 
It was a well known fact that the rich are 
growing richer and the poor poorer. Cor­
porations have a great deal to do with this. 
When in the convention five years ago 
every member connected in any way with 
railroads voted against this very proposi­
tion which was adopted by 14.000 majority. 
In throwing restrictions around corpora­
tions the honesty of no roan was impugned. 
There are two great railroad lines in this 
state, and they wi l l control the politics ot 
the state: they alwavs have and always 
wi l l . The amendment should prevail. 

Burleigh said that If the gentleman 
thought he had introduced his amendment 
for the purpose of making sport he was 
mistaken. For any one to say that he was 
a friend of the railroads was proof that he 
did not know his history. He had brwsgM 

suits against the Northern Pacific 
any attorney in the territory. He 

i in favor of striking out the amendment

Ciark gained the floor. He said that the 
..-nun of granting free passes bad been 

l.scussed in legislatures, and it was ac­
knowledge that the system was iniqui 

us. Railroads were run at so much a 
SsUe, and passes were taken into consider 

u when the expenses of the roads were 
ed up. The Joss from this source was 

added to freight and the people had to pay 
: r it in the long run. Every member of 
the convention had b-en tendered a pass, 
and it was done for considerations that 
ii.ay yet arise. He was in favor of throw-
Ir.g restrictions around corporations, and 
for that reason he was opposed to striking 
out the section. 

bargeant said if the legislature couldfnot 
sa instructed to make our laws, we cer­
tainly hsd retrograded as a people. The 
section was legislation and should not be 
kssWI ta] in the constitution. He was in 
lav. i of striking it out. 

Courtney was opposed to striking out 
the section. Corporations should be re 
stricted, call it legislation if you please. It 
was a wise provision and should remain. 

R ibinson opposed striking out the sec 
M tor the reason that it was a protection 

to the weak men. It railroads do not at 
tempt to bribe men by issu'ng these passes 
t..eh w hy do they do it'.' The frienda of 
the section were friends of the railroads, 
and sought to protect them against the 
' lass ot bums who wanted pass s. He 

aimed that Harper Bros prohibited their 
corps of writers from accepting passes 
from any railroad or steamboat company. 
• o as to leave them free to criticize as they 
s -e tit. He would ask the gentlemen who 
were in favor of striking out section 10 
how many of them had paid their fares to 
this convention. Robinson continued for 
some time speaking in this strain, and sat 
down amidst cries of "go on." 

Reek said he paid his fare to the conven 
ti'-n. and would vote to strike nut the sec 
tion. as he considered it legislation. 

i ' ark moved that the committee arise. 
Carried, and when the committee arose it 
reported progress, and asked leave to sit 
Sitam. 

(in motion the convention took a recess 
until I o'clock. 

A K T K K N O O N s i K S S l O N . 

On reassembling Callaway moved that 
the convention reconsider the vote by 
which section 4, proposition 27, finances of 
t r -tite, was adopted. Carried. 

The section is as follows: 
--Ditches, canals and Humes heretofore 

or hereafter constructed by any person 
i .mpany or corporation, for the sale, 
rental, distribution or other beneficial use 
of water, shall be taxed upon the annual 
i. t proceeds of such sale, rental, distribu­
tion or use, in such manner as may be pro 
visit*] by law. Provided, that the use and 
price of such water shall at all times be 
subject to regulations by the board of 
i ouuty- commissioners, or other authority 
as in this constitution provided; and pro-
i led. further, that this section shall apply-
only to the ditches, canals and flumes <t 
such persons, companies or corporations as 
shall, within such time as may oe provided 
by law after they commence the sale, 
rental, distribution or use of water make 
and file in the office of the secretary of 
state, their duly executed written consent 
to be subject to and comply with all the 
term* and conditions of this section and ail 
provisions of this constitution, and a fai l 
ure of any such person, company or cor 
pi .ration to make and file such consent 
shall render the ditches, canals and flumes 
of such person, company or corporation 
subject to taxation in the same manner as 
other property without regard to this sec 
tiop, s" long as said person, company or 
corporation fails to file such consent." 

