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Louis will prevent the world's fair from
going to any of those ambitious eities.
Why not compromise on Helena®* Geo-
graphically it has stronger claims than
any place that has been named. It is
much nearer the center of the North
Ameriean continent; it is equi-distant
from Boston and Alaska; it is just as
near to St. Louis as to Chieago; it isonly
a little further from New York than
from New Orleans; and it is a great deal
nearer to Anaconda than any of them.
By the time the fair opens we will have
two or three more transcontinental lines
of rallroads, paved and sprinkled streets,
the best water supply on earth and one
hundred thousand inhabitants. What's
the matter with us?
_—

THE constitutional convention did
well, yesterday, in referring the lead ore
memorial to a special committee for re
vision. As originally submitted the
language of the memorial was offensive
in its references to the general govern-
ment, considering the relations of the
convention to the nation, and it scught
to commit the convention as a whole to
the high-tariff policy of the republi-
can party. Democrats as well as repub-
licans desire the colleetion of the duty
on foreign lead ore as provided by law,
and demand that the ruling of a repub-
lican secretary of the treasury whereby
that law was nullified be set aside. It
is doubtful, however, if a memorial
emanating from the convention would
have any greater weight with the de-
partment than one coming from any
other body of men equal in numbers
and business importanee to the member-
ship of the coavention. Judge Dixon
stated the situation fairly and eandidly
when he said the convention was as-
sembled by virtue of an act of congress
for the one and sole purpose of framing
a constitution for the new state of Mon-
tana, and not to instruct any depart-
ment of the general government In iis
duties.

We don't lik= to startle the journal
from Way Back out of its eighteenth

century jog-trot, but we beg to inform it

that sinee the Mills bill was made sev-
eral things have happened that call for
pewspaps ¢ comment. In the closing
days of October, 1558, & political kuave
numed Dudley, the friend and confidant

of Benjamin Harrison, wrote an incrim-
inating letter to the chairman of the In-
diana state republican committee, di-
recting him to “bunch the floaters in
blocks of five,” and see that they were
taken to the polls. A few days later
these instructions were carried into ef-
fect and the electoral vote of Indiana
was purchased for and delivered to Ben-
jamin Harrison.

We call the Inter Mountain's serious
attention to this indisputable fact, and
also to these further factsx That the
electoral vote of the state of New York
was carried by Quay and Platt and Dud-
ley by similar unlawful metnods; that
Benjamin Harrison, since he became
president, has violated every pledge
made by the republican party to the peo-
ple of the United States; that he has
prostituted the civil service to private
ends, bestowing publie offices upon bood-
lers likeWanamaker who paid for his elec-
tion, or upon members of his own family;
that through the appointment of Tan-
ner, the silly tool of the pension sharks,
he has wronged the veterans of the war
for the union; that he has appointad
and retains in oflice, a8 commissivner of
Indian affairs, & man tried and conviet-
ed by & court martial of a grave offense

in a word that he has utterly failed to
make good s single promise made by or
for him when he was a candidate for
election.

All these and many other dis-
ereditable things have happened since
the Mills bills was presented to the
country, and they have not been dis-
cussed at all by the republican press of
Montana. If the Inter Mountain fears it
would be too contemporaneous it might
begin with the Duadley letter, which is
eight mouths old, and gradually work on
down through the long list of apologies
that must be made for the sorriest ad-
ministration the conntry has seen since
Hayes retired to obseurity. By pursuing
this course it will not get around to some
of the ugliest scandals before the elee-
tion, which will be a fortunate eircum-
stance.

But, if the Iuter Mountain must dis-
euss the tariff in order to be happy, it
can fiod much newer material at hand
than the Mills bill. There is the s:nate
bill which was passed six months after
the Miils bill. The Inter Mountain
might make life a burden to the repub-
liean seuators for their failure properly
to protect copper; or, if it wants some-
thing very fresh, it might jump with
both of its large hob-nailed boots upon
the editor of the Helena Journal, who
demonstrated in a letter in the New
York Tribune the other day that copper
needed no protection.

If motives of delicacy forbid, the Inter
Mountain can fall back on the lead
question, and proceed to mop the earth
with John Sherman, the author of that
disastrous ruling, until it is tired.

By following the course we have out-
lined, the Inter Mountain may find itself
able to divert its melancholy, back-sction
mind from the far distant past, for the
next few months, and, if it is succcsstul
in breaking off its bad habit, we promise
to supply it with interssting topics for
discussion from now until election day.
And they will be mighty live ones, too.
