W e I ave 
no right to go outside and u s ; i ss 
extraneous subjects, the apple of dis ord 
having t « e n th rown into our midst 
causing such d i s c i s s ion . W e have no 
right to change this convent ion into a h gis-
laiure tor johhers. T h e people ot tbe ter r i ­
tory are the only onee w h o have a r ight to 
say w hat shal l o- done w i t h the cap. taL 
Is it r ight to make this convent ion a p tck-
horse to ca r ry everybody ' s schemes 
through'. ' T h e proper and convenient 
center for the people h a v i n g been dis -ov-
ered, it w i l l be settled at the pol ls . W h e n 
that t ime comes H e l e n a w i l l present her 
c la ims as a centra l point. It is a. p ivota l 
point. Twen ty - f i ve passenger t ra ins now 
run out of l i e l e n a , and nt ly w i l l r u n out 
before the year ends, l i e l e n a is accvaed 
of being hoggish. One hundred and f rty 
thousand donars a y ear are now spent f o r 
the insane i n one c o u n l y , and i t is propt se-d 
to move the capi ta l to that county and 
a l low it to have every th ing . A l l ought to 
be proud of every g rowing t own i n M o n ­
t a n a s i m p l e ci t izens of l i e l e n a have 
had their share i n advanc ing the it thr­
eats ot ihe terr i tory. T h e gentleman t o r n 
Custer bad a l luded to l i e »na

T h e M o n t a n a t entra i , as a l l 
k n o w , was bui l t to But te by a H e l e n a n an. 
H e hoped that the members wou lc be 
moved by a h igher sense of du ty than 1 ca l 
pride, and vote upon the question int Hi 
gent ly .

Bozeman has fine sehc 
pretty women and some sensible n 
those sent to tbe convent ion not inc lu i 
T h e seat ot government of the termor* 
at H e l e n a but the seat of government 
the state has not been f ixed . T h e 1- -a 
aeems that before we can take act ion r e 
must submit the question of cap i t a l re­
m o v a l to the people, but such Is not i e 
case, as there must be a pla--e named !or 
the capi ta l and tbe const i tut ion must o-
cate a temporary seat of government. a 
leas this was done the legislature wo Id 
l ave no place to meet.

t > G lend ive , Anaconda H.-lena, Butte.t c , 
but most be temporar i ly located. I s-
agreeable as it may seem a temporary c >-

was to a n d a p lace fo r tbi 

and w h e n the people come to consider the 
matter c a r e f u l l y the c a p i t a l w i l l be located 
at Bozeman where It ought to be. H e was 
not opposed to H e l e n a ; it was a great c i t y ; 
it used Bozeman ' s potatoes and hay and he 
wanted to see It g r o w to 100,000 popula t ion , 
but i f be got a chance to vote f o r l i t t l e 
Bozeman he w o n l d do so. 

A n a c o n d a ' . C l a i m s . 
J . K . T o o l e sa id there were a ha l f dozen 

cit ies In the te r r i to ry able to t ake the seat 
of government and help share the expenses 
H e l e n a had borne so l o n g . W h a t e v e r 
m i g h t be the final outcome of the matter 
he w o u l d accept the consequences. F o r 
those that d i d not k n o w there was such a 
t own as A n a c o n d a and fo r the i r benefit he 
wished to make a statement. H e want , d 
A n conda counted In. It was easy of ac 
cess, and waa c e n t r a l l y located accord ing 
to the present popu la t ion . It had ample 
accommodat ions . I t had the best r a i l road 
fac i l i t i es i n tbe te r r i tory , and tbe ra i l roads 
there d i d a business of $2,700,000 last year. 
It had an abundance of pure water , the 
best electr ic l i g h t sys tem In tbe te r r i tory . 
If the locat ion was to be permanent they 
wou ld not ask it , f o r they- bel ieved that the 
proposi t ion o f a permanent c ap i t a l shou ld 
be submi t ted to tbe p. ople . T h e ins t i tu­
t ions n o w i n Deer L o d g e coun ty his con­
stituents were w i l l i n g to get r i d of. A s f a r 
as expense is concerned the c i t y of A n a ­
conda w i l l f u r n i s h ample accommodat ions 
for a l l state off ic ia ls , so instead of being a 
cost i t w o u l d be a s av ing . H e presented 
the c l a ims of A n a c o n d a f o r a temporary-
capi ta l in a modest manner , character is t ic 
of her ci t izens. 

