L a m ^deli 's a m - n d m - a t res t r i c t ing pur-
chaaers to 1*1 acres was read .). K . naajja 
said it wou ld be i m p w«:b!e to enforce such 
a l aw. as any man des i r ing land cou d 
purchase a l l he wanted, l i e go' iui i t t . o a 
resolut ion to the effect that ag r i cu l tu r a l 
lands sha l l be sold i n 1*J acre tracts to 
actual residents. K a m m l e l l and K mouse 
wi thdrew their ameiidmeuts. Pa rbe r ry 
was opposed to the ac ' ua i seller, as against 
the school f u n d , w h i c h wou ld sutler f r o m 
the adoption ot any such rule. 

Luce offered a substitute in substance 
that the ag r i cu l tu r a l l a i l s sha l l be sold i n 
tracts not to exceed 1*1 acres. Cnes>uiati 
thought that the convent ion was t y i n g the 
hands of the legislature, and he was op­
posed to it. C o l l i n s moved the matter M 
re fer red to a com in:'.

T o o l e was w i l l i n g to leave the n u t t e r w i t h 
the legislature, but it tne convent ion did 
a n y t h i n g at a l l he thought his ameudmont

L u c e w i t h d r e w bis amendment and of­
fered another, g i v i n g preference to ac tua l 
settlers. Uersh t i -Id read a sect.on cover­
i n g the same point, aud Judge K n o w l e s 
sa id it had reference to settlers no v occu­
p y i n g lands, aud not fu ture residents con­
templated by Korbe . i ' amendment. Wi t t e r 
wanted the matter lef t w i th the legislature, 
as no pre-emption l aw could be effected i n 
the state. 

Carpenter he ld that the number of acres 
of publ ic lands to be sold should be l i m i t e d 
to '•4n acres. The re should be some l i m i t a ­
t ion provided by the legislature, and f u r ­
ther he thought that the pr IVISIOU p rov id ­
i n g t ha i none but actua. settlers sha l l have 
tLe preference was wrong : and to se l l l a n d 
o n credit and have a proviso i n that a de­
fer red payment wou ld work a fo r fe i tu re of 
the l and was wrong. 

L u c e wi thdrew his amendment, r ea l . z ing 
that the whole matter was legis la t ion. 

C a l l a w a y moved that the ar t ic le i n ques­
t ion be so amended as to read: " A l l the 
publ ic lands of tne state are he ld i n trust 
f o r a l l the peopl . and none of such l a n d , 
nor any estate or interest therein, sha l l 
ever be disposed ot except i n pursuance ot 
general l a w s . " 

T o o l e w i thd rew his amendment .and C a l 
l a w a y ' s mot ion to atr ike out was also wi th ­
d r a w n , as it was not in order. 

A c t u a l Settlers* 
M y e r s moved to s t r ike out 1W5 and in ­

sert M i , a section that provides that school 
lands ot the four th class d iv ided into nve-
acre tracts sha l l not be sold except i n a i ter 
nate sections u n t i l the t ime ment ion? t.

Conrad moved to s t r ike out IVlo and i n 
sert 1V10 

B u r l e i g h and M a r s h a l l opposed the mo­
t ion, c l a im ng it w o u l d i n j u r e the school 
f u n d . 

C a l l a w a y was i n favor of r e t a in ing every 
a.ternate section, as school lands w o u l d be 
valuable hereafter . 

(>n mot ion of B u r l e i g h section 1 was 
adopted. 

L u c e moved to amend section 2 by s t r ik 
i n g out the words "no t more than one-half 
of such l ands , " aud insert "al ternate 
lota ," and Kanouse amtnded by a i d i n g , 

unit s-i occupied by actual settler.-." 
M a y g e r moved to rett-r proposit ion N o . 

lia to the commit tee on p r in t ing , w i t h or­
ders to pr int . 

Kanouse moved as a substitute fo r the 
amendment "not more than one halt of the 
odd numbered lots, not to exceed five acre 
t racts ." T h e amendment was lost. L u c e ' s 
amendment a l te r ing the phrase, 1 >gy was 
lost. M a y g e r renewed his motion to refer 
to the p r i n t i ng committee. The mo on 
was w i t h d r a w n , and the proposition placed 
upon its f ina l passage and passed. A y e s 
4 i . ii i • rt, absent 27. 

T ie proposi t ion is as f o l l o w s : 
Sec . ion 1. A l l lands of the state that 

have oeen or that may hereafter be granted 
to the state by congress, and a i l lands ac­
quired by g i f t , or grant or dev.*-, f r o m any 
person or corporat ion sha l l be publ ic lauds 
of the state and sha l l b e h e l d i n t r u s t f o r 
the people to be disposed <>f as herein af ter 
provided fo r the respective purposes fo r 
w h i c h they have been or may be granted, 
donated or devised: and none of such l and 
nor teal estate or interest therein, sha l l 
ever be disposed of. except in pnrsuance of 
general l aws p r o v i d i n g fo r such disposi­
t ion , nor unless the f u l l market value of 
the estate or interest disposed of. to be as­
certained i n sucu manner as may be pro­
vided by law. be paid or safe ly secured 
to the st»te. nor shal l any land* w h i c h the 
•tate h o d s by grant f r o m the L n i t e d States 
! in aay case in which the manner ot dis­
posal and m i n i m u m price are so pre­
scr ibed i he disposed of. except in the man­
ner and fo r at least the price prescribed in 
the grant thereof, wi thout the consent ot 
the U n i t e d Mates , s a i d land sha l l be 
class i f ied by the board of land commission­
ers as f o l l o w s : 1st, lands w h i c h are va lu ­
able o n l y fo r g raz ing purposes: 2nd, those 
w h i c h are valuable p r i n c i p a l l y fo r the t im­
ber that is on them: 3rd, ag r i cu l tu ra l 
land*. 4 : \ lands w i t h i n tne l im i t s o f a c y 
t o w n or c i ty or w i t h i n thre • mi le* of such 
l imi t s , provided that any of sa id lands may­
be reclassif ied whenever by reason of i n ­
creased fac i l i t i es f o r i r r iga t ion , or other­
wise they sha l l be e l l ig ib le to d i f fe ren t 
c i a s s i f L s u o n . 

Sectiou 2. T h e lands of the first of sa id 

classes m i y be sold or leased under such 
rules and regulat ions as may be p r e s ' n h e d 
by ' a w . T h e agr i cu l tu ra l land may he either 
sold or leased under such rules and f ^ " ' 1 -
tions as may be prescribed by law. T h e 
land* of the f o u r t h c aas sha l l a j sold i n 
al ternate lota of not more than five acre* 
each, and not more than one hal f of any 
one tract of «nch l and* sha. l be sold p r i o r 
to the year 1*10

disposed of in »uch manner a* may be pro­
vided b> l a w .
