HE WANTED THE BABY,.

AW Assaulted on the Street While

The Head of the Montana Militia L.
at Seattle —Military A fMalrw.

Gen. C. W. Turner, adjutant-general of
the Montana militis, returned from Seattle
yesterday to settle up military affairs. It
is = matter of regretto the general publie
and particularly to the Montana militia
that Gen. Turner has decided to reside per-
manently in the new state of Washington;
but what is Montana's loss 15 W ashiogton's
gain and he will make a worthy citizen of
the new state. Mr. Turner was obliged to
change his residence owing to his wife's
failing health, the Montana climate seri-
ously affecting her nervous system, but
under the influence of the bracing breezes
of Puget Sound she has fully recovered and
s fojoying good heaith. The change was
iwade just atl e time when the people
were about to prefer poiitical honors on
Gen. Tarner, who was prominently men-
tivped as Lhe democrsatic candidate for ut-
wrney -geueral of Montana.

Geperal Turner has now associated bun
self in the practice of his profession wilh
4. B. Mewslle, attorney-general of Wasi-
ngion territory, and while he regrets leav-
g Montana, e says the chlnre Is omnly
wads fur his wife's welfare. He is well
known in Seattle and his brother-in-iaw,
CLas. Armstrong, brother of Noah Arm
strong, has one of the largest business
there, which pays monthly o the Northern
Pacific ralirosd $120,000 for treight.
Heiative o the military affairs which
General Turner is here to settle up he says
will all be arrsoged in about ten days. In
regard o the Batiery “A" affair he stated
that the company wanled an equipment
which would cost about S$12000. The ap-
propriation was only $33 3500 aud this hed 1o
be dividéed among e'even culmpinies of in-
fantry throughout the territury, and conse-
quently if he had heeded the requests of
Dattery “A" there would be but very little
i«ft for the others. He said it was

solely through hws efforts that the
special aAppropriation was received
He made out his first eslimats,

including equipment for the battery,which
footed up $46,000. The special bill which
Mr. Turner drew up he gave to the Hon.

Juseph K. Toole to present to congress. [t
pass«i Lthe house all nght, but met its fale
in the senale. Senator Stewarl, chairman
of the senate commitlee oo military afairs,
was favorable towards the bill, but Seaator
Cockrell, of Missouri, objected. Gen. Tur-
per then investigated the history of mili-
tary affairs in Montans and discovered
that in the days of Acting Governor
Ihomas Francis Meagher, in 15866, a eall
was made for stores and arms for Lhe
settiers to defend themselves against the
Indians who were threaiening war. It be

ing aboult the time of the close of the eivil
war a gr- at deal of arms ard ammunition
whicn had been left over were sent out, the
value of which the government plac:d at
£70,000. The guns sent out have long since
become obselete., The annual appropria-
tion for the United States militia was
placed at $200,000, Montana’s portion of
this being from $1.300 to $1 500. Instead
of sending this out to Montana
it was credited to the appropriation of §70,-
000 and this was continued for 21 years, or
until 1857, when the general appropriation
was increased to §400,000. Mr. Turner fig-
ared the matter up and found out that
233,000 still remained that was not credited
to the bill for the worn out and obselete
guns semt oul years ago. He then wrote a
letter concerning this point and by the aid
of Mr. Turner’'s Washington friends and
Senator Stewart, Senator Cockrell eondes-
rended to allow Lthe amount to the territory.
Mr. Turner was glad to get thus which h-
cuoasidered better than nothing and it was
solely through his effurts that the appro-
priation was made. He then went about
and distriouted e money as equaitable as
h# knew how and he thought it gave gen-
¢ral satisfaction.

When Gen. Turner took hold of the
militia four years ago there were but two
companies, the Union and Emmet guard of
Butte; now there are eleven, and Battery
“A"™ was one of the last to organize. In
view of thus he thought they should not
expect more favors than the older eom-
panies. The two mouatain howilzers now
in possession of the cumpany, be thinks,
could be remounted and s&t on new Ccar-
riages at a nominal cost, which they might
prevail upon the legislature to appropriate,
though he knows they are anxious to g=t
tue latest improved modern breech-loading
guns and & Gatling gun.

REGULAR ARMY ENCAMPMENTS

Instructions From Gen. Ruger as lo How
and When They shall Be Held.

