Latest News of Interest of Montana’'s
Chief Industry--0. R. & N.
Officers Elected.

Reported Valuable Discovery Near Hel-_
ena—About the Alice Min-
ing Company.

Important Ruling in a Montana Mining
Case Developments In Meagher
and Misscula Counties.

There is a general sctivity in mining
cireles once more, the principal business
being the formation of Dew companies
Mention was recently made of the forma-
tion of the Vanderbilt Consolidated Mining
company, with Col. K. A. Hawkins, a
tem perance lecturer, as principal incorpor-
ator. The mines are located at Philips-
burg, and now comes W. H. Allen, presi-
dent of the Philipsburg Mining and Milling
company, who warns all persons not to be
deluded into buying any of the “colonel's™

mining stock, claiming that he does not
own snything.

A meeting of the O. K. & N. mining
company was held at the office of A. K.
Barbour in this city yesterday. when the
following officers were elected for the en-
suing year and will also constitute a board
of trustees: President, Samuel Word;
vice-president, E. W. Beattie; treasurer, T.
H. Kleinschmiat; secretary, J. H. Hib-
bard. The company’s property Is idle at
present
John Philips, of this ecity, says he has
found a bonanza in the M. A. Philips mine,
situated on Seven Mile creek, about the
same distapce from Helena. He said the
mine was located last May, and since that
time work has been prosecuted on a small
scale. The shaft is only twelve feet deep,
but Mr. Philips ciaims that at this dis-
tance he has taken out two tons of ore
which were treated at the Helena smelter
and netted $44 per ton. The ore, he pays,
is a chloride aud carries lead and copper
stains and recent assays made go as I?h
as $500. He is highly elated over his dis-
covery and has made preparations for
more extensive development and hopes to
voearth a silver bonanza if the prospect
continues to make such a fattering stow-
ing.

Secretary Piatt of the Southern Cross
mine is in town. He bas temporarily re-
turned to the journalistic field and is now
associate editor of the Butte Inter-Moun-
tain. He received s report from
salton Camercon who is at the mine
a few days ago in which wWas
stated the property never looked
better and development is being vigorously
prosecuted, every blast exposing Increased
ore reserves. The Southern Cross is
opened up sufficlently now, Mr. Piatt says,
to keep & 20 stamp mill busily pounding
n good fifteen dollar gold ore for the next
LWO years.

Wm. E Hall, superintendent of the
Alice Mining company, of Butte, is in the
city. He says that sixty stamps of the two
mil's are steadily drorping on ore and
sinking in the Alice will soon begin. The
Magna Charta is supplying most of the
ore that ts being crushed and the grade of
the product is equally as good if not better
than it has been for several years
Up to date the Alice has
paid $775,000 in dividends, the last
dividend having been paid in December,
1588  When ecked the date that the next
dividend would be deeclarsd, Supt. Hall
said he did not know when it would be,
but thougnht it was not far off. It is stated
as & reason for the postponement of divi-
dends, that President Joseph Walker has
determined not to pay a dividend until the
company has on hand a surplus sufficient
to ensure dividends continuously fur some
time to come. In New York the stock is
very quiet at 90¢ per share, with no sales
recorded for some time.

IMPORTANT MINING DECISION.

The secretary of the interior has made
an im t decision iu & Montansa min-
ing case, which will be found of general
interest to persons who take up land, os-
tensibly for placer mining purposes, but
actually for agricuitural

Frederick Botcher filed for patent, min-
eral entry No 918, for the Gertrude piacer
claim, with the Helena land office Dec. 12,
1882. It was held for canceliation by the
commissioner ¢f the general iand office
Arg. 29, 1888 1. entry embraces four lo-
cations, comprising = x cores. There Is
no conflicting clalii wud (he good faith
of the entryman I8 not questioned. The
following points of the case and the ruling
is from the report of Prof. Jas. H. Mande-
ville to the Financial and Mining Record:
““The trouble is that the proof is bhardly up
to official requirementa, where the char-
acter of the land is involved, that is, where
it may be more valuable tor mining than
for agriculture, or the othér way. The
land s destitute of timber, and except
eighteen acres. is worthless for agricultural
purposes. Nearest townsite, or place of
trade, is three miles distant, No mill sites
on the claim, nor lodes. It must be sold
at £2 50 for mining, or $1 25 for desert lacd
The entryman has lived on the land with
his family since 1851, and wants to be per-
mitted to take the [and under the pre-
emption or homestead laws, if his mineral
entry is not sustained.

“It appears that he was advised by s
counselior in land cases to apply for this
tract unde; the mireral laws, VYalue of
improvements $1.300. -

“The United States deputy mineral sur-
veyor reported: *The soil is a sandy loam
averaging about one and one half feet in
depth to gravel. The gravel where pros-
pected is about fourteen feet to bedrock. It
is not at present very valuable as minin
ground, for the reason that goid, althoug
there, is not found in quantities sufficient
to pay for working at present high rate of
wages. Fifteen to twenty acres of the
clsim are valuable for agricultural pur-
poses, . . . balance . valuless
for all agricaltural purposes. It is of no
present or prospective monetary value as a
townsite or for municipal purposes. The
claim will undoubtedly become valuable
for piacer mining gurpooes‘ but at present
wages are tno high to allow its successful
working.’

“The land is fenced, claimant has re-
claimed thirteen acres, thus giving him
eighteen acres for farming. He swears it
his intention to put in a bedrock iume, and
to mine gold as seon as he can buy dump-
ing ground, and pay wages more reason-
able than £3 50 per day.
