BURROWS" WORK.

The Southern Desperado Success-
fully Holds up a Railroad Train
in Alabama.

A Fair Haul Made, but Beventy
Thousand Dollars of Uncle
Sam's Money is Saved.

The Texas Branch of the Gang Stops
Avother Traln and Fares Very
Well.

MoBILE, Ala., Sept. 25.—The Mobile &
Ohlo southbosndjmail and passenger train
was held up at 3:10 this morning by train
robbers st Buckatunns, Miss.,, seventy
miles north of Mobile. Just before the
train left Buckatunns two men mounted
behind the tender and elimbed over, cover-
ing Engineer Therral and Fireman Hust
with revolvers. The robbers were dis-
guised. The leader ordered the engineer,
under pain of death, to pull out and stop
at bridge two miles below Buckstuncs and
piace the train so the mail and express
ears should be on the farther side of the
bridge from the rest of the train. The
bridge is & trestle over a deep creek. This
was done. Then athird robber appeared.
They covered the express messenger and
compelled him to dump the contents of the
safe into & sack. He managed in doing so
tosecret athousand dollars. They go: 83 000
Alongside the express door was plied $470,-
000 of Rovernment money, €n route o
Fiorida. which the robbers falled to notice.
Iben the robbers made the expressman
get out ot the car and go with them to the
mail ear. W. C. Bell, mail agent, sas

pected & robbery was going on, and tried
to get into the baggege car with a number
of registered packages of mail. Just &s he
stepped to the end of the door of the car
the roboers intercepted him. The robber
leader faced him, pistol in hand, and find-
ing Bell's arms full of packages, said,
“Dump those here on my left arm.” There
were  twenty four packages and Bell
dumped them s rquested. The robber
madeé Bell hand him, then, the registered
pouch, which he carried off with him. The
pouch was made up at Meridia and the
value of the coptents is unknown. Just
then Billy Scoles, the conductor, armed
with a Winchester, came out and shouled,
“What's the matter "

The robber fired two shots at bhim, crying
out, “Come up here and you'll see what's
the matter.” The train was then allowed
to proceed and the robbers disappeared. A
posse was sent in pursuit.

The leader of the train robbers is be-
lieved to be Rube Burrows, a noted despe-
rado, & man whom the search for created
so much excitement in the northern part «f
the state s few months ago. At that time
it was Lelieved he was organizing & gang
to hold up some train, and the Moblie &
Ohio eompany soticipatiog an attack,
armed all its train hands witn Winchester
riflas. This was made public and was
deubtless what the robber referred to this
morning a8 he said during the progress of
