SOUND DOCTRINE.

Judge Lars M. Rand Addresses a
Large Audience at the Opera
House,

Preceded by Judge Cullen, Who
Shows Up the Extravagance of
the Last Legislature.

The Scandinavians Enthusisstic Over the
Remarks of their Distinguished
Connirymas.

Notwithstanding the fact that a great
number of democrats went to various out-
side points last night, the opora honise was
almost filled, mostly by Scandinavians,
with those anxious to listen to Judg= Lars
M. Rand, of Minneapolis, the celebrated
Scandinavian orator. After music by the
Coliseum band, the best music of the cam-
paign, & number of gentlemen filed in and
took their seats on the stage. Amopg
those noticed were: W. E. Cullen, C. P.
Connolly, T. Koldrup, Col. Thomas Cruse,
E. D. Edgerton, A. J. Steele, S. C. Ashby,
Charles Dahler, C. L. Greene, F. W. Me-
Conpell and othera.

Judge Cullen was the first speaker. He
said he was born of poor but honest par-
ents, and as a consequence his early edu-

cation had been sadly neglected. He was
unable to speak Scandinavian and would
have to leave to his friend, Judge Rand,
the pleasure of speaking to his Scandinav-
ian triends in their native tongue. The
judge said he had & good many republican
triends and thought a great deal of them,
but scwe of them were rather narrow in
their views, and even some of the ministers
would get out and work for their nominees,
it made no difference who they wer=. A
man who does the best for himseif dows the
best for his community, and he thought the
best thing to be done at the present time
was the electivn of the demoecratic nomi-
neea.

ine judge spoke of the time he came
here a peardless boy and how he had seen
Montana prosper and fiourish under demo-
cratic rule. All he had in the world was
bere and he expected to remain and pro-
gre=s with the r-st of the people.

Speaking to the workingmen, Judge
Rand told them the democraiic party was
the cldest labor organization in America.
No mstter what they might eall their or-
ganizations, they were out auxiliaries to
the democratic party, a party that believi d
in «qual rights and equal privileges to all
voucusafed Dy the ceastitution, the work
of that grand old democrat, Thomas Jef-
fersor. Enumelating what the democratic

The dem-
ocratic party advocated the building of a
navy, opposed Chinese immigration, advo-
ca'ed civil service reform and was true in
all respects to every principle it has ever
advoecated. Judge Hand sald that more
money was paid for penstions under Cleve-
iand’s administration than under any two
previous administrations, yet & hue and
cry was raised against him as being op-
posed to the old soidier, and that as much
as anythipg contributed to his defeat.

Not leng since in this country Know-
nothingismn wess rampant Sons of the
emeraid isle found refuge bere only to find
that their presence wss pot telerated by
the rabid and senseless advocates of the
Knownothing doctrine. The republican
party has many Knownothings in their
ranks, notably John P. Newmsan. the
preacher who was such a friend of Grant
and Hayes, and who not long ago said that
he hoped to see the day when none but na-
tive born American citizens should be al-
lowed the elective franchise. How Irish-
men, knowing how they have suffered
from Knownothingism, can vote the repub-
lican ncket is more than he could conceive,
He appealed to his countrymen, who are
as ioyal to the stars and stripes as any citi-
zens in the United States, to resist the ad-
vance of Knownothingism.
