THE CORONA DISASTER.

Story of the Accident by Which Forty
Lives Were Lost.

NEw ( LEANsS, Oct. 4—The Times
Demoerat, Layou Sara special says: The
tug Beverly Harris went down this morn-
ing to the wreck of the |lifated steamer
Corona. The bull bhas suuk in deep water.
Capt. Knapp, of the steamer, s at work
saving all he can. He towed the cabin in
and Ll dged it at the foot of Prophet island,
where it is being eut to pieces. The body
of Pat Ryan, the stewart, was found
between two bunks in the state room. The
pody of Mra. Huff has been found and
sent to Baton Rouge this morning: No
other bodies have as yet been recovered.

A number of survivors of the Corona
disaster reached this city to-day. Mrs
Henry Blanks says: 1 was standing with
my sister and youngest child in my arms
in the rear of the boat’s cabin when the
explosion oecurred. The chambermsid
came running to us with a life preserver,
which we fastened on. William Fleming,
pastry man, then came runniog to us avd
told us to get up on the hurricane roof until
he could get » lifeboat down, which he did
inaburry. We then got into the yawl,
and hardly haa we becn seated when the
boat was swamped, throwing os sall into
the river, with my 38 year-old child in one
arm. Iheld on tothe wreckage until one
of the St. Louis boats rame and saved us.
Of my sister, Mrs, Heff, who is a widow, 1
saw nothing after our poat capsized.™

Capt. Sweeney said the whole thing
came on &0 suddenly be hard!y had time to
see anything. Capt. Bianks, who was sit-
ting in a barber’s chair, was hurled through
the eabin roof and instantly killed. Others
in the cabin were struck by fiying thabers.
I'he explosion seemed to go downward,
and the full force was in the rear part of
the boat. Those that were not killed out
right by AyinR timbers were pianed dowon

and lded- to death. Caplain Swesney
said #n the explosion took piace he was
on forecastle, and thus escaped the

heavy timabers which were flying aroand
He was picked up by & yawl of the City of
st. Louis.

MONEY HARD TO GET

The Lack of Ready Cash Canses a Break
in the New York Market.

NEw York, Oct. 4. —Money in the stock
exchange continunes stringent, and 10 per
cent per annum is paid by the majority f
borrowers for the use of money until Mon-
day. Some of the banks have calivd in
loans early and intimated to their friends
that they could not be helped. The situa-
tion was aggeravated later by the announce
ment of the withdeawal of £500,000 more
gold by August Belmont & Co., making
$1.500,000 taken by them this week for
shipment to Europe. This export move
caused considerable surprise, as the rates
of sterling exchange are far below the gold
sLippiog point, but Belmont & Co. explain
t by stating the gold is shipped to Roths-
child to assist in fulfilling a contract made
by the Brazilian government. In addition
to the Helmont shipment, commercial
houses have shipped £300,000 io gold to Rio
aud Sonth Ameriean points. These com-
bined intlnences esuscd gereral fears of a
money panic, and the calliing iu «f loans in
many cases forced holdera to throw over
stocks, and in conséquence prices declined
rapidly. sugar trust falling from 913 to
881, cotion meed from 45§ to 40}y and
Atchison to 285 the lowest price it has
ever touched. A better feeling with some
reartion followed.

Excitement In the Pork Market,
CHiCAGO, Oct. 4 —There was a sensation
on the board this morning on the announce-
ment that the pork eligue had secured an
injunction against the board of trade in-
spector to prevent him from issuing certifi-
eates on newly packed October perk. The
clique yesterday received and paid for all
newly packed pork offered. It now trans
pires this was the only pork sold to the
cligne at a low price. High priced pork
was tendered them on late deliveries yes-
terday and refused on the injanction to
prevent its delivery asked for. The direc-
tors met in secret session soon after the

board opened. The injunction, besides

prohibitineg the delivery of the pork, also

revents the board from disciplining mem-
rs for refusing to take the pork.

THE MOHAWK CONFEKENCE.

The Necessity of Separating Pollties From
the Indian Service,

Laxe Momaws, Oct. 4. —At the session
of the Mohawk conference today Dr.
Lyman Abbott, chairman of the committee
on resolutions, reported the annual piat-
form. It reafirms previous utterances,
approves the general plan outlined by
Commissioner Morgan and comprehensive
and compulsory education by the govern-
ment, in harmony and concurrence with
the work of Lthe churches and philan-
thropic societies; another plank asserts
that as the high character of those engaged
in the work of Indian education and the
permanence of their tenure of coffice are
essential to substantial progress, the
conference emphasizes the necessity
of separating from polities AbsO-
lutely appointments to such offices,
On recommendation of Miss Robertson,
& missionary among the Creek Indians in
Indian Territory, a resolution was incor
porated in the piatform recemmending the
bringing of these Indiaus into full eitizen-
ship, and extending to them the fuil pro-
tection of American laws., At the eveniag
session H. O. Hougbton, of Hoston, told
the remarkable story of Mr. Dunean and
toe Mettachara tribe of Indians, who
recently emigrated from Canada to Alaska,
aopd of the recent destruction of their gaw-
mill, entailing & loss of $12,000. Without
solicitation from Duncan, Houghton saia,
a few friecds in Boston have raised about
£5,000 to help bim.

