Wasmnoron, Oet. 19.—A dispatoh from
Minister Denby, under date of Angust 3,
referring to the ravages of the Yellow river
in China, says the damage caused by the
lntest outhreak in its banks is irreparable,
owing to the deposits of silt. It is estimat-
od that fifty years must elapse before the
lands inundated will be useful again for
agricultural purposes. A peculiar feature
of the trouble is the deposits in the
bed of the river are so constant in aeretion
that any system of prevention of these
breaks in  the banks ocansed by
" rise  in the  bed of the
river to be effective would cost & most
enormous sum of money, it seems likely a
radical system for the prevention of these
breaks will never be adopted and the floods
may be expected each yenr. Ho Nan, one of
the most prosperous provinees,is rained, An-
hui bns suffered terribly and now Shan
Tung is submerged,  The safferings of ten
millions of people has produced great dis-
tress, which the means of the government
are adequate to provide for, Foreigners
have poured out money liberally in coutri-
butions to alleviate the distress,
