Dunn to raise the side witlk between the Gold
Bailey referred to the
proper Cobupt tees,

Alderman Harrison moved that the com-
mittee 1o which was relerr o the report of
the board of health be inereased from thre

to five, snd Loeb's amendment to make it

and blocks were

seven, wis carried and an aldermwan from

ench ward was seloeted,

The committee having in charge the Ed-
gerton park proposition reported favorably
and recomnuended the neceptance of the
land. It eontaing eight neres and a build
ing, and issitunted west of the Fair grounds,
A branehof Ten Mile nud Seven Mile creeks
run through the land and it s considered
very desiruble, Alderman Dunn
moved neceptanee, but Lissner
spoke agninst it He said it was a piece of
swamp land and o harbor for mosquitoes.
He thought the city conld get more desiri-
ble property for 5,000 when the time
arrived, Richards seeonded Dunn's motion
and Loeb amended by having the wayor
and city clerk draw up an approval on the

art of the council.  The gift wos necepted,

issner being nlone in s objections,

Muarshal Hard was instrocted to bring in
the bodies of the aviilable aldermen who
were wissing, and pending the earrying out
of this order, n recess wias tiken,

“T'he eonsideration of the water commit-
tee's report is now in order,” gnid Mayor
Fualler, a8 the missing members took their
seats, Clerk Botkin proceeded to read the
ordinance, begimning with the preamble,
Harrison sugpested that the ordinanee and
contraet, which is embodied in the doen-
ment, be separated. Loeb moved that the
two parts be separated, but this wus voted
down, Harrison moved to strike out the
preamble, and this was carried, there being
one alinuutive vote nnd none in the negative,
The council seemed puzzled and nnable to
decide which way to tackle the elephant.
Alderman  Horrison explained that he
winted the preamble nttached to the con-
traet, where it properly belonged, He then

introduced #  resolution that the fran-
chise and contract be considercd  sep-
urately. A little wrangle ensued between

Hurrison nnd Clerk Botkin as to some tech-
nibal points relative to the consideration of
the puper, Loeb moved to adjourn and
this was lost,  Loeb moved to lay the mat-
ter upon the table., Ayes—Loeb, Brown,
Dunn, Riehards, Lissuer, Dounelly, Klein,
l|':iprucu-r. Nuays—Huarrivon, Featherly, Al-
en,

Loeb then moved to adjourn, and the mo-
tion prevailed,

The council seemed all nt sen over Harri-
son's suggestions, and  several gen.
members could wot understand  why  thit
tleman wanted the ordinsnee and eon-
traet separated, After several members had
retired those remnining gathered around the
olerk's desk and talked over the matter,
Mayor Faller remarked that the eontriet
was not explicit, or at least it was not elear
to bim, Aldermoan Harrison tried to ex-
|l|uiu why it would be better to consider the
urdinanece separately and pass upon it. He
Hiid thnt liis abject m desir-
ing the dooumments sepurted wis becnuse
they were two  distinet documents,  There
were Lwo plrojps mitions which had to b neted
upon us such,  Notwithstunding three able
lwwyers prepared the pupers he did not
think they should be aeted upon ns 4 whole.
The ordinanes ouly gives n franchise, which
uny corporntion way be granted, o privilege
to do eertam things in counection with
their business, By the granting of tlhis
new francwse, the Consolidated company,
which I8 the sucovssor or assign of the
Woolston compuny, will only be benefitted
two yeirs' time i the privilege of laying
maing, To the ordinance wos sttached a
preamble, which properly belonged, he said,
to the contruet, and the elimination of this
from the ordinance was secured, After the
passuge of the ordinnnee be proposed enter-
I npon o msideration of the contraet,

Alderman Lissner bad nothing tosay dur-
ing the conversation, but hsd his ears open,
Finally he addressed Mr, Harrison thus:
“Mr, Hurrison, 1 smell n monse,™
