'PLEADING FOR A VERDICT

Ingham, of the Counsel For the

State in the Cronin Case, Has
the Floor.

The Value of Circumstancial, as
Contrasted With Direct
Bvidence.

The PFlot to Murder the Doctor Traced
From lis Inception to the Finding
of the Body,

—_—

Cmioaco, Dee, §.—Judge Wing coneluded
his nddress to the Cronin jury this morming,
devoting most of his attention to the argu
ment that it was not shown that the wounds

on Cronin were necessarily fatal, and that
it was impossible to decide whether the
specimens of blood and hair examined by
1!u- experts were those of # man or not, He
was followed by Ingraham on behalf of the
prosecution,

Mr. Ingham spoke at length of the killing
of Cronin, the disposal of the body, and de-
fined snd illustrated the applieation of the
law on conspirsey. Addressing bimself to
the question of the value of eireumstantisl
evidence, he quoted legal opinions to the
effect that it may be stronger than em‘
direct evidence, }mlur Wing, he suid, had
tuken up the evidence bit by bit and
nrgucd ita wonkness, This was simply the
old story of a bundle of sticks, Bo it yas in
this case, ench ineriminating eiroumstunce
was explainable upon the theory of inno-
cence, but combined, the eonclusion to
which they pointed was irresistible. The
cirenmstancos, from the time of the meet-
ing in Camp 20, to the finding of the clothes
of Cronin in the sewer, showed it to be un
intelligent human design. It had its origin
in hate, ity foundation in the charge that
Cronin was o spy, #nd its end in the butchery
in the Carlson cottage and the burial in the
sower, Then Ingham proceeded to nnalyze
the evidenee, nmr ting down to the Curlson
cottage, said: “\#l‘:y diﬁ Burke rent the cot-
tuge, und hold possession of it uninterrapted
month after month? He was a day lnborer,
and @& workingman, Where were the
brothers and sick sister who were to oecupy
the cottage with him; and why did they not
appesr and testify in hig behalf? Four or
five people were to live in this cottuge, yet
it did not coutain n single article of kitchen
furnitare. It was to attend one of O'Sulh-
van's men that the doctor was called. The
oottage was close to ('Sullivan’s houvse,
Burke told O'Sullivan about it as soon as
he rented it. Subsequently O'SBullivan
vouched for him,"

The spenker dwelt at lemgth on the sus-
icious chinraeter of the iceman's contruct
or biring Cronin's service; the history of
the white horse, Conghlin's suspicions
notions, ete, He went over the ground of
the ride to the cottage, the murder, the sub-
sequent hestowal of the body in the eateh
basin, and Burke's flight.  All this connect-
ing chain of svidenoe, he snid, was undis-
puted. He touched npon the nlibi testi-
mony and showed it was wll by frieuds of
the necused, while the inculpating evidence
was by impartial witnesses, Ingham then
proveeded to trace the connection between
Conghlin, Kunze and (FSallivan, He re
viewed the fight between Cronin and the
trinngle ns the moving ecause of the mur-
der, and olowed with an appeal for convie-
tion.

FORKING A CATAMOUNT.
Benjamin Cason's Encounter With u Beast
That Territied o Settlement.

A letter from Oguawka, I1L, to the Globe-
Demoerat thus recalls n memorable encoun-
ter with a eatnmount by Benjamin Cason,
an Tlinois pioneer, who is still living in that
state: One moonlight night in the fali of
59 the denizens nenr Gitting's Mounds were
frozen with horror by the awful sereams of,
us they supposed, o woman in terrible agony,
But when the plaintive bawling of eattle
and the squealing of pigs followed these
soreams it was too evident to all that a wild
beast was making a raid on the oattle and
pig pens. Every one was too terrified to
move. Suddenly, thump came a heavy ob-
jeot on the clapboard roof of the eabin
where Cason and his companions slept.
This was followed by another unearthl
sorenm. The trembling inmates listen
breathlessly, and presently they heard a
huge eatmount leap to the ground. Look-
ing out of the little window of their cabin
they espied the huge creature bounding
across the cln-nrinpi in the moonlight, taking
immense leaps, 1t had & youug pig in its
mouth,

There was little sleep that nighs for the
terrified people, But the next day Cason and
his companions resolved that the maraoder
wust die,  They sent word into all the sur
rounding country to the effect that a onta-
mount hunt would take place on the forth-
coming Friday. 'The day came, but, as few
people had lost any cat imounts, there were
vit few wirriors on hand,  Fifty brave men,
sowe with guns, others with elubs, nnd sev-
ernl with pitehforks, reported for duty,
Two pucks of wolf honnds, nhout forty
in nll, were also pressed into serviee and the
hunt began.

