mouths, and then aa suddenly changing- my 
inn.J . and returning home again. 1 hate 
plana and arrangements made long before­
hand, and I generally act on the apur of the 
moment. Although this habit, us the fo l ­
lowing atory wi l l ahow. has xoiuetimeH 
placed mo in awkward psotioiiK, yet, on the 
whole. I am none the worm- for my way of 
proceeding. 

About twenty years ago 1 auddenlv loft 
Ijondon in the height of the season, on one 
of thwae unpremeditated voyages. I was 
weary of the eternal round of Condon l ife, 
with its dinner parties, dances, and druina, 
and ao determined to lie off at once, not 
caring much when to go, ao long as I had a 
change. 

Four davs afterwards I found mvaelf 
seated at the table d'hote of t he ('loci-de 
Malta Hotel at (tenon. Hut here, to, 1 was 
laired, and i began to wonder what hat: 
brought me. 1 knew uo one in the place 
and. hating sight-Heeing, what was I to do 

After dinner 1 it n> cigar and strolled 
down to the |sirt, liuiked at the iiiauy curl 
ons and varied craft packed together iu tin 
baain, and watched the picturesque groups 
of aailora from al l part- of the world. 

While lounging about I came across a lot 
of rough-looking Italian sailoi - dressed iu 
blue jeraeys and jelly-bag scarlet ca|ic 
They particularly attracted me, for, being 
a h i i of an artist. I have an eye for color 
ao I atisai watching them for a minute or 
two, while they were talking eagerlv t 
gether, and I caught the words (iaril iald 
and Camera. I Haul before that I am given 
to sudden impulses. One of these now 
seized me. Why not go and visit this hero 
i n his island homey True, I did not know 
him perwinally. but I had always heard that 
he liked Knglishinen. and received them 
hoapitahly. I WIIH one of bin most ardent 
admirer*., and here was an op|sirtiiuity 
making his acipiaintance and of aeeing his 
strange home. 

Ha l f an hour before I had no more 
thought of Garibaldi than of the man in 
the moon, and l o w I found myself Huddcnh 
engrossed by the idea, aa if a visit to C 
prera had been the dream of my life. Hut 
now was it to be managed? I walked up 
and down for a minute or two thinking 
and then determined to SMsJj to this group 
of sailors. I am a gisal Italian scholar, so 
had no dilliculty upon that score, although 
sailors' M M M is rather different from tin 
language used in |silite society. 

I approached the group and wished them 
a "Huona serra;" then, addressing myself 
to a ta l l , broad-shouldered fellow with 
long, Hlrnggy, black beard, I asked M M if 
he knew of any ship Hailing for Caprera and 
wil l ing to take a passenger. 

Italians are a very uupiisitive race, and 
the fuel that I, a stranger, had spoken to 
one of thein. brought all the group, who had 
diH|a-rsed. close together, to hear what 1 had 
to suy. 

The until I had addressed, after looking at 
me and then at Ins JcouipanioiiH, said: " A h , 
sigiiorc, it will be a ditlicult matter to Und a 
ship going to Caprera. for there is but li t th 
trade with the island, and it is rather out of 
the way for coasting vessels. I am only a 
common sailor, but here is the 'padrone' 
Hartolo; he is the owner of a felucca which 
trades between Oenua and Leghorn; he may 
perha|w be able to tell the signore what he 
naks. Kb , Hartolo; what do you sayr"' 

Hartolo. thus addressed, came bp to me 
with his h a n d s in his trousers pickets and a 
pipe in bis mouth. H i was a short, wiry-
looking man, with a black moustache and a 
dir ty, unshaven face. He had a most evil 
expression of M M M with a s<|iiiut in 
his right eye, and when he intended to 
smile, he MMM rather to frown. Alto­
gether he was about as untaking-lisiking an 
individual as i ever met. 

I repeated tny question to M M 
" W e l l , " he said. " I don't often go to 

Caprera, for it isn't worth my while; but 
to morrow night 1 uin sailing for Leghorn, 
and as the tunes are bad, if the 'signora' 
likes to make some arrangement with me 
and my cousin, who gota with me, we 
might manage to leave our regular course 
and land signore on the island, but 1 must 
first consult with him, as he is part owner 
of the craf t ." 

The plan seemed as if it might answer, so 
I sent hmi off for his cousin to a neighbor-
mg wine shop, and thev soon returned to 
gether. He was a very different looking 
man f rom Hartolo. and I rather liked his 
ap|M-araiice. A tall, stout-looking sailor 
with a bland smile, hut I noticed tint hi 
was entirely under Hartolo's thumb, aud 
agreed with hnn in everything he said. 

