
HEAL ESTATE IN HELENA.
The Largest Real Estate Deal Ever

Consummated in Helena
Took Place Yesterday.

Denver Capitalists Greatly En-
thused Regarding Our City's

Future Prosperity and
Greatness.

Work Assured for a Small Army of Car-
penters, Masons and Laborers-The

Week's Transactions.

Several years ago Mr. Winne, a Denver
capitalist, while sojourning in our city
drove over what is known as the "Lockey-
Corbin Tract," a half-section of land situ-
ated east of the Blake addition, about one
mile from the court house. He was im-
pressed with the beauty of the location, its
sheltered position and its nearness to the
business center. It was a windy day and
he had been driving over other portions of
the city with closely buttoned coat, but
here on the commanding plateau, overlook-
ing the growing city of the west-the beau-
tiful valley backed by the lofty range with
Bear-Tooth mountain a prominent feature
on the north and an extended eastern view,
he found protection from the wind and
warmth from the genial sunlight,-alight-
ing from the carriage he sat for a half hour
under the the shadow of the "Lone Pine"
with his overcoat for a cushion and enjoyed
the beautiful panorama spread out before
him.

On returning he called the attention of
Wallace & Thornburgh to this tract and
later they drove over the ground with him,
and from that time a studied effort has
been grade to secure a favorable bond from
Mr. Lockey, who with shrewd foresight had
placed a large price upon the property.

The bond was obtained last September by
Wallace & Thornburgh, and this week pay-
ments have been made and the property
deeded to a syndicate of Denver capitalists.

The land will be platted as an addition
to Helena without delay. An electric line
of railway has already been contracted for;
also arrangements have been made with the
water company to extend their mains
through the new addition. Money has
been set aside for grading the streets, and
as soon as street grades have been estab-
lished work will commence.

Some seven acres of land in the moat
sightly portion of the ground will be dedi-
cated to the city for a park. No expense
will be spared to make this the garden spot
of Montana.

The following parties have already pur-
chased land in this addition and contracted
with Wallace & Thornburg to build for
them modern and elegant residences: John
B. Clayberg, Gen. George O. Eaton, Hon.
Horace R. Buck, Hon. William H. DeWitt,
W. D. Wheeler, James B. Wells. Hon.
Thomas C. Bach, Hon. John S. Tooker. E.
N. Harwood, George H. Hill, John V.
Jerome, E. W. Knight, Jr., W. J. Brad-
shaw, Herbert Nicholson, Robert Sale Hill.
All these buildmings are to be finished within
six months.

It is safe to predict that within one year
this new addition will be the most beautiful
and popular residence portion of the city.
It is estimated that fifty residences, costing
at least $250,000, will be erected on this ad-
dition during 1890. Thus work will be given
to a small army of carpenters, masons and
laborers.

It is not generally understood how near
this tract of land is to the center of our city.
By actual measurement the nearest point of
this Loekey-Corbin tract is as near to the
court house as the East Side school and the
most distant point is considerably nearer
than the nearest point of the Bradford ad-
dition.

The great thoroughfare to this addition
will be Broadway. and nothing hinders this
becoming a good business street except the
steep grade. Without great expense there
could be a cut made extending from War-
ren street to Davis street that would reduce
this grade 40 per cent.

This improvement would double the price
of property on both sides of the street. At
present the court house sets several feet
lower than the street and the benefit of low
ering Broadway to this building alone would
pay for the entire expense of the work.

We are also assured that if this cut were
made several capitalists still pledge them-
selves to expend this year at least $75,000 in
business blocks.

This new east side addition will bring at
least $350,000 cash in our city within the
next few months, and there are other deals
that will probably be consummated with
these Denver capitalists. These Denver
people have great confidence in the growth
and success of our city, and express consid-
erable disgust with some of our old-timers
whom they have met, who seem to be doing
all in their power to make the outside
world believe that Helena is an over-
boomed city. It is reported that one of our
prominent Helena merchants, in a western-
bound train, a few weeks ago, publicly de-
clared that Helena was having a great
boom, and that there was no question in
his mind but that property could be pur-
chased three years hence at a less price
than it could be bought to-day. A Denver
man who heard the conversation and who
had put considerable money in our city
made our merchant feel cheap by offering
to put up $215,000 cash if he would give
him a bond to deliver a half
million dollars worth of Helena property
three years hence at the price of to-day.
If our city succeeds and grows we must
stand up for it and advertise it at homeand
abroad. These Denver capitalists purchas-
ing in our city is a good omen. They fore-
see that Helena will grow as Denver has,
and it is a fact that our city has every ele-
ment to produce growth and prosperity that
Denver had about fifteen years ago, when it
was about the size of Heleno to-doy.

Quite an effort has been made the past
week by several of our real estatg men to
sell visiting capitalists certain farms north
of the city. The effort has been unsuc-
cessful, as the securing of options in the
valley has aroused the farmers to believe
that their lands were very valuable and in-
duced them to put such pices upon the
properties as rendered them unsalable.
'his system of long-time options is a dis-

advantage to both the seller and the buyer
and the experience of the past week teaches
us that it is liable to drive capital elsewhere
that should be invested in our city.

