Unveiling of the Hendricks Monu-
ment Yesterday with Im-

pressive Oeremonles.

The Oecmfson Notable for the Distin-
guished Gentlemen in Attendamee-

Senator Turple's Ovation.

INDIxAAPOIus, July 1.--T day for un-
veiling of the Hendricks ment dawned
clear and hot, but with 1•/d breeze blow-
ing, and the earliest trains began to pour
crowds into the city, and it was 'early ap-
parent that the crowd would be the largest
ever assembled in Indianapolise Governor
Campbell. of Ohio, and party, Governor
Hill and party, of New York, arrived yes-
terday, and among the early arrivals to-
day is Governor Francis, of Missouri.
About every civil and military organization
in Indiana and many from Ohio, Illinois,
Kentucky and Missouri are represented.
The movement which culminated
to-day in the unveiling by Mrs.
Hendricks of the monument to her dead
husband, was a non-partisan one, which
had its inception on Dec. 7. 1885, at a meet-
ing of the representative citizens of Indi-
anapolis of all parties. The monument
stands on the southeast corner of the capi-
tol grounds.

The parade formed at 1 o'clock and was
composed of civic and military organiza-
tions. The governors of Ohio Indiana,
New York and Missouri, and their staffs,
and many notable public men were present.
The procession, a mile and a half long,
moved over its course. At 2 o'clock Gov-
ernor Hovey called the assemblage around
the monument to order, and the final exer-
rises of unveiling was begun.

At the monument an amphitheater has
been erected for the distinguirhed guests
and chorus of 1,000 school children. The
exercises were opened by a patriotic song by
this chorus. Gov. Hover then made a brief
speech of welcome. Judge Rand,
president of the Hendricks Monument As-
sociation, briefly reviewed the history of
the monument, and Rev. Dean Jenckes of
St. Paul's Episcopal church, invoked divine
blessing. General Sickles of New York,
was then led forward, and on behalf of Tam-
many hall presented to Mrs. Hendricks
a handsome memorial wreath, accompany-
ing the presentation with a brief speech,
enlogic of,the dead statesman. Mrs. Hen-
dricks. who was attired in deep black and
wore a long mourning veil, stepped for-
ward, 'and with a deep bow and
a few words, which were drowned
in the noise of the crowd endeavor-
ing to catch a glimpse of
the honored woman, accepted the me-
morial. Judge Rand then took Mrs. Hen-
dricks' arm and escorted her to the base of
the monument where she drew the veil of
national colors from the bronze figure of
her husband, amid the shouts of the vast
throng and the booming of cannon. An
ode by James Whitcomb Riley was
read and Senator Turpie then delivered the
oration of the day. At the conclusion
of his address brief remarks were, made by
Governors Hill. Francis and Campbell.
After benediction by Bishop Chatard the
assemblage dispersed.

Letters of regret were received from Pres-
ident Harrison, who said public duties
would present his attendance; from
General Sherman, who said his
previous engagemants for July
would preclude his attendance.,
and from ex-President Cleveland, who said
in part: "It is useless, I hope, to assure you
of the satisfaction it would afford me to
testify my respect and affection for your
distinguished fellow-townsman by joining
those who will gather to honor
his memory on the occasion you
contemplate. His eminent public services
and his faithful discharge of many and im-
portant official duties, render the commem-
oration of his public and private virtue
most fitting and proper. I sincerely regret
that a positive engagement for the day ap
pofited makes it impossible for me to ac-
cept your invitation."

