Naw Yoma Aug. 4.-The Tribue. anys
that a gentlemen now living here, who has
spent much time in Central America, wan
shooked beyond measure when told of
GaI. ivas' death. He said: "The most
honest sand fearless of popular leaders in
Salvador was Gen. Jose Maria rivas.
He was governor of the state of Cusoatlan.
Rives' army was four thousand strong.
Every soldier was a fatalist. They hate the
Guatemalans. If Rivas had been supplied
with muskets he could lead every man and
wo-nan of the mountains and valleys of

auzsoatlan in a war with Guatemala to vio-
oryor death. It is a war ofraces rather

than of states. The yellow Aztee fights the
red Indians and Spaniards of Guatemala,
and God knows, the Aztecs have reason to
abhor the Guatemalans.

"Rivas led the army that slew Barrios,
the Guatemalan hero president, as he was
termed. Rives made Menendes, recently
assassinated, president of Salvador. Rivas
was of gigantic size, sixty-five years of age,
having a strain of Aztec blood in his veins.
His manner and bearing at the head of his
battalions was kingly as his courage was
dauntless and his strength enormous. He
was most generous and loved his people.

"I know nothing of Ezeta. the actng-
preident of Salvador, but I do know that
Rivashated the proposed Central American
Union, and to this extent and no fuarther
differed from the late President Menendez.
I once visited Rivas with Menendez and
heard their discussion of the question.

ivaes, Menendea and fifty more of Iivas'
friends and soldiers slept one night on the
white sandy shore of LakeHopango, almost
within the confines of RBvas capital
Rivas then said that Guatemala might some
doay overn Salvador by the state of Cuz-
catlan. -

"ne was asanwgm se aoorway or rese-
ident Menendez's house in his capital, San
Salvador, when a Guatemalan force, sup-
ported, it was supposed, by the Mexican
army, threatened the capital. The people
were frightened. Menendez's army was
only 260 0trong. He confessed that he was
almost at his wits' ends. He was about to
appeal to the United States that his people
might eseape butchery and their wives and
daughters a worse fate at the hands of the
savages of Guatemala. Then it 'was that
from three to five thousand Aztec market
women came in a body to the President,

aThe sun had not set befo 3;000 A wttb

were armed and ready to die for Salvador.
The Guatemalan spies told the story across
the confines of coterminous republics and
Barillas's soldiers vanished.

"Let me add that Barillas, the usurper
and tyrant of Guatemala, is hardly better
than Zaldivar, the monstrous robber and
traitor who sold Salvador to Barrios but
failed because of the devotion and courage
of Bivas to deliver the little republio to the
purchaser. This man Zaldivar, through one
Moran and through Barillas, as now seek-
in to recover possesion of Salvador and
it a possible that iivas was forced bY this
fact to apparent co-operation with sEzeta,
who is a usurper and an adventurer. But
this one fact is Axed, that if Rivas had lived
the Central American union would no more
have been possible than desirable, and
easta would have been compelled to restore

the republic. Rivas was the real master of
Salvador and he was as honest as he was
fearless and eapable."
