FOREST DESTRUCTION,

be put it fores, and the poseibilities of
a continuation of the breed minimized,

Germany has o magnificent ehowing,
the result of compulsery education, as
mny be seen from recent statistios of
the militery depurtment. For the year
1890-01, but few of the reoruita are
illiterates, This ia true even of the
eastern provinoes of Prussia, where ths
sparsely sottled condition of the Polish
populntion mnkes it excesdingly difficult
to enforce the law. In Ilast Pruseis,
since 1880, the number of [literate
rocruite has fallen from 7.02 per cent. to
24D per cent; in West Prussia, from
5.76 to 3.2¢; Posen, from 951 to 3; Sile-
sin, from 2,28 to 084, Bven nine yenrs
ago the other provinees of Prussia had a
better showing than thess we have
mentioned, but even their small margin
is rapidly disappenring. Westphalla has
decreased from 0.0 per cent. to 001;

ests, The governor thinks the railrond
companies ghould be compelled to take |
precautions against the seprend of fire
from locomotives on their right of way,
and he is unquestionsbly right. Self
preservation ought to impel these cor-
porations not only to such action but to
enter upon broad and comprehensive
systems of forest oulture, If iron does
not supplant wood for railroad ties a
very serious problem will confrent our
railroad companies in a few years. A
recent government report on the von-
sumption of our forests by railroads con-
taine gome startling figurea, It shows
that 73,000,000 ties are annually needed
for new construetion and renewals by
the roads of the United States, which is
equivalent to about 365,000,000 eubie
fest of raw material. The various woods
are eetimated to be used in about the
following proportions: Oal, 45,000,000;
cheatont, 3,500,000; pine, 12,500,000;
red, white and California cedar, 5,000
000; hemlock and tamarnck, 2,500,000
cypress, 1,500,000; redwood, 2.500,000;
other kinds, 5H00,000. Thus osk fur-
nishes about 60 per cent. of the supply.
and not only from choice trees mainly,
‘but from the young growth, which may
make one tie to the tres or one te the
cut. For bridge snd trestle work G0,
Q00,00 cubic fest of eawed material may
be added to tlie requirement, eo that a
total of 500,000,000 cubie feet of wood in
the shape of round timber for railroad
purposes peems to be a ressonable esti-
mate of the annual consumption. This
requires tha culling of the best timber
from probably more than 1,000,000 acres
of natural forest lands, and to furnish
this amount continually it is caleulated
that not less than 10,000,000 to 15,000,000 |
neres of well-managed forest would bo
required, or with the present absencve of
management the area to be reserved for |
the purpose would have to exceed I0,-
(02,00 acres, or more than 10 per cent.
of the present forest area of the country.

Chief Fernow, of the Forestry division,
recommends the establishment of ex-
perimental tree plantations, to settle, as
fur as possible, the various questions re-
garding forest planting upon which the
opinions of gattlers differ so greatly.
The chief proposes, in his annnal report, |
to seel the co-operation of the experi-|
mental stations now existing in the tree-
less regions, and that of private individ-
uals who can offer spécial facilities, in
order to establish experimental atations
upon & uniform and centrally directed
plan, while it would also be desirable to
eselk the co-operation of the authorities
haviog charge of the military reserva-
tions in the west, for a similar purpose,
Trom guch stations it would eventually
ba possible to distribute plant material,
a8 has been successfully done by the
Californin  sgricultural and forestry
stations and elgawhere. A desirable
expenditure in the same direction, Mr.
Fernow thinks, would be the establish-
ment of a national arboretum at Wash-
ington, for the purpose of collecting the
timber trees that can be acclimated hore,

The subject is one of vast importance
to the people of Montana, and our law-
makers should give it thoughtful and
intelligent study. The legislation recom-
mended by the governor should be im-
mediately enacted and should be follow-
by the adoption of & broad general policy,
a8 & result of further consideration,
which should bring us into working
harmony, if possible, with the plans of
the general government.
