The
change within the past year has been
almost magical, and the results are entirely
due to the indomitable energy and perse-
yersaee. q its ptrohbanta ap4, citizens, and
IB'`bikaail d'eree to railway ent'etplse.

-day Missoula is the centre of an exten-
ap railway system, its ribs of steel span-
jng the east, west, north 'and south-east

the commercial world, west to the great-
t lead-producing country in the world,

e eur d'Alene, and through the produo-
Ie fariing a41 mining ?'sections of
Setrn Montaanal to thu south, traversing

lbeautiful and fertile valley, the Bitter
t, and with the completion pt the MI--

alla & Northern to the north, into the
thead country, opening up one of the

r t and most productive sections in
Montana. This oity has'the advantage of
location, provided with an inexhaustible
water supply and outlets in all directions.

Missoula has had no "boom."
A& town cannot be built up on
"booms." The places where nature
hus planned great cities, there and there
alone will they become established. Nature
has thus endowed the Garden City. It oo-
ouples one of the most beautiful sites ever
prepared by nature for the development of
a large city. It is the only important city
between Helena and Spokane Falls, and
there is no other natural bite within 882
milts.

The Bitter Root ibthe only fruit-growing
vrlley in Montana and this fact alone tells
a true story of our mild climate. Enjoy-
ing the invigorating air and inspiring
mountain scenery and having in that same
piase all the fnuits that grow in the eastern
states, except the peach. it is a region that
comes about as near being an earthly para-
dise, so far as climate is concerned, as any
spot in this broad land.

The real estate market for the past month,
while perhaps not wild enough to suit"a
professional boomer, has evolved one grati-
Tying feature, which is a tendency towards
bona fde and substuntial purchasers.
There have been at times complaints heard
that prices of Missoula realty are too high.
There have been no reduction in values and
this alone is conclusive proof that the con
idence in the natural growth of the city
is retained. The fact of the matter is, that
considering the resources of the country
tributary to Missoula. many of which are
still awaiting development, property is not
toe high and in many parts of the city it is
cheap enough to be considered what in the
parlance of real estate men is termed a
"snip" to the purchaser.

In the mountains which fence in Missoula
county hundreds and hundreds of mineral
locations have been taken up which promise
to prove great and valuable mines in the
near future. The Flat Creek, Mineral Hill,
COrlew, Fisher Creek, Thompson Falls and
Clark's Fork sections have been as yet but
little explored, though such valuable mines
as the Curlew, Iron Mountain, West Iron
Mountain 0. R. & N., Buckeye, Little
Pillsburg, Little Anaconda, Maggie and
other valuable properties are now being
rapidly developed. The prospectors with
their picks, shovels and caynses are amid
Missoula's mountains and hills in every di-
rection and the discoveries of these pros-
pectors will bring to the county naturally
the capitalist and the speculator.

What this city wants and it wants soon,
is a smelter and reduction works. With
the completion of the Missoula & t eur
d'Alene railroad to Wallace, Idaho, Misson-
la has become the nearest central location
for the furnishing of merchandise and sup-
plies for the largest lead producing section
of the west. Situated as it is, with these
great lead fields on one side and surrounded
on all sides by mining districts producing
enormous quantities of dry ores of every
description, and with abundant fuel and
muxes on the surrounding hills and mount-
ains it offers a smelting plant the very best
advantages, and that such a plant would be
suecessful here there can be no question.
Mining men say that with plenty of lead a
smelter can be placed upon a paying basis.
No known mining region is as well supplied
with this character of ores as is the coun-
try surroundine this city.

e small part or Miseoula ' interests is
the railroad shops, round houses and divi-
sion headquarters of the Northern Pacific.
T'he:e are some 460 men employed in vari-
ous vocations and $75,000 is monthly dis-
tributed among the employes cf the com-
pany residing here. The freight and pas-
benger repeipts at Missoula average $65,000
per month. The'tonuage handled at this
city last July was 22,752,473 pounds while
that of the east month, which is considered
a dull month in the yearran up to 15,577,204.
Trains are now running trl-weekly on the
Coeur D'Alene branch as far as St. Regis,
and from there on to Moscow they will run
daily. As soon as the weather pe mits con-
struetion trains will be put on this line. get-
ting it in shape and surfacing up the road so
that inside of six weeks the line will be
ready its entire length to Wallace, when it
is proposed to arrange a large excursion from
the Cceur D'Alene towns to Missoula, and
later on one from this city to Wallace, the
terminus of the road. The Helena local is
shortly to be run up the Bitter Root road to
its terminus, Grantsdale, placing the citi-
zens of the valley not only in daily railway
connection with Missoula, but also with Hel-
ena, Butte and other cities east of here.
The Missoula & Northern has through an act
of congress procured the right of way
through the Flathead reservation. The line
is now being surveyed and the graders will
soon be on the field. The new road will run
along the east bank of the Flathead lake and
river to Denmersville, traversing some of the
most picturesquescenery in Montana. Great
credit for our railway enterprise must he
given Col. S. G. Iamsey, superintendent of
the Rocky Mountain division, who has his
headquarters here, and has become one of
Missoula's most valued and esteemed citi-
zens. When Manager W. S. Mellen was
here on his recent tour of inspection he paid
a high tribute to Col. Itamsey's efficient
management and stated openly that the
Rooky Mountain division through his energy
and efficiency had become from one of the
poorest to the'best division on the system.

