#Y¥en, heart disenss is coramon; it is, par-
haps, muok more frequent than ia generally
reslized, if you take into consideratien nll
tha forms of heart disease. The heart, like
other organs, is the seat of & large numbsr
of di , and the exp ion heart dis-
ense i6 as indafinite as the tarm akin dis-
eases; it may bave s score of different
maanings.” The speaker wae Dr. James M.
Frouch, of the Ohio Medical oollege, and
the litéla doctor being nn ooknowledged
nuthority on dizeases of the heart, a Oincin-
mati Timea-Star reportsr who chapeed to
catoch the remark asked him to give & rea-
Bon, if possible, for this wide prevalence of
the insidious diseass that strikes down its
chosen vietime so saddenly.

machines that ean be couceived of, With
its foor ehambare, ita fonrsetsof valves,and
supplying its own motive power, it toils
constantly, faithfally, for ita thres scors
yeara amd ten, withont reat, withond re-
pair, responding to overy demand, howaver
unreagonable, nutil finally axhansiad by la-
bor or depenerated by disenss, it i no lon-
ger eapable of earrying on its funetion,
It falters, then resnmesa it work; falters |
agein, as if to warn ita host that he mnst
ba less exmcling; ngain it Tesnmes, and
again falters, nntil, sconer or Inter, the last
point of eudurance is resched, and it cezacs
to bant.
