Most Prominent Republican in Ohio

Declares That Free Coinage is

tNonsense.

Sherman Devotes His Opening
Speech to Argumen t Against

White Metal

What Can Montana Expect From a Party
With Such a Leader and Financial

Adviser?

PArULDmO, O., Ana. 27.--Senator John
Sherman opened his campaign here to-day.
An immense crowd was present. Senator
Sherman's speech, which was a lengthy one,
was devoted entirely to the silver question.
He supported the present coinage aet and
said if congress had provided that all the
silver brought to the mint should be coined
into dollars no gold would be coined, for
an ounce of gold is worth more than 16f
ounces of silver. Gold would eases to bhe
money and would be hoarded or exported.
No man would be fool enough to deposit an
ounce of gold for coinage into 16
dollars when, with it, he oould
buy enough silver bullion and
have it coined without cost into 20
dollars. Free coinage is all nonsense. Un-
der the new coinage act the United States
is purchasing monthly more than the entire
product of silver bullion in the United
States, and all this bullion is represented
in our currency by either silvercoin or legal
tender treasury notes. Ite expended under
this act in the purchase of silver bullion
prior to August 1, this year, $5i,191,821. and
issleaned that amount of treasury notes,
which are now in circulation. We thus
provided an increase of ourrency equal to
or greater than the increase of business
and population of the United States.
One distinctive, striking fmature of this
law is that the United States will not
pay for silver bullion more than its
market value. Why should we? Nearly all
silver produded in the United States is by
rich corporations in a few new states, and
its production at market price is far more
profitable than any erop of the farmer, and
yet it is the demand of the producer of sil-
ver bullion that the United States should
pay him 25 per cent, more than its market
value that lies at the foundation of the dif-
ference between the republican and the
democratic parties.

The tendency of the policy of the present
act will be to gradually advance the value
of silver bullion to its legal ratio with gold,
and when this is ieached both metals will
be coined on equal terms and conditions. I
believe the measure will work out the most
beneficial results. It has already advanced
the value of our vast store of silver in the
treasury. It has given Creat activity to the
prodnuction of silver. It has furnished an
increase of circulation. It has maintained
the gola standard, while utilizing silver to
the utmost extent short of demonetiz-
ing gold. It is the key to our exalted,
almost pre-eminent standing in commer-
cial credit. and national honor among na-
tions of the world. It treats with silver
snd gold like all other commodities or pro-
ductions as subject to the universal rule of
being worth what they will bring in the
markets of the world. This is the republi-
can doctrine now proclaimed in our Ohio
platform. 'I he democratic policy of free
coinage, the senator said, means that we
shall purchase all silver offered, come from
where it may, and give the holder either
coin or tteasury notes at the rate
pf $1 for every 371 grains, worth
in the market now 77 cents. Senator Sher-
man spoke of the vast accumulated heard
of silver in other countries, estimated at
;8.180,571,3146, and said the democrats are
in favor 9f allowing any amount of this to
be flooded in upon us at the above terms.

Who can estimate the volume of silver
that would come into the treasury if this
policy were adopted? It is a public bid of
twenty-nine cents an ounce more than the
market price, made at a time when silver is
declining in value and when many
of the commercial nations are seek-
ing to convert their silver into gold.
They would gladly see as take this load on
our shoulders. They will gladly give us
their silver at the rate of sixteen to one and
take our gold. This is the doctrine which
it is expected the conservative demoerats of
Ohio will adopt in order to gain the sup-
port and alliance of the silver barons of the
west and interested self-seekers who hone
to gain advantage over their creditors by
cheapening the standa:d of value, and wild
enthusiasts who believe in an unlimited
supply of paper money, assume that
the United States can maintain sil-
ver at the old ratio of sixteen to
one, is a wilder delusion than ever filled
the brain of a believer in fiat money. Fear
that we would attempt it carried seventy-
seven millions of gold from the United
States within four months. It is said if
we adopt a silver standard we will get more
money for oar labor and productions. This
does not follow, but even if it be true the
Purchasing power of silver will be dimin-
ished. Silver dollars worth 77 cents in
gold will buy no more food and clothing
than 77 ceets of our money now.
The capitalist and speculator can
protect himself from loss by stipula-
ing for gold payments. Tho whole burden
of this policy talls upon those who depend
upon their daily labor for their daily
bread, and is for the beneflit of those who
hope by cheapening money to pay their
debts with mroney less valuable than theyagreed to nav.

