Two races were won by a head,
while the frst two heats of the mile handi-
eap were as elosely contested as the greatest
lover of horseflesh could wish. These two
heats were made in the same time, 1:42%,
faster by three-quarters of a second than
any mile made on the Helena track this
meeting. It was a great race, with Nevada,
winner of the Last Chance handioap and a
puree as well, Revolver, a good second in a
mile race, Oregon Eclipse, the borse
Foster thinks enough of to match against
the great Guido, and Marigold, the second
in the Last Chance handicap, all in it. The
betting element put their money freely on
the three first named, but were fated to
leave it there, as the race belonged to the
short horse.
