The resumption of. specie payments in
Austria-Hungary on a gold basis is reported
imminent. The treasury already holds150l000,000 flino s in gold, and the total

amount required to effect resunubtion is
250,000,000. Pert of this sum can be met by
the retention by the government of a por-
tion of the notes now in circulation.
During a visit to 8tettin, this week, Em-
peror William gave the army officers a
practical lesson in economy. He was en"
tertained at luncheon by the officers of the
careison. Upon receiving the invitation
the emperur requested to be shown the
menu card and struck out a number of
dishes and expensive wines, reducing the
bill of fare to soup, mutton and beer.

A Popular lUprising.
LoNDoN, Dec. 19.-A dispatch from Per-

nambuco states that a popular uprising oc-
ourred in that city to-day against the gov-
ernor of the province. Troops were called
out and sharp fighting followed. It is re-ported that sixty persons were killed or

wounded. It is also stated that the gov-ernor resighed and quiet was almost im-

mediately restored. After the restoration
of order members of the junta were
cheered by the peoplejas they passed alongthe streets.

Spotted for a Scab.

Dersen, Dec. 19.-A young man named

cific strikers. The train men, whosesympathy was with the strikers, spotted

At Trinidad he, in com-
any with a young lady who was on route
for California, were standing on the rear
platform watching the snowplows working,
when some wretch threw carbolic acid in
their faces. They were very painfully in-
uted and will probably be disfigured for
ife,

No Transportation With Cattle.
CarrAoo, Dec. 19.-The live stock agents

pf the western roads, who have been in ses-
Eion for the past two dayj in this city,
idopted a resolution byVhcOh, taking
feet J:n. 1, the issue of free transporta-
,ion to live stock shippers will be abolished,
xcept that provided for in the classifica-
ion and tariffs. This allows transporta-
,ion only to a number of train attendants
who are necessary to look after the stock in
ransit.

Bllowni Over by Wind.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT.

Willard , Smith Killen t at Smaita, on the
Great Northern.

Last Wednesday morning Willard B.
Smith was accidentally shot and killed at
Malta, a small station on the line of the
Great Northern railway in Dairson county,

a few miles east of the llne between Dawson
and Choteau counties. The shooting was
done by J. O. Allison, who wais handling a
revolver. In some way the weapon was disa
charged, the ball entering Smith's head,
killing him instantly. A coroner's inquest
was held on Thursday and averdidt of acoi-
dental death rendered. The remAins were
buried at Malta on Friday. The where-
abouts of Smith's relatives are not known
by any one in Malta. -It ie-suppodsed he
leaves a brother somewhere in.. Montana
and a mother and siiterin Ohio.

Rails are laid and
the road graded through a considerable
portion of the pass and it is stated that the
Rio Grande contemplates securing, or has
acquired, this property. From Beckworth
pass two routes to San Francisco are m'en-
tioned, one nassina through Sacramento
valley, the other following the coast more
closely and reaching tidewater just north
of tan Francisco.

The Giant Pounded.

CrIOAao, Dec. 19.-Jim Hall, the Aus-
tralian middleweight, and Bob Ferguson, a
stock yards heavy weight. had a setto at
battery D, to-night before 3,000 people.
The affair was enuineered by Parson Da-
vies, and Hall's contract was to stop the
giant in six rounds. Hall was conceded to
be greatly superior in science, but the
stock yards man friends pinned their faith
on his great strength and size. He wasn't
in it, however, as Hall smashed him in all
sorts of ways, and'by the end of the second
round the stock yards giant's face and
neck presented a frighful appearance. In
the fourth he got a corker in the jaw and
dropped-in a heap, though not unconscious.
The police then stopped the fight, and no
decision was given by the referee.

Nature's Make of "Beeswax."

At the mouth of Nehalem river on the
coast of Oregon, a very queer substance is
found. 'It has the appearsnce of a mnin
erel at first sight, but on close inspection
and under practical test it appears to be
pure beeswax. It has all the useful proper-
ties of beeswax, and it is sold in Astoria at
the regular market price of the beeswax. It
is washed ashore at high tide in quantities
ranging from a lump the size of a walnut
to a chunk weighing 150 pounds, It is also
found on shore, in black soil where trees
are growing, at considerable elevations
above the water. A piece of this strange
substance has just been submitted to ex-
pert examination in New York, and is de-
clared to be what is known as mineral wax.

BIG CHICAGO STOCKYARDS
The Fruitful Source of Expenesive

Litigation to :Shippers and,
Pahckers..

How the "Big Three" Regained an
4Advantage Lost by

Sale.

Allegations.of Collusion to Hoetdwink a
NeW Jersey Court and LEstabJiee,

a Monopoly.

