Tha
gtockmen hava daterminad to mouornpliah
the Iastar, and are now organizing ko carcy
it thromgh, It will bs remsmbered
that fonr or five yoars ago tha caltle arow-
ers of Northern Moniana sufferad boavy
lossea from the depradakions of eattls
thteves, Fimslly they orgunized and in ong
gummer bunted the cattle thieves to deatl,
hanging or sbooting o mcors or moreof
them, Sinos that tima there have beon buk
faw osttle atolon {rom the ranges.

Eat it is mneh mors difioalt to tun down
the borsn thieves. Horaea oanbe driven
fantor than catile, ean be cocralsd to bei—
ter advanigge, and nnless thare a8 well
organized mratein, extending aver s large
aras, it is nlmoat imposeible to 1mn the
thiaves down.
