EW YORK, FB. .25.-THERE IS A
spring traveling dress for a bride,
some pen and ink picture of which

Then she said she never did any dress-
making for a bride exceot under that
orange tree, It used to oelong to a girl,
the daughter of a friend, whose lover gave
it to her on the day they discussed the date
of their wedding. They quarreled, and he
went off, but she kept the little orange
bush, which was a very sulky little bush
and wouldn't grow, but turned yellow and
died down to its roots and stayed dead, or
next to dead, for months, though the girl
tended it every day. By and by it got
over its disappointment and conoloned that
life was worth living, but the girl didn't get
over hers. She died, and the bush turned
yellow and acted just as it did upon the
first occasion; the girl's people threw it

The
dressmaker's sewing chair was in the other
window for the light, but when she worked
for a bride she put her basket of spools In
the tub under the tree and fairly sat among

I don't know whether she sought thus to
console hetself or the treeor to get for both
some small share of the bridal feeling, but
the ecru and blue and brown frock I have
tried to tell you about was only one in such
a train of troussean dresses that thie artistic
effect of the story was quite spoiled by the
ragged fringe of basting threads hanging
about her head among the lower boughs.

There was, for example, a house dress of
brown serge for the same young woman who
was first to wear the traveling gown. It was
a princess frock with a narrow ruffle of
brown silk about the bottom of the skirt
and cut off to form a peasant bodice, laced
behind. The bodice yoke had puffings of
cream wool, and there were cream-colored
puffed sleeves, finshsd with lace reflles.

The dressmaker did it up in tissue paper
and folded it in a long box to go home.
Then she fell to knotting the bows upon a
pretty danoing gown of white Japan crepe,
with a round shirred waist and a doable
pink bertha to edge the low bodice, like
white poppy petals. This was for a young
widow who couldn't have a white dress for
her second marriage and so had nothing
but white for the rest of her trousseau. It
had a big bow of white satin ribbon on the
left side of the waist, and smaller bows at
the elbows to finish the puffed sleeves.

more than six yards, at $1.50 to $1,74 per
yard, The skirt is to be a very simple and
scant one and . a very usrrow still

you will want- psiblb, toure ten-yArd
bunches at 50 cents the bunch, probably.
The skirt is arranged to open in a V over a
simulated petticoat of old pink lady's clot,.
For this and for the draped bodice of the
same' material you can count on using
about a yard and a half at $1.50 a yaro..
The gray Jacket is thrown back from the
bodice, which is held at the waist by a steel
trimmed belt, The leg-o'-lnutton sleeves
are less high on the shoulder, you will nc•-
tice, than womankind has been wearing foe
a year or two, and are steel trimmed. Tne
jacket is slashed to the waist behind,
and the high old pink collar has a gray,
steel-trimmed collar turning over it in a
flare.

This grayneps and pinkness will cost yoU,
of course, whatever you anoose to pay; for
the material, from $18 to $16.50, acording
to quantity and quality or the luck of a

bargain sale, to which you will add your
aver age allowance, perhaps $2 for findings.
For the making you must reckon whatever
you count ,8 ur own time worth, if you
have the fiOgers of a dressmaker, or what-
ever your usual cutter and fitter may charge
you. If you can manage with two days'
service at $2 per day you may easily get off
at a trifle under $20 un to the time when
you begin to consider the large gray cloth
or straw hat that should be he out door
accompaniment, and that needs gray o-
trich tips and a big bow of old pink gros
grain ribbon to tune it the proper harmony.
Gray kid gloves and a gray parasol with a
bunch of pink ribbon on its handle will
suggest themselves quite insistently.

Perhaps you don't like gray. If I saggest
something that is considerably more pro-
nounced it must be with the proviso that
you are not to think of it unless von are
moderately slender and fairly tall. The
third out shows it; a black bengaline with a
wide border with a polka det in gold. The
long princess dress gives the vaguest possai-
ble hint of a velvet front; it is slightly
gathered at the waist and held by a gold
o:nament. The back is arranged in two
box plaits, and on the sides are two deep
basques which come half way to the front
and back; round the shoulders is a deep
gnthered bertha that forms a point half
way. down the back behind. There are
plain coat sleeves, and the prettiest hat to
go with it would be of black straw with a
velvet facing and soft fan trimming-of gold
silk and ribbon.

You will want twelve to fourteen yards of
bengaline, at $1.50 per yard, and one yard
of velvet, at about the same. You will want
also black kids. a black parasol and a white
conscience to enjoy to the fall your fresh
array.
