Whitman's numerous admirers filed past
the body in a constant stream as it lay in
state at his home for over two hours this
morning. No services were held at the
honse and the mourning procession passed
in silence to the cemetery, where hundreds
of sympathetio spectators lined the walk.
At the tomb Francis IHoward Wilson, of
Philadelphia, rend passages from scripture
and the poet's writings. Dr. H. M. Bucko,
Whitman's biographer, spoke at length on
the life and charactor of the dead poet as
shown by his works. Thomas B. Harned
and Dr. Daniel G. Brinton also made ad-
dresses and the ceresmony was concluded
by an address from Robert Ingersoll.

The friends of the present mayol
t were so sure of his selection that they were
willing to have the convention ballot on t
candidate without the formality of nomi-
nating speeches. Still they injected a say-
ing clause by making the first ballot an in-*t formal one. It developed no surprises, an•
n even had it been formal and decisive, ii
would have resulted in Mayor Klein
schmidt's nomination. City Treasurel
Walker got through without the formality
of a ballot, and the only surprise of the
night was the nomination of Charles F.
Gage.

The Electric hall was well filled when the
convention was called to order. Among the
spectators were many of the bolting Third

l ward republicaas, and some democrats who
were there through curiosity. Judge J. G.
Sanders was chosen temporary chairman,
and made a speech in accepting the posi-
tion.

"By your selection of myself to preside,"
said Judge Sanders, "you have conferred
upon me an added honor to those which
have heretofore been conferred upon me by
the republieans of Helena. I appreciate
highly the honor and will endeavor to the
best of my ability to perform the duties
assigned. I know you will perform your
duty with that courage born of the republi-
can party and with strict fairness which
will leave no wound to heal when the
gavel falls and the convention adjourns
sine die. During the past two days there
has been within the ranks of the party an

WESTERN UNION OUSTED.
Its Contract With the Union

Pacific. Is Declared to Be
Illegal.

The Railroad Must Own and
Operate Its Own Telegraph

Lines.

The Question is not One of Policy •lat
of law-Declilon by JstlUeo

Brewer.

WAniNOTon, March :10.-Justieoo Brewer,
of the supreme court, sitting as judge of
the circuit court of the distriot embracing
Nebraska, has rendered a decision declar-
ing illegal the contract under which the
telegraph lines of the Union P?aciflo raill
road are operated by the Western Union.
The directors of the road will hereafter
operate their own lines. This suit was
brought by the United States under the aset
congress passed in 1888 declaring that all
railroads which received government aid
and were required under their charter to
maintain telegraph lines shall hencefor-
ward maintain and exercise by themselves
alone all telegraph franchises conferred
upon them. Under this aot the govern.
ment sought to have cancelled and an-
nulled the contract made July 1, 1881, be-
tween the Western Union and Union Pacilo
by which, as claimed, the telegraphic fran-
chises granted the railway company by
charter rights were not a more right to
place a telegraph wire along the railroad
for its own use. Telegraph wires are as
much a part of a railroad as depots or
wreaking trains. What was meant was a
telegraph line for public and commercial
uses, as independent and complete in
itself as though not built along a railroad
right of way, or used at all in connection
with its operation. The contract between
the telegraph company and the railroads,
JusticC Brewer says, operates to transfer
this telegraph franchise to the former, and
was intended to make it the exclusive bene-
ticiary thereof. The contract provisions
meant that telegraphic business should beexercised by the Western Union alone,
and that no other company, railwayor telegraph, should touch it,
The nurpose as disclosed in every line of
the contract was that public and commer-
cial use of the telegraph wires should be-long to the Western Union, leaving to the
railway only such use of them as was neces-sary for its own business.

Justice Brewer.said he had no doubt this
transfer was beyond the authority conferred
by the granting acts of 18 2 and 1864, bat
if there were any doubt, it had been re-moved by the act of 1888. passedin the
exercise of the reserved power to alter or
amend the charter, commanding the rail-
way to exercise all the duties of its tele-
graph franchise. The justice said he is
inclined to assume that the contentions ofcounsel for the corporations, that the con-tract is pecuniarily beneficial to the
railway, and that public interests
in fact a• subserved by placing
commercial telegraph business in the
hands of the telegraph company, are sue-
tainable, but the court could not, by reason
of this fact, decline to enforce a plain man-date of the government, which created thecorporation and gave it its powers. It was
for congress, not the courts, to decide thequestion of policy.

In accordance with its opinion the court
directed an order to be entered setting
aside the contract of 1881. puttinig an end

to the relations created by and subsisting
under it, between the two companies, witha mandatory injunction upon the railway
hereafter, by its own agents and employee,not through the instrumentality of the West-
srn Union, to exercise all its duties created
wv its telegraphic franchises, and directing
:he Western Union to vacate all oflcesof the
railwav, with leave to the Western Union to
apply for and have a stated accodnt between
t and the railway as to the value of its
3roperty along the line and jointly used by
he two companies, and for such other relief
is equity and good conscience require.
Attorney General Miller expressed grati-

ication at the decision of Justice Brewer
avoring the government in the suit against
he Union Paciflo and Western Union 'Tele-
iraph company. He said there are a num-
oer of cases against other Pacific roads de-sendent on the same principles. The case
vill likely be appealed to the supremeourt. CALLED A UONSPIRACY.

A High Tax Advocate Uses Strong Lan-guage.
WAAOSIxTO, March 30.-The Springer

freeawool bill was denounced in the house
to-day as a conspiracy between the cotton
raisers of the south and the wool manufac-
turers of the north to enrich themselves at
the expense of the prosperity of the nation.
This charge was made by Representative J.
N. Taylor (Ohio) and will doubtless be the
subject of some vigorous retorts from demn-
ocrate. Beyond this utterance the tariff
discussion to-day was without unusual in-
cidents. Butler (lowa) made his maiden
speech on the tariff, and, although sharply
questioned by several republicans, main-
tained himself with credit. It is settled
that this week will close general discussion
on the bill and Chairman ipringer himself
will probably appear Monday with a moo
tron to suspend the rules for its passage.
But4er, in his speech, contended that the
price of no article of consumption was ever
decreased one cent by a protective tariff
and protection had not resulted in an
increase of wages of workingmen.
lie was a free trader. The only
way for the nation to become the centre of
wealth was to become the center of the
world's trade. There should be no tax on
trade, except what is necessary to meet the
necessities of government economically
administered. t'aylor, in the course of his
speech muentioned above, said that inside
of ten years the south would be demanding
protection for its cotton as the people of
Ohio to-day asked for protection for their
wool. lie predicted that free wool would be
followed by free woolense, as in England.
lie closed with an eloquent defence of the
McKinley act. He congratulated the coun-
try that under tariff reform the republican
majority of (;0,000 in Massachusetts had
been so reduced that Massohubsetts wad
to-day a doubtful state.
