The levies, exclu-
sive of those for the etock funds, which are
common to horses and cattle owned every-

DEPORTATION OF ANARCHISTS.

Advoeated by the President of the Order
of Sons of IsraeL

Nuw Yoax, AuR. 8.-Julius Harburger,
grand master of the Independent Order of
Free Sons of Israel, addressing a meeting
of the order here Sunday, said, among
other things: "In 1880, when religious
crusades in Roumania and imperial Russia
took place against the Jews, emigration
numbering thousands set in towards the
American shores. With the yearly increase
a number of anarchists and nihilists, made
so through brutal governments came over
with these unfortunates and preached their
damnable and pernicious doctrines. They
had forgotten the teachings of their fathers.
h at Judaism is a religion of law and order.

W dastardly and cowardly attempt of
the Russian nihilist, dynamiter and an-
archist upon the life of the manager
of the Carnegie works at Homestead has
shown the effect of the pernicious doctrines
that have been inculcated in the minds of
many of these aliens who land on our
shores without the first conception of the
dutiee of an American citizen and the lib-
erty afforded to every individual under our
form of government. I am in favor of
rigidly enforcing the return of all aliens
who are known to be nihiliate, dynamiters
and anarchists. Our flag is broad enough
to embrace men of all creeds, colors and
nationalities. but when they come here
with torch and sword we have no room for
them. As we guard our ports agailst chol-
era and disease so we should ward off the
approach of moral contagion or political
disease."

SAVE THE TROUT STREAM
Seiners and Dynamiters Liable to

Deplete the Waters of All
Their Lfle

•lte CountyCoommnislonors Deolde
not to ApPoint Any Fish

Warden.

Unless Something ls Done It Will Soon Be

the Came Story as With the

Nuffalo and the KElk.

The board of county commiusloners, at
their June meeting, decided not to employ
a fsh warden this year, as the law allows

them to do. The law limits the amount the

commissioners may pay for the services of
a fish warden to $100 a month, and compels

him to pay his own traveling expenses.
The board concluded they could not secure
the serviced of the proper kind of man for

thpt salary, and therefore concluded not to
engage anybody. The need of suoh an offi-

cer, however, was never felt more than just
at present, and it is considered unfortunate
that the county commissioners could not
and the proper man for the money allowed,
nor see their way clear to engage some one
who would see that the fish laws of the
state were more rigidly observed in Lewis
and Clarke county. Numerous complaints
have been received of persons catching
trout in the streams of this county by
means of seines, or worse still by ex-
ploding dynamite in the water. A few
days ago a party were seen in Prickly Pear
canyon exploding dynamite in Lyons
creek. Their names could not be ascer-
tained, otherwise they would have been
prosecuted and a heavy fine imposed. The
use of dynamite is one of the most brutal
and destructive methods of killing fish
ever invented. It is even questionable
whether the dynamite fisherman ever gets a
small portion of the fish he kills. The con-
cussion caused by the explosion of dyna-
mite in a stream kills all the fish within a
large radius. Most of them, however, are
killed in their hiding places under the
stones and roots of trees, and are never
found until their dead and decayed bodies
are washed out and driven on the bars and
shoals. Others again are killed and car-
ried down stream before they can be found
by the vandals who have slaughtered them.
Another bad feature of the business is that
fish killed by dynamite and marketed
never have the delicious flavor of those
taken from the water in a legal way.

Without some protection against the
seines a and dynamiter the streams through-
out this state will in a few years be de-
pleted, and the fine fishing that has made
Montana famous will be a thing of the
past. It was the same story with the buf-
falo. While the bison wandered in herds
of untold thousands all over the state their
value wts not appreciated. They were
slaughtered by wholesale because parts of
their carcasses furnished food for the camps
along the line of railroad construction.
Many more were killed for their hides
alone, and still others for the mere fan of
the thing. Now the government prohibits
their slaughter at a time when, but for
those in the Yellowstone national park and
a few private herds, the American buffalo
has become a menagerie curiosity. For the
same reasons the killing of elk is forbidden
for a time deemed sufficient to allow them
to reueperate. With the mountain trout it
will be the same tale to be told unless some-
thing is done.