Collins moved to indefinitely postpone. 
J . K Toole said it was never designed by 

insetting this proposition that the I'uited 
Mates or the state of Montana would be 
anyways interfered with, but nothing of 
the kind was the object. It was in them 
t. Ms! of the taxpayers. It be had bis way 
he would be in favor of the United States 
taking charge of the water not only to 
build ddches, but to have officers in charge, 
if this were done people who are now uu-
able to take land could enter homesteads 
and have the land ready for occupancy 
But it would be a long time before the 
government did anything of the kind if it 
.-w-r .lid. The section was introduced in 
"-•halt of actual settlers. Thecoun'y com 
iniasioners were instructed to supervise all 
tilings pertaining thereto. There could be 
no discrimination. Corporations. Iiae in 
dividuals, transacted business from a busi 
m ss standpoint. If it is in the power of 
the sta'e to protect the people he took 
It that corporations were not going to be 
swift to tak" advantage of it. Without 
iv ater t> ere are millions of acres that are 
vi.lueless, but if water could be brought 
I I | M I I I it, it would create new values. Our 
I . S I I I .ji is an anomalous one. We cannot 
depend upon the rains to make our land:' 
ferule. He was surprised to see the zeal­
ot sness with which Mr. Collins opposed 
the proposition. He went so far as to ch -r 
a -erize the proposition as the work of a 
lobby. He was will ing to give every mem 
(•« r credit for having an eye single to tin 
M M M introduced for the good of the 
public. 

Myers said that if the clause giving the 
legislature power to exempt property had 
not been stricken out he would have sup­
ported the section. There is a vast quanti­
ty of water in Montana, and there is no 
such thing as monopolizing this water, pro 
v ided reservoirs are constructed. Any 
one who had bad experience with capital 
knew that ditches were dead capital. 
Hitches are being constructed over Mon­
tana by stock companies. If that proper­
ty is to be taxed as other property is taxed 
it would stop and for many years prevent 
the construction of ditches. On the other 
hand, if these little companies are net 
ts\ed, they wi l l go ahead and make land 
valuable. From a conversation with ;>en-
tor Plumb he was satisfied that there wi l l 
be no difficulty in securing lands for reser­
voirs, and if this be true the people of 
Montana should not be exempt from taxes 
further than that proposed in relation to 
water—the net income. He wanted to see 
the section put upon its final passage and 
passed. 

O p p o s e d to Corporation*. 
Stapleton said the subject was of so 

much importance that he did not feel like 
taking it up now. It was legislation and 
should be left to the legislature. This year 
being a dry one, has caused the people to 
agitate the question about building ditches 
and reservoirs, but if left to the legislature 
there would be time to talk the matter up. 
The legislature can do everything that is 
necessary. He was not in favor of giving 
the legislature power to exempt anything 
from taxation except that prescribed by­
law. A man takes out a ditch and makes 
land utterly worthless valuable. It was 
the same way with corporations: they made 
land valuable, but the men who put money 
into the ditches should be made to pay 
taxes as well as the persons who improve 
the land. We wanted a law which will 
make it just and equitable between the 
men who own tne ditches and the men 
who own the land. He would like to see 
the motion prevail and the section indefin-
it > postponed. 

In Judge Know lea' opinion it was not 
le gislation at all . If a special exception is 
not made for these water companies he did 
not see bow they could be taxed at all. 
The constitution provides that mines shall 
be taxed in a certain manner, and we could 
as well prescribe how water shall be taxed. 
No one could go to a merchant or a farmer 
and tell him what he shall sell his articles 
f t r. He wanted to see all of Montana 
prosper because it benefited the whole 
state, i f we could fix up something to 
mske the agricultural interests of Montana 
prosper he would vote for i t He could not 
see how persons in the agricultural districts 
could be opposed to the section, which he 
hoped would prevail. 

Cooper did not wish to see the motion of 
Collins to indefinitely postpone prevail. 
He lived in the Egypt of Montana, the 
Gallatin valley, and this measure was de 
manded by his people. It is a plain propo­
sition that to improve any portion of this 
territory would improve it all. He wanted 
the section carefully considered and 
ad < pted. 