B u r l e i g h thought tbe people shou ld not 
be i n haste i n loca t ing a c ap i t a l . It w o u l d 
be a great m i s fo r tune to provide that the 
hrst, second or th i rd legis la ture shou ld sub­
mit to the people tbe proposi t ion of loca­
t ing a permanent cap i t a l . W h i l e the gen 
t leman i M a g i n n i s | speaks of what the peo­
ple of L e w i s and C l a r k e had done fo r 
smal le r counties be was l o o k i n g th rough 
his o w n eyes, but the speaker ce r ta in ly 
cou ld not see it that way . B u r l e i g h related 
the o l d story of M i c k e y F ree at the battle 
ot W a t e r l o, s o g r a c e l u l l y to ld by Char les 
L e v e r , c red i t ing it to P a t r i c k F l a h e r t y , a 
body servant of G e n . K i l p a t r i c k . Con­
t i n u i n g the speaker said he l i ved several 
years ID Y a n k t o n and as long as i t was the 
capi ta l an incubus seemed to rest upon it , 
and now the ci t izens w o u l d not take i t 
back f o r a ha l f a m i l l i o n do l la r s . H e d i d 
not t h i n k tbe remova l of the cap i t a l would 
hur t H e l e n a at a i l . H e wanted It removed 
to some quiet place where there was plenty 
of water , where the dust is not as th i ck , 
and where the houses are not so densely 
popula ted . H e w o u l d not v ote f o r the per­
manent loca t ion of the cap i t a l at an early-
day. 

H i c k a r d s b lowed But te ' s ho rn i n re­
sonant, resounding strains. H e was not 
w i l l i n g to admi t that H e l e n a was M o n t a n a ; 
that it was the o n l y place f o r th- cap i t a l . 
T b e conven t ion had been ha rmon iou - , but 
it must name a place lor a t emporary cap 
i t a l whether that ha rmony is destroyed or 
not. Bu t t e is a c i t y on a h i l l . Its l igh t 
can not be h i d . It is the center of the 
present popu la t ion . It has the best railway-
accommodat ions and the beat street r a i lway 
sys tem, a n d w h e n the road is completed 
t h rough the Homes t ake pass But te w i l l be 
nearer to the eastern po r t ion of the terri­
tory t han any c i t y i n the te r r i to ry . Bu t t e 
has never had a n y t h i n g , ana n o w it asks 
f o r the temporary locat ion of the cap i t a l , 
and shou ld have it. Bu t te ' s prosperi ty has 
made the ra i l roads r u n n i n g i n there pros 
perous. B u t Bu t t e is l o y a l and w i l l sup­
port tbe cons t i tu t ion . A l l she asks Is the 
temporary cap i t a l u n t i l it is t ime to vote 
upon tbe subject , and i n the f i na l settl 
ment he thought the state w o u l d g ive her 
what she wants . 

M i d d l e t o n moved tbe commit tee rise, 
report progress and ask leave to si t aga in . 
C a r r i e d . T h e conven t ion resumed, H e r s h -
field repx r ted and the conven t ion took 
recess u n t i l 2 o ' c lock .

T h e conven t ion resumed at 2 o ' c lock and 
the president announced that w h e n tbe 
convent ion ad journed i t had under cons id­
erat ion propos i t ion N o . 18, a r t i c le on state 
ins t i tu t ions and pub l i c bu i ld ings . 

B i c k f o r d sent the f o l l o w i n g resolut ion 
and a c l i p p i n g f r o m the H e l e n a J o u r n a l 
w h i c h be sa id reflected upon the m e m b e r , 
f r o m M i s s o u l a coun ty : 

" W h e r e a s , T h e privileges of the floor of 
th is conven t ion have been accorded the 
l i e l e n a J o u r n a l w i t h other papers of tbe 
terr i tory f o r the purpose of r epor t ing the 
proceedings of tbe conven t ion , and 

Whereas , T b e sa id p r iv i l ege has been 
abused by tbe sa id H e l e n a J o u r n a l i n that 
certain art icles bave been pub l i shed i n said 
paper ref lect ing o n the in t eg r i ty ot cer ta in 
members of this conven t ion and i m p u g n i n g 
the motives of cer ta in members i n cas t ing 
their votes. 