Gen. Ruger has issued the following in-
structions relsting to the sumwer encamp
wenuts of the several commands in the de-
partment:From Fort Missoula, Mont., three
companies of the Twenty-fifth infantry.
'he camp will be located not more than
two days’ march from the post. From
Fort Snelling, Minn., and Forts Pembina
and Totten, Dak., all” the available troops
of the garrison. The command from Fort
Snelling will start Sept. 4, and those from
Lort Pembina and Totten Sept. 2 proximo.
From Forts Randall and Sally, Dak., three
companies of infantries ench. °I hese com
mands from these posts will march not
later than the $th proximo, and be absent
not less than fifteen nor more than twenty
days. From Fort Shaw, Mont, three com
panies of the twenty-fifth infantry. The
command will mareh not later than the
27th inst., and be absent about thirty days.
I'he camp will be established on or near
the Marais river, at & point to be select-d
by the commanding officer, and a march
sometime during the encampment will be
made to the eastern entrance of the
Marias pass of the Hocky mountains.
From orts Abrabham Lincola and
Yates, Dakota, the available troops of
the garrison at the former place and three
companies of the Twelith iufantry and one
troop of the Eighth cavalry from Fort
Yates. The camp will be midway between
the two posts. or Fort Bennett, Dakota,
Fort Maginnis and Camp Poplar River,
Montana, the instructions will be given in
the immediate vicinity of the posts for fif-
teen days. Except as specially provided
for above, commanding officers wiil select
the location of the camps at points not
eXceed three days’ march from the posts,
and the time of absence will be limited to
twenly days.

CONGRESS WAS STINGY.

Bids forgBullding the Cruisers im Excess
of the Appropriations.
WasHINGTON, Aug. 22— The acting sec-
retary of the navy to-day opened proposals
for the construction of five steal eruisers.
three to be of about 2000 tons and two to

be of 3.000 tons displacement. Each of the
classes of vessels are to cost 700,000 and
§1,000,000 respectively, and be completed
within two years.

None of the bids for the new cruisers can
be accepted and & readvertisement will be
made. The bids all exceeded the amount

of the navy returns to Washington.
Every provision s made in the blank
cuoutracts to guard the guvernment against
loss, and profiting by past experience the
conwractor is mage responsible for the suc-
cess of the vessels, regardless of the minor
faults of omission in the desigus f I
by the department. The bids were opened
in the presence of Acting Secretary
Walker, Judge Advocate General Hewns,
Chief Engineer Meiville and Naval Con-
structor Hichburn, the last named officers
baving been largely instrumental in de-
signing the new vessels and their machin-
ery. Among the ship building firms rep-
resented by the officers or their agents at
the opening were the following;
Harlan & Hoiiengsworth Cu., Wilmineton:
Quintard Irom Works, New York:
Union Ilron works, San Francico, Atlantic
works, of South Boston. The bids were as
follows: The Bath Iron works, of Maine,
propose to build three 2 000-ton vessels for
$759.000 each, but with an addition of six
oLiLs to the advertised time ‘two years)
Crump & Son, of Philadelphia, propose to
build the same wveassels for S$8575,000 each.
The same firm offered to build two 2,000 ton
vessels at $1.225,000 each. The resuit of the
bidding was a disappointment to the naval
officers. as the appropriation s limited
by the =sct of congress to $700,000
each in the case of the 2 000 ton vesseis and
§$1,100.000 for each of tue 3,000 ton vessels.
U1 course none of the bids can be acceptad.
The next move will b to readvertise, but
not much confidence is felt in the result,
and it is probable that as in the case of the
cruiser Newark congress will be asked to
increase the limit of cost of the vess«ls
Still apother course open to the secretary
is to buiid the vessels at the navy yards.
Naval Coustructor Hichbarn, who is sctuing
as chief of the construction corps, re-
Qards toe fallure to secure suita-
bie bids as an indicatiom  that
copstructors are profiting by their exper
ience, and calis attention to the fact that
nearly all the vessels now buiiding are un-
der heavy penaliles for delaying construe-
tion. He says the navy depariment was
not consulted by congress when the appro-
priations were made for the vessela, he
committees prescribed not only the cost,
but the speed or horse power and tonnsge
of ail the ships. To realize the conditions
the officers of the department who
designed the vessels have been com-
pelied to draw u plans for
vessels which could not be built for the
money appropriated, as work of a high
grade was required, and it was expected
that our naval vessels would be the best of
thelr type in the worid. He did not think
the ships could be constructed at the navy
yards, “which are already crowded widh
work,"” atthe prices fixed by congress.
Engineering experts believe the reason
for the advance in the figures of the bids is
to be found in the severe requirements in
the matter of speed and horse power. The
Yorktown approximates in some character-
istics the 2, ton eruisers bid upon to-day.
She 15 1,700 tons displacement, and the con-
tractor agreed to give her 3,000 hiorse power,
the vessel to be furnished at & cost ot $435,-
000. This is a little more than one-haifr of
the average bid received to-day, but the
new vessels are requited to have 5,400
horse power, with eighteen knots speed,
and so in point of size the Atianta
and Boston are of about the same tonnage
as the 3 000 ton vessels, but while they cost
only $617,000 and $619,000 they had but
8,780 horse power, and were designed for
“ighteen knots speed while these new vess-
»ls must have 10,000 horse power and nine-
teen knots speed. This means a more com-
rlr',, improved and costly and heavier
wull, the construction of which, taken in
connection with the severs restrictiors
upon the use of steel and other material,
Justitying the ship builders in increasing
their prices.