DESTITUTE OF COD.

An Investigdtion Showlng New England
Still Coutrols the Cod Fish Market.

WasHIN6TON, Oet. 3.—In July the
newspapess f the Pacific coast ca:led at-
tention to the reported discovery by Cap
tain Bell, of the steamer A. B. Field, of
an important bank eight miles off Nestue-
ca, Oregon, where Le took large numbers
of cod of excelient quality. The entire
region has been explored by the fish com-
mission steamer Albatross during,>ep'em-
ber and an official report of Captain Tan-
ner just received disproves the existence of
fuch a bank anywhere in this immediate
vicinity. A depth of fifteen fathoms was
found about & miie off along this part of

the coast, while at a distance of eight miles
from stiore s depta of 65 to 83 fathoms oe-
eurs. The water deep-ns regqulariy from
the shore vutward and the bottom consisis
msainly of fine sand, characteristic of Ore-
gou and Washiogton. No cod was found
by the Albatross (o this region.

The Formation of the Great Northern
Railway Company and What
thie Deal Means

Certain of the Manitoba Properties
ang Interests to bes Absorbed
By the New Company.

The Montana Central Frobably Out of the
Deal -The Grest Fails and Canada
Line Incorporated.

St. FAUL, Oct. 4.—[Special to the In-
dependent ] -The New York dispateh
published here this morning regarding the
great Northern Kallway eompany of Min
nescta, was the one topic of conversation
in raliroad circles. It was a surprise to
everyone; even s number of the cfficlals of
the Manitoba itself knew nothing of it.
Mr. Hill, president of the Manitoba, re-
turned to-day, but he could not be seen.
Mr. Minpot, president of the Eastern Minne-
sola, and oné® of the directors of the Mani-
tobs, sald he bhad left New York before
certain detalls of the scheme had been
agreed upon, and he did not eare to be
interviewed. From information n DORBES-
sion of your correspondeut it can be said,
hawever, with a great degree of ce rtainty,

that the whole thing meaus an absorption
of the Maunitoba properties and interssts,
and the placing of them all under ome
management. Just what these ~ roperties
and lntervels are 18 not d ‘initel, known,
but it looks very much as if they were the
Manitoba system, the Eastern Minnesota
and the Northern Steamship company, the
Montana Ceuntral and the Manitoba pro-
jecied line from Gieat Falls, or some point
on its Montana division, to Spokane Falls
where counection Is to be made with a line
that will give the company & Port.and out-
let. It may possibiy aiso mean the build
iog of & line from Spokane Falls to Seattle,
or some point on Puget Sound. It is also
probabie that one, and possibly two lines,
east of St. Paul may be absorbed by the
new company.

If this is Lthe case, these lines will prob-
ably be Lthe Minnesota, St. Paul & Sault
Ste. Marie and the Barlingion & North-
ern. In the case of the latter, however, it
is exceedingly doubtful The alliance of
the Northern Pacific with the Wisconsin
Central bas antagonized to & certain ex
tent the other Chicago-St. Paul lines, and
the Manitoba would undoubtedly fare bet
ter by remaining free froly any entangle-
ment with a Chicago line. By so doinag it
would have ail the lines excepting the Wis
consin Central acting as feeders. So far
as regards the Montana Central, it is just
posaible that this will not be Included in
the deal, as itis not a part of the proposed
live to the Pacific eoast.

The Scheme as Given at New York.
NEw Yorg, Oct. 4 —Within the Iast
month the price of the stock of the St
Paul, Minvespolls & Manitoba Rallway
company has sadvanced about twenty
points, to § 20. The reason for this ap
preciation is now made clear by a circular
issued by the company last night. It sets
forth that within the last ten years the
ralilways under th:s management of the
company have Increased their mileage
from 640 miles to 3 200 miles; further exten-
sions will be necessary, and with a view of
merging the control aud concentrating the
franchises of the system, it has been de-
termined to organiz® a new corporation.
It wili also be the function of the new con
cern, which has been organized unde
title of the Greal Northern Hally
to provide for the development of the busi
ness and for the necessary extensions of
the present system. The Great Northern
is organized under the laws of Minnesota,
with ample power. It wiil bave an author
izad capital of $40 000,000, of which one-
half will be preferred stock, entitled to
dividends iu preference to all other stock,
at the rate of 6 per cent. per annum.

A. Borr. Donald Giant is the weil known
railroad builder, who corstructed the Mon
tanaextension of 1 he Maniioba raiiroad from
Minot to Great Falls, and has also carried
ou’ other large railroad enterprises. He is
now here constructing, with F. Foley, the
Minoes ;ta eontractor, the railroad which
will connect Great Falls with the Beld
Mountain miniag region. The Great Falis
& Canada railway company will at onece get
out ties for the road bed and will proceed
with its construetion without any needless
delay.  This important road is to form
part of a railroad from Lethbridee, Can-
ade, to Great Falls. Tbe raliroad is lo-
tended to provide an outlet for the coal
mines in the vicinity of Lethbridge, which
produce cual of excelient quality. From
Great Falls the coal will be distributed to
pisces reached by the Montana Central,
Northern Pacific and Manitoba railroads.
At Lethbridge it Is connected by s railrosd