Lhe purey had not proceeded fur when the
dogs started the eatumount, wuich seemed
to have o lnir in the jmmedte  vieinity,
The benst did not show fight ot st but re.
trented with long leaps into the thmber, The
dogs followed, and in a short time were en-

aged in mortal combat with the big oat,
r, Jarson says he never withessed a more
terrific stru The savage beast fought
like wild-fire, He would thr w himself
upon his back, and, eatohing & dog that
came oo nenr his claws, would disembowel
the nnimal instantly, Five or six dogs met
death in this manner, Suddenly the big oat
took to a tree and Flnrm] nuvagely at his
pursuers, His eyes ghittered cruelly, while
the tuil kept swaying restlessly. The guns
in the erowd were few,iud they were of poor
quality, A few shots were fired at the ani-
mial, but they only served to increase its
freney.
Msuddenly Cason seized one of the piteh-
forks in the nands of s neighbor and ad-
vanced slowly toward the tree, His com-
panions at first were slow to comprehend
this movement, but soon they saw that
Cason meant to fight the eat single-handed.
They implored him to come back, as it
seemed to be certain denth, Cason paid
10 heed to theirappeals, however, but crept
up to within ten feot of the tree, Then he
stopped nud held the pitchfork at “charge
bayonets™ position. The big eat looked
down at this dauntless man and Cason
looked nt the big cas, For a wminute a
painful silence held sway, Then the forest
rang with o seream that will never be for-
gotten by those who heard it. "The cuta-
mount sprang into the air, Iostantly the
pilnhfurl wis rudsed, and Cason's cunning
eve gever awerved from its line of vision, 1t
was 0 well-ealeulated jump on the oat's
art, for the antal would have lnnded on
,'}mull'u shoulders, Hefore it reached its
intended vietim, lowever, the three-
tined fork had done s work, The long
steel tines sonk into the eat’s heart and o
erimaon tide told the story, With u few
convalsive struggles the bage animnl died,

It is puin and grief to me o expose a
picturesque  and  sentimental  error—for
there are, indeed, many things we know to be
fulse, in which it is for onr spiritual good to
believe—yet 1 am moved to correot the mis-

The senate hud n ouneus to-day, which
was onlled for the purpose of ndopting some
plan of placing the new state senntors on
committecs, It wan strietly executive, but
the matter was only ineidentally men-
tioned because the North Dakota senntors
had not arrived.  The new senutors slrendy
here are anxious for an entire reorguniza-
tion of the senate committees, They fanecy
they nre entitled to places beonuse they are
members of the sennte, and ocannot bhe
cinlled “pew" any more than the dozen
other members who are beginning their first
terms at this session, It is more than
likely tlm_i some of the senntors are not
quite sutisfied with the eommittes pluces
they have got, and would enter a combinn
tion with the new statesmen to get bettor
positions, The new stutesmen are so fresh
from the fields of politieal combines that
they would no doubt be ready to set with
those who are trying to rearrunge the eom-
mittees as they now stand, The senntors
all recognize the faot thit some reorganiza-
tion 18 neoessary to give the new states
proper recognition,

The Pre-Emption Law Not Kepealed,

Assistunt Attorney-Genernl Shields, of the
interior department, has given the seeretary
of the interior an opinion ax to the effect of
the seventh seotion of the act admitting new
stutes, whioh refers to the act of 1841, the
original pre-emption aet, and repeals the
sume us to the new stutes, He holds that
taking the whole section together, the intent
wis not to repeal the pre-emption laws, but
to make n grant of lands in lien of the
eighth section of the not of 1841, generally
known as the internal fmprovement grant,
and to repeal that seotion as to the new
states; thnt the net of 1841 was carried into
the revised statutes and repenled in 1866,
that if congress had intended to repoal the
pre-emption lnws it could have done so, by
repealing the sections of the revised staf-
utes appertaining thereto, or by applying
the words so declaring, and not by the re-
peal of the old act of 1841; and that the pre-
emption laws so contained in the revised
statutos, except ns to internal improvement
grants, are still in foree in the new states.

TO RUN THE MACHINE,
Milllons Wanted to Operate the Govers-
ment the Next Year,

The clerks of the ecommittecs on nppro-
printions of the senate and honse have pre-
pared comparative statements of the esti-
mates of approprintions and expenditures
for the maintenanee of the government for
the fisenl years 1800.91, from which it np-
peaes that the inerease of the estilmates for
1801 over those of the ourrent yenr is §0,
HiT, 168, and that the inerense of the enti-
mutes for the next year over the appropria-
tions for this year is 84,588,002, The total
estimates, regular and permanent, of annual
appropristions for the next fisonl yonr are
BA06, 648,815, while the total revenues are es-
timated at $450,614 387, showing an excoss

of estimated revenues over estimsted
appropristions  for the mnext year of
£44,060,022, The net surplus for

the present year is pluced at §58,582,511
or §9.961,480 more than the estimated sur-
plus for the next fisoal year. This prospect-
ive deerense in the surplus is stated, too,
withont reference to the possibility of the
ennotment of a river and harbor bill, for in
the estimntes submitted by the secretary of
the treasury there is & notable omission of
the ordinary provision for river and harbor
improvements, For the preservation of the
oxisting works the sum of 8247000 is asked,