"We l l , hue is Vntoino," said the latter. 
"He thinks that we might 'accomodare' 
with the signore; but the ship is not a fine 
vessel, so perhapn the signore had better see 
her before he decides. True, it is but a 
short journey of twelve or fourteen hours, 
so that a l i t th discomfort w i l l not much 
matter, especially aa, this chance lost, it 
may lie some tune Is-foie another presents 
itself. I If course the signore understands 
that we aie pisir men. aud shall require 
some gisal inducement to make us lose tune 
l»T going out ot our way. but if the aignon-
wi l l pay ua one hundred lire i 111 down, and 
give us a small 'buoiia luauo' on arrival, we 
wi l l take h i m . " 

The price did not seem eitravageut. but 
it is always necessary to bargain with Ital­
ians, or they take you for an "imlx-ci lc" 
who can be easilv robbed, so, lieariiig this 
fact in mind. 1 expressed astonishment at 
their asking so much, and t o l d them it was 
otnte out o f the question. At last, after a 
deal of haggling, lie ugreed that if next 
day I l iked the I.MJU of the c r . r t . I would 
pay ' ; . . .„; .• ; 1 ;.nd give them 
another ten lire on their landing me safely 
at Caprera. 

It was now (jetting late.no we separated on 
the understanding that 1 wan to meet Har­
tolo at the same place iu the morning at 
eight. 

I was there at the appointed hour and 
found him waiting for me. Hi s cousin, he 
said, had gone on board and was getting 
things in order, as they were to sail at six 
that evening. 
a* After walking a mile among a sea of 
masts and sails of a l l colors anushapes, we 
at last got to Hartolo'a ih ip . Hhe waa a 

small coasting felucca with a large lateen 
aail, of the kind so nommou in the Mediter­
ranean. Antonio and the man I had first 
M M M to the night before were busv stow­
ing away a miscellaneous cargo of grain, 
fruit and buccals, or dried stockfish, which, 
it is to be hoped, tastes la'tter than it 
smells. 

I steppts.1 on board, and was shown my 
cabin, if such it could be called. It was in 
the forepart of the ship and close to the 
mast. I entered it through a narrow, dark 
hatchway, and down a ladder of six or 
seven steps, and win n I got '•' 'I"' I ' " " " L 1 

had to bend almost double, as It was sini |*y 
a square box about four feet high and six 
feet wide. Hartolo had certainly not lied 
when he made me to understand that I 
should have to rough it . In one M M M was 
a wasideu bunk, with a dirty sheeiiskiu laid 
over it. Kurniture there was none; there 
was a horrible smell of bilge water uliout 
the whole place, and the only light came 
through the open hatchway. Altogether a 
most uninviting place; but, reflecting that 
it was onlv for one night, und that, the 
weather being line. I should probably pass 
most of the tune on deck. I settled to sail 
with them, and to be on board again at 
fi:40, I now went on deck for a hsik around. 
There were thru- separate hatchwuya. In 
the middle one they were storing away the 
cargo. Htid the one l i f t was UHcd by the 
crew. 

I walked to the town and kil led some 
time by looking into the different shop 
windows. IWM much attracted by a guu-
uiaker's who displayed a gn at variety of 
arms. I don't know what liist put it into 
my head, but while gazing at these weapons 
the thoiielit struck me that as 1 knew noth­
ing of the nun to whom 1 was trusting my­
self, it might pcrhu|>a lie as well to have 
some Wen poll of defense about me. True, 
that in my traveling-bag 1 carried a life 
present r, given me years agw, which had 
slept there harmlessly ever since; but sti l l 
a revolver would be more useful, in case 
of accidents; so I walked into the shop, 
and alter looking several of M M over.end-
ed by purchasing a small one, with a packet 
of cat ridges. 

I now went to the hotel to pack up my 
trails. I wished only to take what would go 
into my traveling bag, so turned out every­
thing 1'thought useless. In doing so, I came 
across the life-preserver; 1 was about to 
chuck it aside, when 1 thought 1 might us 
well take it. aud replaced it in the bag. 

My arrangements were soon complete. I 
called the hotel-keeper, and t o l d him I was 
going MWIIV for two or three days, and pro­
posed to leave the remainder of my baggage 
in his charge. 1 tin n dined, paid my b i l l , 
and, bag in hand, strolled down again to 
t h e i H i r t . 

A l l on board was ready for sailing. Hartolo 
came up at once and asked me for the eight y-
lire which I had agri-ed to pay in advance, 
as he said they had to complete some pur­
chases before leaving. 