Mr. Floyd-Jones--Have been very busy
during the last week closing up sale of the
Potts ranch. This sale amounted to $52,-
500. In this connection it is interesting to
note that I was offered this property and
almost as much more land as it now con-
tains three years ago for $12.000. Also
closing up sales of Helena avenue property
amounting to $11,000, and some small acre
tracts on the east side during week; sales
of 50 feet on Helena for $6.375; a block of
lots in the Syndicate addition. $11,000; two
lots in same addit ion. $600; block of lots in
Fairmount park. $3,.000.

I have made a Ie of a piece of business
property for $30.000. the details of which
are not ready for publication.

Steele & Co.-Have done a very satis-
factory business during the week just past,
and report a very good month. The prin-
cipal activity has been in McLean park,
which is deservedly growing in favor, as it
is the cheapest outside property now on the
market. Prices here are very low as com-
pared with adjacent properties, and during
the past month it has sold very rapidly.

John S. M. Neill sold 370 acres of ground
on Montana avenue during the week for

45,000. The property lien adjacent to the
Wesleyan Umniversity and is a splendid
piece of ground, as level as a floor, and
occup g a very sightly position, with the
Prickly Pear valley lying to the north and
east. It was formerly known as the Parent
ranch. Three-fourths of this ground is
owned in Helena and one-fourth in Wil-
mington, Delaware. Mr. Neill stated that
as we now had a new library committee in
the council he hoped they would put up a
new library ilding to cot iQ0o0 to -$,

One-aof this sum could be secured
by popular suhsoriptieu. He hoped the

Chamber of Commerce would take some
definite action at the next meeting and get
down to business and begin the erection of
a building. An improvement badly needed
is a Northern Pacific depot. It would be a
good advertisement for Helena. and since
the officials of the road refuse to give us a
stop over privilege they can do no less than
build us a good depot. The committee on
streets and alleys would do well to look
over the city and see to the sidewalks.
There are many places where sidewalks are
needed and others that should be repaired.
No petitions are necessary to build side-
walks.

W. F. Cummins says: Wehave been very
busy this week and there is every indica-
tion of great activity very soon. Never has
he had so many inquiries about Montana or
her various investments as he has now.
Eastern and European capitalists are seek-
ing mines and real estate investments, and
Mr. Cummins says that most of his inquir-
ies are for large and expensive properties.
He has closed some small deals during the
week, one of four thousand dollars. and has
a number of large deals moving on, but as
large bodies move slowly it takes time. He
is in excellent spirits and is confident Hel-
ena will find 1890 her best year. He hopes
much from our new city council but thinks
breakers are in sight and trusts the wisdom
of our young mayor and aldermen will bring
them safely into the harbor. "Let us have
peace." Plant the improvements and in-
dustries, give us safe and capable men for
city officials and we will continue our on-
ward march.

Witherbee & Wheeler sold two lots on
Helena avenue for $5,600. They report in-
creased inquirv from the east and many
newcomers m the city seeking investment.
They have a trade in course of consumma-
tion for 160 acres of land in the valley.

B. W. S. Folk & Co. report business fair,
but the head of the firm, Mr. Folk, is so
absorbed in attending to his duties as city
treasurer that but little attention has been
paid to the business of real estate during
the past week.

J. P. Dodge & Co. are dealing largely in
mines as well as real estate. They find bu-
sines comparatively good with a brilliant
future ahead. The trade is picking up
daily.

John W. Thompson finds real estate in a
flourishing condition and predicts much
better times in the future. City property is
holding its own and it looks now as if the
population would be doubled within the
next two years.

E. S. French & Co. report a few small
sales. Mr. French has gone east on busi-
ness connected with the firm, and it is not
improbable that he will induce a good deal
of capital to invest in some of the valuable
real estate in his list.

J. R. Steele & Co. find trade fair, with
better prospects ahead than ever before.
They have sold a number of unimproved
lots for which there is a steady demand.

Wade & Motter consummated one of the
largest sales of the week in west side prop-
erty. The ground sold consisted of unim-
proved lots in Cannon's west side addition.
Twenty-seven lots were sold at the rate of
$23 per foot. They are sole agents for the
Cannon addition on the west side, which
adjoins the Hauser addition and is one of
the finest in the city. They report many
inquiries with a good many people coming
in with money to invest.

Carl Kleinschmidt sold some nice prop-
erty and finds business good. His sales
amounted to $6,500, improved property.
Property is held stiff and there is a slight
advance. Holders are rather inclined to
raise the price. Several options have been
called in by owners in order to advance the
price.

Wilson & Leslie report trade active with
many inquiries from all quarters. The
present fine weather is a big thing for real
estate men and they are "making hay while
the sun shines." They have some good
deals pending.

Armitage & Piatt are doing a fair business
and have made a number of small sales.
The business is picking up all the time and
the firm has several good trades pending.
Sales for the month amounted to over $100,-
000. They expect the greatest boom ever
had in Helena, this season.

Porter, Muth & Cox report the week a
good one from a business standpoint and
outlook better than ever. They made a
number of sales during the week in the dif-
ferent additions controlled by them and are
confident of a brilliant future for Helena.

DeLacy, Loeb & Co. find the real estate
trade in excellent condition with steady
sales and more capital coming in from the
east.