In the course of his remarks Senator Tur-
pie gave a running review of Mr. Hen-
dricks' life, and, concerning his position
during the civil war, referred to a letter
Hendricks wrote to some of his constituents
in the first month of the war, in which he
said in part that he regarded it as the
duty of citizens of Indiana to respect and
maintain the authority of the general gov-
ernment and give honest and earnest anu-
port to the prosecution of war until, in the
providence of God, it may be
brought to an honorable conclusion, and
the blessings of peace be restored to the
country, postponing until that time all coh-
troversy relating to the causes and respon-
sibilities therefor. Of the same tenor,
added Turpie, were his numerous addresses
to the people in the political campaign of
'62, which immediately preceded his
election to the senate. During his
term as senator he constantly
acted and voted in aid of the government
on every measure looking to the suppress-
ion of armed insurrection, always reserving
the right to freely discuss the civil policy
of the administration. Speaking of the
reconstruction period1  Purple said Mr.
Hendrickstook his positionin these words:
"I desire this to be a union in
form under the constitution, and in
fadt by the harmony of the people of
the north and south. I deny that at the
close of the war there were no state gov-
ernments in the southern states. The con-
stitution of a state once admitted becomes
a part of the national comnact. I deny thatKte people of that state have the right to
destroy its government and thus cease to be
within the Union. I deny that convention,
legislature or any other assembly whatever
can voluntarily terminate the existence
of their state government and thus cut off
their connections with the federal union."

SThis doctrine, said Turpie, from the very
day and hour of its utterance, was rejected
with every epithet of reproach. It was
beaten, submerged by large majorities in
both houses of congress, deoried as an un-
constitutional surrender to the enemy.
Hendricks lived to see this princinle, once
so much denounced, universally approted*
to see this policy of reconstruction adopted
and the corresponding shaping Of all
legislation upon the subject, and
ultimately to behold these tenets
sanctioned and declared to be the law
of the land by its highest tribunal, the su-
preme court of the United States. If Web-
ster be styled the expounder of the consti-
tution-the old constitution, with its half
truths and compromiedupon a subject but
unntmed therein--Hendrics may be as
jestly called the expounder ot the new. If
one is known agthe constitution•it thbeother
will be known as the recontitatioit of
his age, the tree interpreter of the oesutita-
tion revised and amended.

YESTERDAY IN CONGRESS,

WAsanemoTo, July L--The house resumed
consideration of the federal election bill,
the pending amendment being that offered
by Lehlbach, providing that the chief an-
pervisor of election for each judicial dis-
trict in the United States shall take such
action as is requisite to secure such super-
vision in every congressional district as is
provided by the laws of the United States.
Considerable discussion followed. Hill, of
Illiaois, satirically twitted the democrats
for denouncing the bill, and then rushing
pell mell in support of the proposition
which made the provisions of the measure
compulsory instead of voluntary. Stone,
of Missouri, made a constitutional argu-
ment against the bill. The men who,
thirty years ago, with rifles and hands,
sought to destroy the autonomy of the na-
tion were zo more guilty of high treason
than were the men assembled under the
marble arches and bulging dome of this
capitol, who were seeking and plotting to
destroy the autonomy of the states.
Lehibach's amendment was rejected-yeas
132, nays 188.

Lodge offered an amendment providing
that as soon as the certificate of the board
is made public any person who was a can-
didate for election may, by motion before
the United States ciruomit court having juris-
diction in the district, contest the correct-
nes of the certificate made by the board
and demand an examination and comple-
tion of the returns, and the returning
officers shall produce before the circuit
court all returns, reports, tickets and all
evidence on which it acted in advance in
awarding certificates; the circuit court
shall thereupon determine and certify the
person shown entitled to a certificate. Also
an amendment providing that if there be
an appeal from the decision of the United
States board of canvassers to the circuit
court, the clerk of the house shall place on
the rolls as representative-elect the name of
the person certified by the said court as en-
titled to the seat. Both the amendments
were agreed to.