An item of great importance to Missoula
is the development of its water power in
the near future. The proposition is to
build a dam across the river at the month
of the canyon and take out a canal that
will reclaim 5,000 acres of land on the south
aide of the river, and to carry the canal be-
low the city and then on down to Grass
valley. It is estimated in this way that it
will reach 20.000 more acres, besides re-
claiming 25,000 acres of valuable farming
lands. It will also develop 20,000 horse
power to be used for manufacturing pur-
poses, and negotiations are now pending
with eastern capitalists for the establish-
ment of several manufacturing industries
to be consummated in the near future.

the growth of Missonla may be imagined
when is is stated that new buildings costing
$500,000 were erected here during the past
year. A year ago on the south side of the
river there were scarcely a half dozen small
cottages; to-day there are over 200 elegant
residences and homes dotted on the plain.
Nor does Missoula intend rest-
ing at this stage of its
pisperlty. iTe present year will be one of
astivity' n the bulding line. Greenough &
H2leon are erecting a three story business
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block on Main street at a cosat of $I 000,
which will contain seven stores. The Iig-
gins will erect a terrace to cost,$ 16,0t•.
John RBankin, on Front street. will erects
three story buildin to cost $ 000J . W.

n. Biekftord i dd tw stories to the
opera house and remodel the temple -o
insic and art throughout,, iving the Gr-
den Cityan opera hou worthy of a town
thrice il size. C. W. shilling will put up
a busiitbs'houe atasct of $lta000. J, Let-
ser one at $8,000, while Kline & Wilson oon-
template a large business building on Cedar
street. A public school building to coat
$45,000 is to be erected this' spring. ebs
Montana Commercial company is figuring
on one f the hknidso h est business blocks
in Montana, to be built at a cot of $t•O,-
000 on the half block Co. borf HRigins
arvenue and 'Pine street, and many other
smaller buildings and residenoea'too num-
erous to mention, are in contemplation.
A new first-class hotel is needed here.
With the oening' of the elegant
hoselry, the IMiasoula, it was sup-
posed that the hotel accommodations
of this city were fully sufficient.
However, the Florence, Miseola, the Rog-
ers, and all smaller hotels here are daily
crowded, and it is believed thatthe erection
of a large frst class hotel in this city would
be a fpaying investment.

The building of a new bridge across the
Missoula river, and a system of sewerage,
will depend upon the carrying of 190,000 of
bonds at the next city election. The bonds
are to bear 7 percent. interest, payable in
twenty and redeemable in ten years. A
great deal upon the carrying of these bonds
will depend upon the nominations made for
mayor and aldermen. If good, responsible
men are to handle the monevsto be laid out
for these needed imprrvementp the bonds
will carry; if not, they will, as at the last
city election, be defeated, and should they,
it will be a matter of regret to the progres-
sive element and to all citizens having Mis-
soula's wellfare at heart. Prominently as
candidates for mayor, are mentioned,
Frank G. Higgins, Judge Woody, Frank W.
McConnell, J. ,i. FairChild, Thor. C.
Marshall, 'Tom Greenough, John M.
Keith and E. A. Winstanly, either
of whom, aided by an honest and conserva-
tive board of aldermen, would land the
ship of prosperity safely to the shores of
Missoula's greatness.

The Valley National bank, in which Mar-
cus Daly, John T. Murphy, of Helena, and
several Missoula capitalists are interested,
with a capital of .200,000. will begin busi-
ness on June 1st. A. B. Cook is to be cash-
ier.

The county commissioners at their last
session granted to the citizens of the upper
Bitter Root valley a road to Mineral Hill,
which will connect with the Idaho road to
Shoup. This new road will be of great im-
portance and benefit to the owns in the
upper end of the valley and a great acquisi-
tion to the market of that section.

Mlissouls i still in the race for the state
university, and while it got left on the
proposition at the last session of the legis-
lative assembly, because it didn't get votes
enough, it has not given up hopes of having
the institution of learning located here.
The site is selected, and t is a beautiful
and commanding one on the south
side of the river at the
approach to Petty Canyon, and
commands an elegant view of the entire
surrounding rountry. The people of the
Garden City have determined that the
state university will be located here. They
claim that Missoula is entitled to it by
reason of its location and climate. There
are more university lands in Missoula
county than in any other section of the
state. In the Flathead country there are
two tracts of eight sections, and near
Stevensville there is another tract. Besides
this no place in the state can lay the claims
to the institution that Missoula can and no
town is more favorably and beautifully
situated.

Eastern capitalists have secured from
the city council the right of way through
all streets of the city and the franchise to
build and operate an electric railway. It is
understood the company will begin the con-
struction of the line as soon as spring
opens. This is another showing of the
city's prosperity, and to put it all in a nut-
shell, the prospects for becoming one of the
largest and most important cities in Mon-
tana are daily increasing, with an upward
tendency, and it is now the leading city in
all business and nanufacturing enterprises
of western Montana and eastern Idaho. It
has great natural advantages, and a force-
ful, pushing people, and its climate is bet-
ter than that of any in the known world.