Exa•mirnig the position taken in this can-

great loader is to be a great feeder. Yon
must dispense terrapin and canvas-beack
ducks and rare brands of champagne, in
lordly dining halls, or your place is certain
to be secondary.

De Steel,
and yet powerless to "entertain," vou oan
fill no lofty pedestal. "Position in New
York means a corpulent purse whose strings
work as flexibly as the dorsal muscles of a
professional toady."
And this kind of toady has an exquisite

regard for your greatness and your dignity
the moment he becomes quite sure of your
pecantary willingness to back both. New
York is at present the paradise of parvenus,
and these occasionally commit grotesque
mistakes in the distribution of civilities.
Because you choose to "stay in" for a season
or two they will take for granted, if snd-
denly brought in contact with you, that you
have never "'been out," and could not go ii
you tried. Of course, to feel hurt by such
cheap hauteur proves that you are in a
manner worthy of it: but even though you
are not in the least hurt you can not
refrain from a thrill of annoyance that a
country which has boasted in so loud-
mouthed a way to Europe of having begun
its national life by a wholesome scorn of
all class distinction should contain citizens
cursed by a spirit ia such tawdry pride. At
least the aristocracies of other lands, vic-
ious and reprehensible as they have always
been, are yet an evil with a certain malign
consistency for their support. Like those
monarachies of which they have formed a
piteous adjunct, they have always been the
outgrowths of a perfectly natural ignor-
anre.

Though distinct clogs to civilization,
their existence remains pathetically legiti-
mate. Nuisances, they are still nuisances
with hereditary hold on history. Their
chief modern claim for continuance is the
fact that they were once authorized by that
very "divine right" which is now the scorn
and jest of philosophy, and that the com-
munities which they still infest are
yet unprepared for the shock of their
extirpation. It is clear that they will
onoe day be sloughed off like a mass of
dead animal tissue, even if they are not
amputated like a living limb that has
grown hopelessly diseased. They are as
surely doomed by the slow threat of evolu-
tion as is the failure to establish trial by
jury in Russia. They are tolerated by
progress for the simple reason that progress
is not yet ready to destroy them. Hence
are all imitations of their permitted and
perpetuated folly in wofully bad taste.
They are more; they are an insult, when
practised in such a land as ours, to republi-
can energies, motives and ideals. Heaven
knows, we are a country with sorry enough
substantiality behind her vaunts.

A Trout Pond.

A trout pond is a very profitable property
where there is an ample supply of spring or
cool brook water, and four acres would be
sufficient for several thousands of fish. If
the pond will not be naturally deeper than
a few feet. a few deeper holes should be
scooped out, and some lare estomps, rooks
or old logs should be fixed at the bottom
and held by stakes crossed over them
and tied by wire, so that they will
not float, for shelter and shade for
the fish. home floats of plank an-
chored here and there will also be use
ful. Decaying timbers gather a lar2e
quantity of leeding matter, in the form of
minute animal life, upon which trout sub-
mist. 'T'h banks should be planted, whee
the water is shallow, with wild rice and
water lillies, not for the fish but to encour-
age water insects upon which they feed.
It would be advisable to keep some carp,
which feed on vegetable matter and are
very prolific, to afford food for the trout,
and the nond would soon be stocked with
newts, crawtish and fro•e, which would
supply amply food for a large number of
trout.-Couirtry (Gentleman.