'Nsw FOaon, Dec. 190.- The old Union
Stockyards company. of Ghicaco, was
bought out early in 10 by English pro-
motoirs known as, the City of London cor-
poration, that company purchasing 180,000
shares of stock, aggregating $13,000,000 par
value, paying for them something in excess
of par. The company was then re-organ-
ized under the laws of New Jersey, having
acapital stock and outstanding mortgage
bonds aggregating $28,000,00,000, Since then
it has been in much trouble, The rublic
subscribed very sparingly, it is said, and
the uiderwriters were loaded with the se-
curities. Armour, Swift and Morris, known
as the "Big Three," were heavy holders of
the stock of the old company. and sold out to
the English syndicate at $150 per shaie.
No sooner was the new company an accom-
plished fact than the Big Three, being no
longer interested in dividends, awoke to the
fact that they were paying excessive rates
for trackage, yardage, feed etc. In conse-
quence they bought 4,000 acres of land at
Tolleston, Ind., and announced that they
proposed to mpve to that point. Further-
more, they purchased three acres' contigu-
ous to their packing houses in Chicago and
shortly after filed suit there to compel the
stook yards company to permit to be de-
livered over its tracks direct live stock con-
signed to them without handling by the

stockyards comoany. This was done with
a view of avoiding paying yardage, etc.

The New Jersey company, with $23,000,-

000 liabilities, found itself in the dilemma

of losing the Big Three's business or di-
viding with them part of the income. The
latter course was pursued and the company
made a ' contract with the Big Three by

which, in effect, the latter deeded its stock-
yards company their three acres at the
yards, said to be worth $50,000; 1,000 acres

at Tolleston, said to have cost $100,000; dis-
missed their suits and continued business

at the old yards. For all this the New

Jersey company agreed to pay $3,000,000,
partly in cash and partly in bonds.

No sooner was this agreement made the n
Mr. Ellerman, of London, a stockholder in
the company, Sled a bill against, the New
'Jerseyv company and: the 3ig-T raefor the'
,pirppss of having the cohitrt dteclared ilt-
legal. The vice-chancellor in New Jersey
yesterday decided in favor of the legality
of the contract. To-day fourteen new suits
were instituted, some in the United States
courts and others m the New Jersey courts.
The new plaintiffs include all the packers
at the yards except the Big Three and their
businessis said to aggregate over $100,000,-
000 annually. Application for an injunction
to prevent the carrying out of the $3,000,000.
contract was made to Chancellor McGill
of New Jersey, this morning, and at noon
to-day he entered an enjoining order re-
straining the parties to the contract from
ocnsummating it. The injunction was
served on the New Jersey company at
once. The new suits make startling allegn-
tions. They allege that the Ellerman suit
was collusive and filed by one in close bus-
iness relations with the London contract
corporation; that it was brought really
to have the contract sustained;
that it was ingenioutly devised
to suppress the truth; that the $3,000,000
contract is a mere illegal device to create a
prohibitive discrimination contrary to the
express statutes of Illinois, New Jersey and
the United States. The New Jersey com-
pany is vigorously attacked as being a trust
and combination and an unlawful corpo-
ration, organized to deal in the stock of
another company, a practice frowned ur on
in recent trust decisions of various courts.

News From Missoula.

MISSOULA, Dec. 19.-f[Special.]-Parties
coming in to-day on the Bitter Root train
report that a big oave occurred in the Cur-
lew mine last night. No one was hurt but
the damage done is considerable. The
previous cave was a small one compared to
this which oomnidascd at the third level,
and ran nearly to'the surface. It will re-
quire some time and the expenditure of
money to repair the damage. Th v vein is
from eighteen to thirty-five fee• between
walls, which are of that nature that miners
te(m air-slack, or likely to crumble on ex-
posure to the atmosphere, which loosens
the timbers; and allowing them to press out
of position. ?

Elizabeth Stockholders Asked to

Put up Ten .Cents a Share
for Development.

Ib Is the Plan of the Trustees Who
Reside in the Missouri

Metropolis.

The iselena Members of the Board Do Not

Favor It and Montana Holders say
They Wilt not Pay;

There is a ehanpc for a tidy little row
among the Elizabethetochkolders. When
the old West Granite company was merged
in the Elizabeth, a syndicate, composed of
St. Louis and HelOna capitalists put up
$150,•00. Of this sum $100,030 was to be
used in developing the property and the

$g0,o00 was to pay the debts of the West
Granite.. The debts were paid, and then
work on the Elizabeth was commenced.
That was many moons ago; in fact more
than a year, and during the time drifts and
levels have been run, but not a pound of
ore shipped. Now the $100,000 Is about ex-
hausted, and it has been demonstrated that
there is at least one big body of high grade
ore in the Elizabeth. The Helena stook-

holders believe that just now is the time to