A .i Burns said we had in this territory 
20.000.000 acres of arid land, and about 
S i.nj.000 could be irrigated by private en­
terprise. He was opposed to capital coming 
in and taking up the land which can be 
ear ily irrigated and leaving the bard por­
tion to the United states government or to 
thi state. 

Middleton was in favor of the section. 
He said he rode in company with Senator 
ste wart to Miles City last week, and the 
s e f c r -ras highly elated «. the land he 
saw in ti.« Yellowstone valley, which 
coi.ld be irrigated without reser­
voirs. It these lands can be irri 
gatisd and made productive It 
is t be part ot wisdom for us to saaae it a 
pa : of the constitution allowing corpora­
t e .s to construct ditches for the reclama­
tion of them. It is true that it savors sasaav 
wr tt of legislation, but it was a sate thing 
to adopt in the constitution. He probably 
mi it have opposed exemption of mining 
pr< -erty from taxation, but he was not 
pr. ared to say that it was not right, iook-
uik. frosa the vantage view that it was in­

centive to capital, but if this were true of 
mining property it certainly was true of 
agriculture. 

Leave it to the Leglalatiire. 
Maginnis was in favor of leaving the 
hole matter In the hands of the legisla­

ture and the more it was discussed the 
more convinced he was that the subject 

is legislation. The question of exemp­
tion was a ticklish one at the best. Be­
sides charitable institutions, school houses, 
e tc , this was the only thing sought to be 
exempted for he denied that mines were 
exempt from taxation. Of all the species 
ot property in the world ditches are Uie 
property which should bear their portion 
of taxation. It would be here, if we al-
iowt d corporations to have their sway, as it 
in ancient times when knights and nobles 
owned the water ways, where the fields 
once smiling with grain now lie baaing 
beneath the sun. By taking up these water 
rights It would interfere with the United 
States or the state which might take steps 
after awhile to construct ditches and reser 
voirs. He found the agricultural pecple 
divided upon the question. It the United 
.States went ahead and constructed these 
reservoirs, would that be any reason why 
we should turn over the work ot the gov­
ernment to corporations? The United 
States has a vast amount of land which has 
been heretofore Considered valueless. 
Now it wants to demonstrate that this land 
can tie made valuable, .suppose the gov­
ernment gives the lands io the states, 
pledging the, revenues derived from them 
to be nsed for constructing canals and 
ditches you would see a system ot irriga 
tlon established that was never dreamed of. 
He was in tavor of relegating the matter to 
the legislature. 

Ramsdeil aaid there was a morbid sensi­
tiveness developed which be did not think 
existed. He was prepared to say that the 
mining industry was not pay ing its share 
ot taxes. But owing to the peculiar condi­
tions under which that industry existed he 
was will ing that tiie tax on mines should 
be as has been fixed. Agriculture was the 
Sou! of existence. Other industries might 
rise and la I, but agriculture would exist 
forever. The lands that fed the busts ot 
llanniual still poured into her granaries 
the t .Mid which supports her inhabitants 
1 h • measure was a good one and be want­

ed to see it carried 
Dixon said he had not proposed to say 

anything, but the measure introduced by 
himself had been misrepresented. Nut a 
aingle privilege was given to a corporation 
unless on conditions which were beneficial 
to the people. The waters of small streams 
bad been taken up and it was 
intended to encourage to a certain extent 
persons who wanted to invest their . apital 
in large enterprises. If we wan', d our 
lands made profitable we should en songs 
every Irrigation enterprise. His friend 
from Silver Bow (Stapleton i said that the 
land increasing in value unuer ditches had 
to pay the taxes. But this was not true, 
for as the net rental was increased the 
ditches wonld be taxed that much more. 
He wanted the proposition considered upon 
its merits, divested of tl >rid oratory and 
silly assertions. A l l the matters which 
had been mixed up in the discussion bad 
n ... hg to do with the question. 