Resolved, T h a t the sa id H e l e n a J o u r n a l 
be excluded f r o m this h a l l and its repre­
sentatives excluded f r o m the floor of tbe 
convention d u r i n g the remainder of its 
session and that tbe sergeant-at-arms be 
directed to see that th is resolut ion is en 
forced.

M a g i n n i s moved that it be re fe r red to 
special commit tee of three. 

B i c k f o r d sa id the matter was a serious 
one and the members of M i s s o u l a had 
serious charge to meet. T h e y had not 

n bought by the expectat ion of tavor or 
cowed by the threats of any one. T h e del­
egat ion had not a l w a y s voted as a unit , 
but that i f any th ing was a proof of their 
hoDesty. T h e members of M i s s o u i a were 
not there to be buldozed by any newspaper 
or browbeaten by any of the members. H i -
cou ld say that none of the members had 
been approached by anyone to trade votes 
on the capi ta l question or any other ques­
t ion . 

Cooper moved to refer to a commit tee of 
three, w i t h tbe proviso that the commit tee 
report this morn ing . Car r ied , and K u o w l e s , 
Gibson and B u r l e i g h were appointed the 
committee. 

T h e convent ion resolved itself in to com­
mittee of the whole on proposi t ion N o . Ms 
l i e r s h f i e l d in the chair . 

C O U D W U H a r m o n y . 
Toole regretted that a n y t h i n g had been 

said to lead some of tbe members to believe 
that their actions had been impugned . H e 
indu lged the hope that w h e n the t ime fo r 
ad journment had come a l l migh t say w i t h 
the d i s t inguished gent leman f r o m K e n ­
t u c k y . "1 can appea l , " said he, " w i t h un­
shaken confidence to the d iv ine arbi ter fo r 
tbe t ru th of the declara t ion w h i c h 1 here 
make , that 1 bave been contro l led by no 
Impure motives, bave sought uo personal 
aggrandizement , but i n a l l m y publ ic acts 
1 bave bad an eye s ingle and a w a r m , de­
voted heart to wha t i n my best judgment 1 
conce ived to be the true interests of m y 
c o u n t r y . " 

It was perhaps proper to say i n the outset 
wha t are the proper duties of this conven­
t i o n . I t has has been sa id that this is a 
sovere ign body and it Is, but it has never 
attempted to act as a po l i t i ca l sovereignty. 
F o r years i n congress he had c lamored for 
cons t i tu t ional government fo r M o n t a n a 
H e never dreamed that tbe object of the 
convent ion was to move the capi ta l to an­
other place f r o m where It now is A r e 
y o u not t y i n g tbe hands of the people if 
you say where the cap i t a l must be? .Ju.lge 
L>uce and M r . R i c k a r d s said that it was 
absolutely necessary to designate a place 
for a permanent cap i t a l . T h e seat of gov­
ernment is now i n He lena , declared so by 
the people at an elect ion. In the enab l ing 
act as f a r as the territory- of N o r t h D a k o t a 
is concerned it is provided that the e l tc-
t ion of a temporary capi ta l sha l l 
be submit ted i n a d i f ferent 
proposit ion to the people, and this was 
done to avoid these local squabbles. H e l ­
ena c la imed no superior i ty . H e had l is tened 
to bis f r i e n d W h i t e h l l l declare, t ime and 
t ime again, that y o u cou ld not mandamus 
the legislature and compel It to enact l aws . 
It was useleas to interfere w i t h the propo­
si t ion, w h i c h says that the locat ion of the 
capi ta l sha l l not yet be designated. T h i s 
is no place fo r this sort of quest ion. W e r e 
i l i n the legislature, he w o u l d consider it 
proper and r ight fo r every local i ty to urge 
its c la ims fo r the cap i t a l ; but the conven­
t ion was there to enact the fundamen ta l 
l a w . I t can not enact an a rb i t ra ry l aw . 
T h e enab l ing act provides what s n a i l go 
Into the const i tu t ion and when we sha l l 
meet I t demands a const i tu t ion w h i c h 
sha l l embrabe no th ing but fundamen ta l 
l a w . 