At I o 'clock sharp we left the harbor, with 
a fair wind; it was a beautiful evening, not 
a cloud was to be neeu, and soon after dark 
a glorious UIIMIII rose out of the sea. 1 sat 
on deck smoking my cigar and enjoving the 
tranquility of the scene, while being fanned 
by the soft sea breeze. 

The crew consisted of Hartolo, his cousin, 
the tall man oslled HepjHi, and H boy called 
(MM, 

For Italians, they were not a sociable lot, 
I tried several times to get into conversa­
tion, but they seemed rather to avoid me. 
aud c . ini HI" . I U W I , I S | M n d to each other in 
H mysterious way. This somewhat dis­
quieted my mind, aud I could not lit Ip re­
flecting that I hail perhaps do:., a foolish 
thing in trusting uiyHelf to their tender 
mercies. No one knew of my expedition 
I had paid them in advance, and they were 
sailing out of their course to please me. 
WliMt was to prevent thein from murdering 
me und throwing me ovcrboord, and then 
continuing their regular journey without 
anyone la-ing the wiser? 

I am not nervous, nor do 1 believe iu pre­
sentiments; but the longer I sat there the 
more would these lugubrious thoughts 
creep over me unt i l , finding rather chil ly. 1 
went down to my cabin. 

It l o o k , i l an awful place at night, and 
more like a vault than anything I could 
think of. I undid mv bag and caught sight 
of my revolver, which I had forgotten until 
now. This somewhat reasHun-d me and I 
loaded it carefully. I then pulled out the 
life-preserver and, placing these two 
friendly weapons by my side, I lay down on 
my bunk without undressing. 

Lot king up, I could see the broad lateen 
sail, through the hatchway, with the union 
shining I'nghtly on the white sheet. A l l 
was perfectly s t i l l ; and I fancied that two 
of the crew must have gone down to sleep, 
leaving the third man ut the wheel, and the 
boy to look out. 

I tossed about, but could not sleep; the 
more I thought it over the more risky did 
my position seem, for, as 1 said lieforc.'.no 

Mne knew win re 1 was. 
w I had been lying down about an hour, 
when I saw the shadows o f two men re l ic t 
etl on the Hail. 1 strained my eyes aud ears. 
I hey were talking Hi low tones, but I caught 
the words "Donne ." then "Sara presto 
M i to." What Could this mean, if it did 
not refer to me? They were evidently pre 
paring to murder me in my sleep, 
anil my worst fears were about to be 
continued. A cold sweat covered my brow, 
and I seized my revolver, determined to sell 
my l ife dearly. The shadows hail now 
moved away. A l l was s t i l l . I M M M j out 
of my bunk, and, tuking my l i fe preserver 
m my riL-ht hand, and the revolver in my 
h i t . I sut in a crouched position to await 
events. 

Oh, the agony o f these momenta! I could 
neither stand nor sit, and I dreaded that be­
fore long 1 should be seized with cramp: yet 
it was imperative that 1 should keep quite 
s t i l l , if I wished to take my assailants at a 
disadvantage. 

It was not very long before the shadows 
on the sail again reappeared, aud this tune 
I noticed that one of thein was armed with 
a long kitchen knife. T he thought of the 
cold steel made M l shudder, and my heart 
stopped beating for a moment. I ielt mv 
revolver to ithsure myself that it was afl 
right, aud then saw that the hatchway was 
darkened. I had Hotline for further thought. 
One of the men was coming down the steps 
into mv cabin. I could see him distinctly, 
but 1 was in the dark, so he was unable 
to see me. I noticed a gleam t>f steel 

his hand, and the second man was 
following close behind him. Now was my 
time. I brought back my right arm for a 
good cut at hi iu with the life-preservej, as 
soon as he should come within reach. A 
second later I felled him with a fearful 
blow on the temple. I rushed over his 
prostrate form and fired my revolver at the 
second figure, now retreating up the Hteps. 
He uttered a cry of pain and an oath, show­
ing that I had hit k w , but sti l l ho ran on. 
I followed quickly, rushed up the hatch 
way and again tired at him, just as he WHH 
picking up a crowbar. This time he fell on 
the deck, and I now saw the third man and 
the boy, thoroughly scared, making for the 
further hatchway. In a moment I made 
up my mind whit to do. I followed 
them. and. having with difficulty placed 
the heavy lid on the hatch, proceeded to 

•ver it with everything 1 could lay hands 
on, on the deck Luck i ly there was some 
pig-iron lying about, and with then- and 
various other articles on the top of them I 
was sure that they were safe prisoners. 