In the sanate the bill to authorize the
leasing of school lands in the territory of
Oklahoma for the benefit of public schools
was passed, A bill introduced by Morgan
was referred to the committee on public
lands, "providing that no .person shall
enter any public lands of the United States
in Wyoming, under the homestead and
other laws, who is a bigamist or polyga-
mist, or who teaches, counsels, aids or en-
courages others to enter into bigamy or po-
lygamy, or who is a mem-
ber of any association that
teaches polygamy." Dawes, from the con-
ference committee on the legislative appro-
priation bill, reported that the committee
was unable to agree. If the senate, he said,
asked further conference, he desired it be
entrusted to other hands. The senate in-
sisted, and new conferees appointed. Con-
ference was ordered on the agricnltural ap-
propriation bill. Consideration of the bill
for the admission of Idaho as a state was
resumed. Vance addressed the senate in
opposition. At the conclusion of Vance's
speech the Idaho admission bill was passed
without division. A message from the
house announcing that it had resolved to
adhere to its disagreements to the legisla-
tive bill was presented by Dawes, 'of the
conference committ3e, who stated
that the 'house declined - to confer
further. After a long discussion
the senate refused to recede from its
amendments by a vote of 24 to 19. The re-
sult of this is that unless either the senate
or house backs down the legislative appro-
priation bill.fails, and a nqw bill will have
to be reported and go through the mill. A
motion to reconsider the vote of the senate,
however, was made by Hiscock and entered.
Reacan addressed the senate in favor of
the bill introduced by him to prevent the
transportation of merchandise in bond
through the ports and territory of the
United States into Mexico, and to restore
that privilege whenever the free zone be-
tween the two countries is abolished. At
the close of the speech the senate went into
executive session and soon adjourned.

SELECTING A SITE.

The World's Fair Commissioners Wrest-
ling With the Problem.

Cmocao. July 1.-The World's fair na
tional commissioners met again this morn-
ing. On motion of Commissioner Massey, of
Delaware, a resolution was passed for the
appointment of a special committee of six
to report upon the rights, duties and powers
of the commission under the act of con-
gress. A resolution by Strong, of Tennes-
see, that the compensation of members of
the women auxiliary board be fixed at $6 per
day, the same as commissioners, was re-
ferred to a committee. On motion of Com-
missioner Lindsday, of Kentucky, President
Palmer was made a member and ex-officia
chairman of the executive committee.
Ferry, of Utah, and Ryan, of Dakota, ex-
pressed themselves rather earnestly on the
subject of delay on the part of the local
directors in selecting a site. After recess
the committee appointed to look into the
finances of the local organization reported
that it had found the funds all right. At
this juncture the committee appointed by
the local board of directors appeared and
made a formal tender of the joint sites of
the Lake Front and Jackson Park as ex-
plained elsewhere in these dispatches.

Director Gage made an argument in favor
of acceptance by the committee and after
some debate it was made a special order for
to-morrow morning. The commissioners
spent the afternoon at the Washington
Park races and this evening visited Bar-
num's circus.

In Court Already.
CmcAco, July 1.-The local board of

directors of the World's Fair, by a unani-
mous vote, decided, subject to the approval
of the national commission, to hold the
fair on the lake front and at Jackson park.
The deputy sherif served upon Chairman
Gage a notice of the injunction issued at
the suit of certain abutting property
owners on the lake front, restraining the
board from proceeding to occupy that
ground for the World's Fair purposes.

Thinks There was Bribery.

BosTox. July L--In the house to-day Re-
presentative Gould introduced a substitute
resolution for the report of the bribery
committee. It declares, in part, that the
West End company's system of influence is
unparalleled in the history of legislation,
in the violation of law and subversive of all
honest legislation; that the evicence
showed that the company paid in the ag-
gregate $40,000; that no legislation, predi-
cated upon such influence, can be enacted
without making every member who votes
for it a party to the corruption. A hot de-
bate followed and the house finally
adopted the committee report. 134 to 61.

BollerMakers in Convention.
Naw Yoax, July 1.--The first annual

meeting of the American Boiler Manufact-
urers' Associ4tion of the United States and
Canada opened its session this morning,
delegates representing nearly every section
of the states and Canada being present.
On the matter of the uniformity of state
inspection laws the sense of the meeting
has that spsshoboud be taken klag to
harmonizing existin stite laws and also
with those of the nasu al government.

The
dramatic interest of "A Silent Battle," as
the play is called, is very strong, and parts
of it are particularly well balanced. Al-
though the two most notable characters are
perhaps Agatha and Mercedes, allotted re-
spectively to Mrs. Tree and Miss Julia
Neilson, Mr. Tree will have a part which is
essentially fitted to display his peculiar tal-
ent. It goes without saying that "A Silent
Battle" is a play of very high order. The
fact that Mr. Tree undertakes its produc-
tion is sufficient guarantee of this. The
famous actor-manager of the Haymarket
will make a professional visit to the United
States during the season of 1891-2.