W h a t H a s Been I>one. 
Gibson was of the opinion the question 

should be treated upon its merits. Is it 
necessary to give bonuses for enterprises 
of the kind, he asked. Of all the territories 
Montana has more water which could be 
conducted over the land cheaply. A l l the 
water in the Teton had been taken up, and 
a magnificent canal had been built to irri 
gate the lands between the Teton and the 
Missouri. The projectors of this enter­
prise did not ask to oe exempted from taxa 
tion. Ditches were a safe investment, and 
it he had surplus money to invest be would 
seek lor nothing better to invest in. 

Luce said there were no restrictions on 
such enterprises as the Northern Pacific 
but we started out giving county commis­
sioners the right to regulate and control 
the affairs of corporations. That was no 
way to get capital in Montana from Lon­
don and New York. There was no differ 
ence between the proposition to lax the in­
come of water ditches and that by which 
you propose to tax mines. In his c.iunty 
they had a corporation of farmers and they 
were entitled to protection as all were, 
either great or small. The question is 
whether we shall protect these corpora 
tions or not to a certain extent. They 
never could become monopolies because ot 
the proviso giving the county commission­
ers charge. 

Burleign proposed to vote upon the 
question wb'-n it came up. He wanted to 
present a few facts which had came to his 
knowledge. In Custer county there are 
tour practical agriculturists who had told 
him that it it bad not been for their cattle 
and horses they would have become paup­
ers. Two of them h <d attempted to irri­
gate by artesian wells which hsd failed, 
and tiie only thing left for them to do now 
was to go into some other business. He 
was wining to vote for the proposition. 

Collins said in nis opinion the proposi 
tion was upon a false hypothesis. A pre­
mium was given to men who invested their 
money in large enterprises but not one 
cent to the farmer or combination of farm 
ers who took out ditches for themselves. 
As h d h. en said by Mr. .Staph ton, taxes 
were multiplied against the farmer and the 
men who own the ditches are untaxed 
The ma ter should not be put in the con 
stitution for we might be working in the 
wrong direction, aud if this was discovered 
atler A'ards it could not be changed. If w 
give a bonus to corporations they wi l l take 
up all the water in the territory. It was a 
subsidy which should not be given. 
Ditches have been taken out heretofore 
without this subsidy, and to give away 
S150 000 for $500,000 invested was wrong. 

Calloway said that twenty-five years ago 
a large bodv of settlers in Beaverhead and 
Madison counties used the waters of the 
Beaverhead until a year or so ago, when a 
company constructed a canal thirty miles 
above the mouih id Beaverhead, and last 
week that stieam was dry tor fifteen miles 
above the mouth, 'lhese s tticrs had been 
lett without water for their stock and 
homes. He d'd not propose to vote any 
subsidies to corporations, l i e did not be­
lieve in exemption from taxation of any 
business. He knew that the net proceeds 
of mines given out for taxation were noth­
ing to compare with the net proceeds that 
go into the pockets of mine owners. It 
might benefit small miners but was -imply 
a farce as far as big mines was concerned. 
What was true of mines was true of ditch 
companies. 

Hartman offered an amendment as a 
substitute which gives the legislature the 
po.ver to sssess all properties and the 
methods provided for so doing. 

Callaway moved to lay upon the table, 
which wouid carry tbe subject with it. 

T h e M o t i o n l ost. 
Collins called for the ayes and noes. 

The motion to lay upon the table was lost 
by ayes 35 nays ST, absent 3. 

Collins ottered an amendment to the sec­
tion providing that all lands benefited by 
irrigating ditches be taxed upon their net 
proceeds, as may be provided by law. 

J . K. Toole moved tbe previous question. 
The president decided that Collins had 

the door. 
Parberry spoke in favor of Collins' 

amendment. He said it was as just for the 
man who used the water to pay on his net 
proceeds as tbe man who owned the water. 

J . K. Toole said if Mr. Collins would 
subject the land owner to tbe same re­
striction as the owners of the ditob, have 
the county commissioners place a value 
upon his crops there would be some reason 
in his proposition. 

S 'huiidt moved to strike out "or other 
beneficial use ot water" and insert "of 
water f or irrigating purposes " Lost.