B e a u t i f u l Bu t t e . 
Judge D i x o n d i d not propose to say any­

th ing , bat when i t was c la imed that con­
s t i tu t ional l aw was outraged he concluded 
to make some remarks upon the sub jec t 
H e c l a imed that the convent ion had f u l l 
power i f i t choae to place the seat of gov­
ernment at any place it chose. T h e con­
vent ion If i t t h inks it fit and expedieut to 
do so has tbe r ight to designate any place 
as tbe temporary capi ta l , but the members 
f r o m H e l e n a c l a i m that a great . o n s t l t u 
t lona l question is Involved. Y o u must not 
say any th ing against He lena . " T a k e the 
ah- es f r o m off thy feet f o r the ground on 
w h i c h thou standeat la ho ly g r o u n d . " 
Represent ing Butte as be d i d he cou ld say 
that it had no l ien against the terr i tory , 
but it had the r ight fo r a f a i r considerat ion. 
A n y argument that has been advanced f o r 
H e l e n a w i l l app ly to Butte. A l l they wan t 
is a f a i r considerat ion. H e had seen ne 
evidence of the apple of d iscord being cast 
into the r i n g except that d isp layed by some 
of the members f r o m L e w i s and C l a r k e . 
H e had no th ing to say against He l ena . It 
had a l l tbe virtues i n vogue except that 
old and almost forgot ten vir tue—mod 
eaty. But te w o u l d make tbe 
best fight it could and If beaten wou ld sub­
mit g r ace fu l l y . T h e members of S i l v e r 
Bow had a perfect r ight to take the cap i t a l 
away f r o m l i e l e n a It they cou ld do so. 
T h e y w o n l d advance their proposit ions i n 
as m i l d mannered a way as possible, and if 
they ta i led submit . 

Whttetaill sa id sometimes when the peo­
ple were aroused they wou ld do things not 
prescribed by statute. Threats had been 
c a d e i f the capi ta l was removed it would 

be dBlast of the nnswwltiilluav. f t 

made no di f ference wha t was done the good 
people of A n a c o n d a w o u l d come up s m i l i n g 
and vote f o r tbe cons t i tu t ion . 

J u d g e K n n w . e s had no desire to speak 
upon the quest ion, but proposi t ions had 
been made. T h e quest ion of sovereign 
r igh t had been touched upon . T h e people 
of the U n i t e d States had no r igh t to f o r m a 
state. T h a t was le f t w i t h the people. T h e 
quest ion of the temporary capi ta l was one 
that was proper before them. T h e y bad a 
r igh t to say where i t should be and where 
the legis la ture should meet. T h e enabl ing 
act provides that a l l l a w s n o w i n force 
s h a l l r ema in i n force unless modif ied or 
changed by the cons t i tu t ion . Consequent­
l y the conven t ion had the perfect r ight to 
change any l aws i t saw fit to wa> If you 

fdace the cap i t a l of the state i n H e l e n a 
t w i l l be no temporary cap i t a l , out 

tbe cap i t a l . I f the matter Is . e f t with­
out n a m i n g a temporary cap i ta l • 
leave It at H e l e n a f o r a l l t ime T h e r e has 
been a good deal said about the enterprise 
of H e l e n a . H e hoped that i f H e l e n a was 
designated as the cap i t a l it w o u l d be only 
temporary . T b e people of H e l e n a baa 
bui l t up a pleasant and a great place, but 
it had not been done i n a generous spir i t . 
T h e r e had been ta lk abou; Deer Lodge 
hav ing an insane a s y l u m , but it had uoth 
ing of the k i n d . A coupie of med ica l gen­
t lemen bad a pr ivate asy lum l o r the insane 
and had a contract * i th the te r r i tory fo r 
care of the insane. It had tbe peni tent iary, 
and he had been i n fo rmed that the reason 
it bad not been en la rged was because ot 
jea lousy of H e l e n a people. 

Maginnis—"Did you ever believe that, 
J udge ?'' 

Judge K n o w l e s said he d i d not k n o w 
why be should not believe it . H e l e n a had 
tbe assay office, and he k n e w that tbe 
reason some mines 'had stopped sh ipp ing 
bu i l .on to this office was because H e l e n a 
c l a imed eve ry th ing and w o u l d not g ive 
cr dit where credit was due. T h e people 
of Bu t t e wanted the cap i ta l and 
he w o u l d vote to place it 
there. H o w o u l d say fo r M a j o r 
M a g i n n i s that a l though be was a 
local patriot he had a l w a y s been a true 
friend of M o n t a n a . R e f e r r i n g to the visit 
of Congressman Dorsey and par ty , tbe 
speaker said he not iced they vis i ted Marys -
ville but did not v i s i t But te , where they 
could see more of mining and mines than 
any place in M o n ana. M a g i n n i s inter­
rupted by s ay ing that the congressmen 
were i nv i t ed to visit Butte, but could not 
do so. K n o w l e s said H e l e n a bad no more 
right to the cap i t a l than any other place. 
H e was for But te first, but if it cou ld not 
be secured for that place the members from 
S i l v e r B o w would vote as they pleased on 
that quest ion. . , 