I now had to hsik to the other men. to 
nee thit thev were incapable of doing fur­
ther mise.m> I . 

The one 1 hud shot on deck was Hartolo. 
Mv two bull , ts bail taken effect, cine in tin 
left arm aud the other in the leg. I drew 
him to the side >>f the ship aud lashed him 
there with some room, u n t i l told h im that 
if he attempted to get loose I should shoot 
B U M dead: then, looking into my. cabin 
I saw Antonio lying where he fell . 

I repeatetl my tactics of covering up tin 
hatchway to prevent his getting out. Hiid 
then went to the t i l ler, thoroughly exhaust­
ed after all I had been through, both physi­
cally aud mentally, but M M thankful for 
my narrow escapi . 

So ,n. however, I saw that if I had got out 
of one danger, it was only to fal l into an­
other I knew nothing of navigation, and 
was not even aware in which direction to 
steer. I might run the ship to ground, or a 
sudden squall might swamp her. I did not 
know how to shorten sail, and was afraid to 
interfere with the nqies. 

Wbst could I do? The moon bad now 
gone down, aud it was pitch dark. There 
was no lamp or light of any sort atiout the 
•hip, as far as I could see. Wi th the help 
of a match I looked at my watch. It was 
two o'clock. < M M _ 

I thought of calling the man and 1K>V out 
of the hold and theatening too shoot them 
if they did not navigate the ship properly, 
but I mvself felt ao tired and exhausted 
that I d id uot dare truat them, i n case I 
should fa l l asleep. 

O n the whole it was best to leave myself 
in the hands of providence. 

O h ! the dreariness of those hours of dark 
iiess, and the joy with which I hailed the 
first streak of dawn! 

Even M M and then Hartolo would give a 
curse and a groau, and that was the only 
sound to break the stillness of the night. I 
had placed •OOie water by his side and 
SKked hnn if he wanted anything, but he 
only swore ut me. I left him alone. 

At last the sun liegau to rise, and I 
scanned the horizon for the welcome sight 
of land or a friendly sail. Alas, there was 
nothing to break the dull mass of water, 
and I was still miles away from rescue. The 
pangs of hunger were beginning to make 
themselves felt. and 1 had nothing to t at 
If this state of alliiirs continued much 
longer. 1 should be obliged to call up the 
man and boy. and in my weak state 1 felt I 
should be entirely at their mercy. 

I wss beginning thoroughly despair after 
so many hours of constant watching and 
straining of mv eyes, when about H o'clock 

I saw a speok on the horizon. My heart 
l e a p e d with eiciteuieut as I instantly turned 
the helm in that direction. The speck 
grew bigger and bigger, uutil at last I made 
out the form of a hrig sailing toward me. 
Htsm 1 could make out a flag -the American 
stars and stripes. 1 tied my handkerchief 
to a stick and made signals of distress. 
For some time she ttsik no notice, and 
seemed a b o u t to nans me. My heart sank. 
The thought that 1 was so near rescue, and 
yet could not attract attention, was swfu l 
At last, to ii.v jo v. she M M to and lowt red 
about, l u a few minutes it was alongside, 
mill an olhccr ami crew boarded the felucca. 

T he sudden relief to mv strained nerves 
was almost more than I could liear. and It 
was some seC.'lids liefore I spoke. 

There was an expression of horror on the 
men's faces as they looked amund on the 
scene of bloodshed, the wounded men, and 
and then scanned my face for an explana­
tion. Hid they take in* for a madman, or 
a common murderer? 

At last 1 found my voice. They crowded 
eagerly around me to listen to my story, 
and when I had finished all congratulated 
me on inv narrow escape. 

The officer, who was I he captain of the 
bug. hospitably invited me on Isiard the 
ship. He was sailing to Marseilles, and 

would gladly give me a imaaage. Needleaa 
to say, l jumped at his offer. 

We removed the covering from t lje hold, 
and called on the men to com- up. but o n 1,1 
get uo answer. 

The captain was iu a hurry to continue his 
course, and would not wait any longer. 

As 1 was stepping into the boat I asked 
him what we should do alsmt the felucca 
and its crew. 

"Wel l , stranger," he answered, "you're 
well out of it. anyhow; and 1 guess we'll 
now let them alone, tti go to the devil their 
own wav. ami the s,s.ner thev get there the 
better." 

I never heard anything more of them. I 
went straight back to F.ugland. and it was 
some mouths la-fore 1 left heme again.— 
Cuthbert Lurk ing , in Temple Har.