Mr. and Mrs. Kendal will begin their next
American engagement m New York on Oo
tober 18 at the Fifth Avenue theatre with
"The Squire." This piece was Pinero's
first important success. He wrote it for the
Kendals and it has always been considered
one of the best plays in their repertoire.

Fanny Davenport writes that she can
safely promise the American public a grand
dramatic novelty in the early fall in her
production of Sardon's "Cleopatra." She
says: "Although the play follows history
in its love story, the novel situations, de-
nouements,,incidents and marvels are so
new that no one can fail to applaud a writer
who can in so thoroughly legitimate, hu-
mane and unconventional a manner follow
and give interest to so hackneyed a subject.
The scenes are dreams, the costuming be-
wildering, the language sublime. I think
the entire literary world will admit with
me that Sardon's 'Cleopatra' will add an-
other legitimate play to the dramatic li-
brary. "

Daly's company continues to do big busi-
ness, as it onght, for it is by long odds the
best show in London.

Rivaling Reed's Regime.
RoME, July 1.-There was a great

uproar in the deputies to-day on
theoccasion of the second reading
of the bill regarding the municipal
council. Signors Inbrinani and Rivotti
complained that the government stifled de-
bate and Rivotti resigned his seat amid
great excitement. Premier Crispi moved
that the house elect a committee on the bill
to-morrow and a government supporter be-
gan the advocacy of the proposed commit-
tee. The opponents raised such a row over
this that the sitting was suspended. When
the house met again Inbrinani attempted
to continue the reading of the list but the
uproar was renewed and the chamber ad-
journed.

Sort of a Donnybrook Time.
LoNDON, July 1.-The, striking employes

at the Leeds gas works had a serious con-
flict to-day with a force of policemen who
were endeavoring to prevent disorder. The
strikers used stones, sticks, and bottles as
weapons, and the officers were indiscrimi-
nate in the use of their batons. Many of
both sides were injured. In the evening
troops were summoned from York. On
their arrival the mob pelted them with
stones and the soldiers charged the crowd.
One magistrate and many soldiers, poholice-
men and civilianswere injured. The black-
legs finally deserted the gas works.

No Retaliatory Tarifl.
Branra, July 1.-Semi-official denial is

made here of the statement published yes-
terday to the effect that the powers of con-
tinental Europe, headed by Germany. had
agreed to establish mutual repressure tar-
iffs against American imports if the Mc-
Kinley bill, now pending before the Ameri-
can congress, becomes a law. Germany has
taken no steps to counteract any possible
injury to her American trade by the enact-
ment of the McKinley bill.

Skipper of the Inflexible.
LoNDon, July 1.-Captain Kane, formerly

in command of the British man-of-war
Calliope, has been appointed 'captain of the
Inflexible. A telegram has been received
announcing that the life boat Storm King
which sailed from here to Cape Town, and
from the latter place to Albany, West Aus-
tralia, has completed her long voyage in
safety. She arrived at Albany to-day.

Never Happens in Montana.
LomDoN, July 1.-The Times to-day pub-

lishes an article attributing the blunder of
yesterday in announcing that the National
Bank of Buenos Ayres had suspended pay-
ment, insteadof having suspended payment
of the quarterly dividend, to the errors in
punctuating the cable despatch. The
Times expresses much regret that the mis-
statement caused alarm m the stock mar-
ket.

Ate Pickled Mussels.
Duoar, July 1.-The wife and four young

children of James O'Connor, of the editor-
ial staff of United Ireland, have been fa-
tally poisoned at 8ea Point. the watering
place min County Dublin, by eating pickled
muels.

Prospective Appointees for the
New Land Ofboes at Lewis-

town and Missoula

J. B. Walker Calls on Russell's Pa to Ex-
plain the Late Lamented

Herald Editorials.