M i d d l e t o n had l istened with a great deal 
of interest to the discussii : i . H e came 
from a section of tbe country w hlch had no 
aspirat ions for the capital ju.-- at present. 
H e waa of the opinion that it was a free-
for-all race between A n a c o n d a , Deer 
Lodge , But te , Great F a l l s , and other 
places. H e l e n a had no claim to tbe capi 
t a l . A n a c o n d a bad no c la ims , nor has 
But te . Let the c ap i i a l stay where it is.and 
when the people come to vote upon the 
question they can determine where the 
permanent seat of government should be 
The question of the r emova l of the cap i ta l 
was not made an issue fo r election! 1 . 
He never beard it mentioned. H e 

d i d not anow how his people 
w o u l d vote, but he d i d k n o w 
that they d i d not wan t the capi ta l placed 
on wheels and r u n over the ter r i tory. A n a ­
conda promised to f u r n i s h rooms and 
baths, he supposed, and But te w o u l d m a t e 
offers; but the question really- was whether 
there was a demand that a change of tbe 
cap i t a l was needed. T h e locat ion is good 
enough at present. 

C h a m p i o n s H e l e n a . 
G i b s o n was i n f a v o r of set t l ing tbe 

quest ion now. W h e n it came to a vote he 
w o u l d vote for He lena , because it was the 
best p lace for i t It was cen t r a l ly loca 'ed 
a n d had the best r a i l r o a d fac i l i t i e s . T b e 
time might come when a change of location 
was necessary, and when that t ime come 
he d i d nor t h i n k it w o u l d go west of the 
range, but beyond the B e l t mountains . 

C l a r k said it had been stated that it was 
a free-for-all, and he was glad it was so 
He bel ieved tnat the amendment pending 
was to submi t the question to the people at 
the next genera l e lect ion after the const i 
tution shall have been adopted. 1 here was 
no th ing to anchor the capi ta l down at any 
par t i cu la r point at present. T h e r e was no 
state b u i l d i n g , and It would not be such f. 
grave task to remove the cap i ta l . He w i s 
i n f a v o r of submi t t iug the question 
of p r m a n e n c y of the cap i t a l at an early-
da'e as possible. He admired the loyalty 
and pa t r ia t i sm of the gent lemen who bad 
spoken in f a v o r of their r espec t iv j lo­
cal i t ies . He commended the ent rprise 
and pub l i c spirit of tbe cit/ens of l i e l e n a 
l i e concu t red with the gentleman from 
B ' zeman, where they raised the monstrous 
potatoes. He concurred with tne gentle­
man f r o m A n a c o n d a , and admit ted tuat a l l 
the c l a ims he made f o r his city wtm just, 
but all that may have been s id for othsr 
placi s cou'd be said about Butte and a 
great many other things. The gent leman 
from Custer had fpoken about the « m o k e 
hover ing over the c i ty of Butte. B.it that 
s uoke contained just enough arsenic to 
mike the women ot But e the most beauti 
ful in Montana, and if either places had 
more smoke of the kino which sometime 
hovers over Butte they would hava less 
dip the r i* and other diseases, oaustSd by 
poisouous microbes. Butte was not j Wlous 
of A n a c o n d a . Butte was magnai i inY 'Us, 
snd could not afford to be fealous of .any 
city in Montana. It was double the s i * ot 
any city. It produced the greatest am •.nut 
of va luable metals and possessed every 
q u t l i f i c a t i o n urged for other cities. Bu'te-
had the power to draw ra i l cads to her. 
It would soon be on the gr< at 
h i g h w a v of the N o r t h e r n Pac i f i c and the 
I'uion Pacific w o u l d sewn extend its lines 
to the coast. The Ch icago & Nor thwes te rn 
would soon be in tbe territory and no road 
cou ld afferd to miss But te . Whereve r we 
shall locate the c ap i t a l the c l a ims of But te , 
he thought , were paramount »•> a l l others. 