WA•BRIGTOw, July 1.-[Special.-It il pos-
pible that there will be two Fourth of July
states this year, as with a little activity in
agreeing to a slight amendment in the
Wyoming bill, that one and the Idaho will
be ready for the president's signature by
that time, and the president, it is said, has
an appreciation of sentiment that would
lead him to sign the bills on that day if he
could properly do so. Idaho had an easy
time of it at the hands of the senate. The
democrats exhausted their objections when
the Wyoming bill was under discussion
last week and it was as easy a thing for
Idaho to come in as going down
a toboggan slide. Senator Cullom was
in the chair when the bill came up to-day.
Its title was read, and Mr. Cullom repeated
the usual formula for bills unobjected to,
and on which no one wants to make a
speech. Nobody objected to the third
readiiig and engrossment, and no argu-
ments were presented. The title was read
for the last time, and Mr. Cullom said:
"Shall the bill pass? Senators in the af-
firmative will say 'aye;' senators in the
negative will say 'no.' " The strong voice
of Mr. Edmunds, as he said "aye," was all
the response, and so the bill was passed,
without a roll-call or a single vote.

The appointments for the new land
offices in Missoula and Lewistown,
Mont., will probably be made in
a few days. Charles W. Cook.
of Lewistown, is booked for register, and
Charles H. Bird, of Lewiston, for receiver
at the Lewiston office. John Anderson, of
Missoula, will be made register of the office
inhis town, and John B. Catlin, who re-
odntly resigned as agent for the Blackfeet,
will be made receiver. It is believed that
Catlin resigned the Indian agency because
theland office is abetter paying position. It
is quite likely that George Steele, of Sun
River, will succeed Catlin as Indian agent.
James B.Walker,candidate for postmaster at
Helena, called on the president to-day, but
it is not recorded that he received very
much comfort from the visit.

A decision in the case involving the val-
sable-tract otland in gAppse falla tor-
merlyoseupled bhy the Indian Enoch, is ex-
pected in a few days. Several papers, In-
cluding an affidavit made by Enoch, have
been filed with the department of the
interior since the hearing about a month
ago. Assistant Secretary Chandler said to-
day that the decision had been prepared
once, but other points came up which
caused some delay. Gen. Shields, attorney
for the department, who heard the case
with Mr. Chandler, is now out of the city.
and the assistant secretary will wait until
his return before making his final decision.
It will probably be given in a week, Mr.
Chandler said. Representative Wilson has
had C. G. Chase appointed pension exam-
iner at Montesana, Wash. Ellensburgh,
Wash., was not satisfied with the figures of
the census enumerators, and made com-
plaint to the delegation in congress. A
new count has been ordered. Senator
Squire, who has been absent in New York
with an investigating committee, is back
in the senate, and voted for the admission
of Idaho to-day.

Senators Casey, Moody, Allen and Col.
Sanders, representing North Dakota, South
Dakota, Washington and Montana, will go
before the committee on appropriations to-
morrow and urge the recommendation of
the public lands committee that $500,000 be
added to the sundry civil" bills for
surveying lands in the new states. It is be-
lieved the committee will accept the amend-
ment. In this connection Senator Paddock
to-day reported from the committee on
public lands a recommendation for an
amendment to the sundry civil bill,
cutting down the amount in the house bill
for an irrigation survey from $820,000 to
$220,000, the five hundred thousand saved
here to be applied to the land surveys in
the new states. This amendment also con-
tains a provision that the act of 1888, with-
drawing arid land from settlement, shall be
construed to mean only such lands as are
needed for reservoir sites and canals. The
construction placed upon the law at present
withdraws all lands west of the one hmn-
dredth meridian to the Cascade mountains,
and all the western people have objected to
theconstruction of the law. It is feared
that Edmunds may make a point of order
against the proposed legislation, but in any
event there will be a lively fiAht in the sen-
ate upon the proposition. Director Powell
will not only make a strong fight to retain
control of the lands, but fight hard for the
five hundred thousand which it is proposed
to deprive him of, but there is a growing
conviction that the geological survey has
become a fungus on the government, ab-
sorbing a large amount of money with very
little return.