A n E x p l a n a t i o n . 
B u r l e i g h said that when he was in But te 

and suffered from the ter r ib le effects of the 
gaseous exhalat ions , he was as his f r i e n d 
C l a r k suggested, su f fe r ing from dyspepsia , 
and he was also s u f f e r ing from nervout 
pros t ra t ion which he ( C l a r k ) k n e w some­
t h i n g about and cou ld sympath ize w i t h 
him as it just a f t e r the e lect ion last f a l l . 

Rob inson sa id tbe d iscuss ion w b i c h had 
been go ing on was en t i re ly out of place i n 
the ma in , as the commit tee of the whole 
had a l ready decided that A n a c o n d a should 
be tbe temporary cap i t a l . T b e on lv propo­
s i t ion before the convent ion was whether 
tbe question of r emov ing tbe cap i t a l shou ld 
be submi t t ed a l the next general elt M i o a , 
as contemplated by War ren ' s amendment , 
and tbat w o u l d be i n 1W0 I f that p.opo-
s i t i on was submi t ted at the t h i r d general 
e lect ion f r o m the t ime of tbe adopt ion of 
tbe const i tu t ion it w o u l d be ten years be­
fore a cap i t a l seat can be se lec ted Speak 
i n g of the panegyr ics w h i c h had 
been heaped upon local i t ies by their cham 
pions he h a d no place of his o w n to cham­
p ion , but w o u l d s ing the praises of his 
neighbors. H e l e n a was a great c i t y . It 
had good B o u r b o n . I t had many good 
things . In fac t H e l e n a was Montane . 
There w o u l d bave been no But te , no 
Nor the rn P a c i f i c r a i l road , no th ing at a l l i f 
it bad not been fo r H e l e n a W e owe a l l 
we have to He l ena . W h a t p laudi t s we 
have received we have received f r o m the 
fair and tbe u n f a i r . Bu t though we ad­
mire H e l e n a we wan t H e l e n a to admire us 
on the west side though she bath made us. 
U e had seen pressures brought to bear on 
legis la t ive assemblies i n H e l e n a so great 
that not one assembly w o u l d dare assert 
tbe manhood it possessed. T h a t was one rea­
son tbat the capi ta l should not be located in 
He lena , where so much that was bad cou ld 
be brought to bear to defeat a good mea­
sure or pass a bad one. H e was i n f avo r of 
submi t t ing tbe quest ion to the people at an 
ear ly date. 

Goddard did not intend to speak upon the 
question, but as he had been misrepre­
sented he w o u l d make a f e w remarks . 
H e l e n a had no c l a i m on the cap i ta l , neither 
d i d Butte , nor A n a c o n d a , nor B i l l i n g s , nor 
B«-z man or any other place. T h e perma­
nent cap i ta l should be located at a p o i n ' 
most accessible to the people of the ter r i ­
tory and the question should be submit ted 
as soon as possible. The re should be no 
change In the capi ta l at present, 

C o l l i n s ' amendment , that the legislature 
sha l l p rovide f o r loca t ing the permanent 
seat of government at the second general 
elect ion af ter the adoption of the const i tu­
tion, was put and lost. 

J . R. Toole moved that section 2 be 
adopted.

Mag inn i s moved an amendment to sec 
tion 2. in substance that the legis la ture 
shall nave no power to change tbe seat of 
government, and that the proposi t ion to 
locate a permanent cap i t a l sha l l be submi -
ted at the next general elect ion.

T h e question 
is whether the interests of the people of 
M o n t a n a sha l l be better subserved by plac­
ing the capi tn l i n one place or another. 
T h e convec t ion should not attempt to force 
upon the people a proposi t ion they had 
never expressea a desire tor. T h e interests 
of H e l e n a are d ivers i f ied .

T b e 
proviso should be lef t out u n t i l the people 
had a chance to vote upon the question, 
and i f some other place was chosen, no one 
wou ld j o i n more hear t i ly i n c a r r y i n g out 
the w i l l expressed.

A s he had said 
H e l e n a was a big th ing i n her o w n eyes a 
tremendous t h i n g i f the feet i n the ga l le ry 
can be taken as a s ign . T h e y had t aken 
the capi ta l f r o m the l i t t le j e w e l of Bt-ze 
man. but some place must be chosen. 

M a r s h a l l said the last clause of the en 
ab l i ng act was a n u l l i t y .