To Quiet Title.
WAsmiorTox, July 2.-The president to-

day transmitted to congress the correspond-
ence between the department of state and
the Mexican government, concerning the
right of certain Mexican citizens to have
their claims to lands in Arizona and New
Mexico, ceded to the United States by treaty,
adjusted and confirmed. The UnitedStates,
says the president, owes a duty to Mexico
to confirm to her citizens those valid grants
that were saved b treaty, d the

just cause of complaint. The atire om-
munity where these claims eist s, anin-
deuall our people, are interested in an
e.rly and final settlement of them.

ORIGINAL PACKAGUE.

Representative Adams Vigoreasly D8S.
seats From the Majority.

WAsmnerox, July 1. - Bepresentative
Adams, of Illinois, to-day submitted a
minority report dissenting from the views
of the majority of the committee on
judiciary upon the bill intended as a substi-
tute for the senate original package bill.
To surrender the exeroise of the power of
congrees to regulate commerce to the legis-
latures of several states, the report argued,
is to defeat the main purpose of its
creation. This is the vice
the senate bill. It is tenfold
the vice of the substitute. It tends to undo'
the most important work that was done
when the Union was formed. Congremscat
define the original package in which intoxi-
eating liquors can be imported into a state.
Such legslative definition would at once
render impossible the establishment of so-
called original package saloons, the only:
serious evil which can possibly arise out of
the recent decision of the supreme court.

Capital Notes.
A meeting of the conferees on the silver

bill is called for to-morrow. The navy de-
partment has issued a circular inviting pro-
posals for building three 8,500-ton coast
line battle-ships to cost, exclusive of arm-
ament, not more than $4,000,000 eaoh.
Proposals may be under two classes: For
the construction of the whole vessel ac-
cording to department plans and speoifiac-
tions; for the construction of either hulls
or machinery or both, according to plans
and speeificeattons to be submitted •y bid-
der.

The president has approved the naval ap-
propriation bills invalid pension appropria-
tion bill, postoffice appropriation bill,.an4
the joint resolution providing temporarily
for expenditures of the government.

HILL TO TEI HOOSIIERS

The Distlagulshed New Yorker Addresses
the Hendricks CItb.

INDANAPrOLrs, July 1.--Governor Hill, of
New York, addressed the Hendricks club
to-night. He said this was an of-year from
a political standpoint, but nevertheless the
next election would be one of the most im-
portant ever held in Indiana. He did not
believe the law-abiding people of this coun-
try would submit to further outrages
of the kind being perpetrated by the repub-
lican congress. Gov. Hill stated that the
republicans were preparing now to spring a
fraudulent census on the country. It was
especially intended by republicans to dis-3riminate against southern states in order
to further their ends. Discussing the tariff
question the speaker said the demoorats
were not free traders. They simply
favored an equitable revision of
the present excessive tariff on
the necessaries of life. The
democratic party's stand on the tariff could
not but commend itself to the people. ie-
publican bloody shirt campaigns were re-
ferred to as contemptible. The distin-
guished visitor closed with the declaration
that democratic success was assured
throughout the country if the adherents to
that party would keep Indiana in the
column whera she belonged.

TILL THE LAST DAY.
The Dust or Ashes of the Entombed Dun-

bar Miners Must Remain.
DuwBan, July 1.-Fifteen and one-half

days have elapsed since the flash of gas set
fire to the Farm Hill mine. Hope and work
were abandoned this evening at 6 o'clock
and the dust or ashes of the thirty-one im-
prisoned men may rest beneath Dunbar
hill till the last day shall come. It is
because the men could work no more.
After being driven from the mine by
smoke and black damp this morning twen-
ty-one brave men resolved to make
one more attempt to rescue their comrades
and at 2 o'clock they again entered the
burning pit. Three of the party returned
to within a few hundred yards of the burn-
ing subterranean fire and satisfied them-
selves that the men were dead and that
further search was useless. The stenohof
burning human flesh sickened them, but
they visited nine places where the men were
known to be at work. Two dinner paila
were found with dinners untonohed
and two coats. The pioks ad
shovels were all lying just as
a man would leave them as he started on a
ran for his life. Otherwise no traces of the
men could be found. While prosecuting
the search further the resoners ran into a
dgnse cloud of black damp. which putout
