The Curious Belief of the South Sea

Islanders Regarding the
Earth.

It Is Only an Enormous Coooanut
Shell With a Hole in the

Top.

The savage islanders of the South Pacific
believe that the world is a cocoanut shell
of enormous dimensions, at the top of
which is a single aperture communicating
with the upper air, where human beings
dwell. At the very bottom of this im-
aginary shell is a stem gradually tapering
to a point, says the Washington Star, which
represents the beginning of all things.
This point is a spirit or demon without hu-
man' form, whose name is "Root of All Ex-
istence." By him the entire fabric of crea-
tion is sustained. In the interior of the
cocoanut shell, at its very bottom, lives a
female demon. So narrow is the space into
which she is crowded, that she is obliged to
sit forever with knees and chin touching.
Her name is "The Very Beginning," and
from her are sprung numerous spirits.
They inhabit five different floors, into
whlch the great cocoanut is divided. From
certoin of these spirits mankind is de-
scended.

The islanders, regarding themselves as
the only real men and women, were for-
merly accustomed to regard strangers as
evil spirits in the guise of'humanity, whom
they killed when they could, offering them
as sacrifices. According to their belief the
shy was a blue vault of solid stone, around
the bottom of which were a number of holes.
Through these the wind spirit blew. The
gods first spoke to man through certain
small birds, but, because of their indistinct
voice, an order of priests had to be set
apart, the gods taking up their abode in
these sacred persons. Priests were accord-
ingly named "god boxes." From the glut-
tonones habits in which they indulged the
phrase "to gormandize like a god" is de-
iived. Their power was well nigh unlim-
ited, Anybody whom they disliked they
could designate to sacrifice. Human sacri-
fices were very common, some families be-
ing devoted for genesation after generation
to furnishing such offerings,

One popular myth expresses the poetical
belief that the island of Tongareva was
fished out of the bottom of the sea by a god
who used for the pu'rose the tail of the con-
stellation "oorpio," baiting this remark-
able hook with a star. Another divinity
accomp.ished a work of great beneficence
by regulating the sun.

The orb of the day used to have a trick of
setting almost as soon as it had risen, so
that it was impossible to get through any
work. Even an oven of food could not be
prepared and cooked before darkness came I
on.

So the deity Maui carefully planted six I
great ropes of strong cocoanut fiber, making I
nooses in them, and with these he sought I
the hole at the edge of the sky through 1
which the sun climbs up from the nether
world each morning. At this point of exit I
from the land of ghosts into the heavens I
six nooses were placed.

'1hey entrapped the sun and that lumi- I
nary was glad to agree to be in future more i
deliberate in his movements, so as to enable
the inhabitants of earth to get through
their employment.

Originally the heavens almost touched r
the earth, but Mapi rind another god named I
Hn pushed them up to their present lofty E
position. However, the work was not com-
plete, for the surface of the sky was very r
irregular. So they each took a big stone
adz and with them clipped off the rough
parts of the sky, thus giving it a perfectly
oval appearance. Then they procured finer
adzes, clipping away with them at the vault
of blue stone irtil it became faultlessly i
smooth and beautiful, as it now is. There
are ten heavens, one above another, which
are the abode of warriors who have per-
ished in battle.

To these natives of the South Pacific the l
cocoanut is a vegetable product of the ut.
most importance. Its origin was divine. S
There was a young woman, daughter of a P
goddess, who lived in a cave close by which f
ran a stream that was filled with eels. One n
day while bathing she was surprised by a I
huge eel, whlch presently assumed the form a
of a handsome youth. He informed her 5
that he was the rod of the eels. They be- ii
came lovers, but finally he was compelled
to bid her farewell. Before doing so, how- G
ever, he appeared in his eel shape and
directed her to cut off his head and bury it.
i'he did so, and it sprouted into a tree.
From this tree all the cocoanuts in the r
world were derived, and on each nut are in- 1
variably found the two eres and mouth of t
the young man. The white kernel is con-
monly refer red to as his brains. A

Each human soul, upon leaving the body,
is comlpelled to climb upon a branch of a
t;eo of supernutural origin. The wretched
spirit looks down to the root of the tree.
and, to its horror, sees a great net spread
out boneath to catch it. At length it fallsruti this ftiral nit, anti is atonce submerged
iii a lake of fresh water filled with captive
ghosts, which exhaust themselves by wrig-
gling liki fishes in thevain hopsof escaping.
Eventually the net is hulled up and the
half-drowrn-d spirits are b ought iuto the a
presenctr of a ito rible inegrepu named Miru,
who superintends an ever-burning oven.

S GNOA AND COLUMBUS.

Coatrovenle Ovea r t tirthplaer at tae

WAnmtoao, Aug. '28. -The Newark, t
Sflaship of Rear Admiral A. E. K. Benham,
has bean ordered to qenoa to take part in
the approachbing Columbuq celebration.
That Genoa should be chosen by Italy as
the sqena of her celebration of the voyage
of her illustrious son was a matter of couare,
and yet few people who have not made ait special study of the subject are aware how
lo•p and persistently that city's claim to
be the birthplace of Columbnu has been
disputed.

Only the other day the claims of avrona
to the honor of being the great sailor's
birthplace were reiterated, while a few
of years ago the little town of Calvi, in Cor-
sica, indicated her intention to oommemor*
ate by public holiday the four hundredth
anniversary of the landing at San Salvador
of one whom she wsee proud to honor as
her distinguished son. The claim of Calvi
has been advocated by the Abbe Casahova,
o a Co'sioan antiquarian, who bases them on

11 certain documents he discovered. It has4 even been said that a particular house in
Cilvi has been marked as the one
in which Columbus was born

e before his father Domenico, the
-wool carder, removed to Genoa. As to ba-g voas, it is short distance from Genoa, and

h formerly was its competitqr in commeroe;
but the ancient documents relating to the

s business affairs of Domenico there are held
by good critics to indicate the opposite of
what these are cited to prove.

More than ts dozen other places have set
up like claims. It is the ease of Homer
over again, but with at least fifteen anda perhaps eighteen p!anes claiming Colun-
0 bus. And yet much was written and printed
o about him, both before his death and shortly

thereafter. Fernando, his son, in writing a
life of the admiral, begins by saying that
many places claimed him, mentioning
I" among them Nervi, Coguree and Buggiasco,e in the ltiveria of Genoa, besides Genoa it-

self, Savona and iacenzan. But, instead of
settling this question, he merely exulted in
the evidence of renown that it furnished.

In 1588, on the death of Diego, the lastSdirect heir of Christopher, it case in court

arising over the latter's will bought in not
only Cololeto, but CaRcaro, in the Mont-
ferrat, with pretensions to being his birth-
place. Some years later the village of Pra-
dello came into the list, in virtue of land
that the grandfather and father of Christo.
pher owned there. Cogoleto and Cuooearo
meantime each pointed out the exact houns
within its limits where he was born, anJ at
the beginning of the present century the
claims of the latter were revived. ''he
study of documents started up rival claims
for Albissola. Oneglia, Chiavari, three
places called Terrarosaa, Cassins, and so on.

But from the first Genoa had much the
beast claim, and It has been strengthened by
researches. Columbus declares twice in
his will that he was born in that place. "I
being born in Genoa" is one phrase, while
in another, referring to Genoa, he says,
"Since I was born in it." The rival claim-
ants disputed the authenticity of the will,
until an unquestionable copy of it was dis-
covered and produced. Then they had left
only the arguments that he might have
been mistaken as to his birthplace, or that
he referred to territory in the republic of
Genoa rather than to the city. Of course
this latter suggestion was taken up by the
suburban places that were in the contest.
But it was evident that the opposition was
weakening when driven to such extiemi-
ties.

On the other hand, besides the declara-
tions in the will, there were other evidences
in favor of Genoa. Columbus bequeathed
to one of its banks a tenth of his income,
to be devoted to relieving the duty on wine,
grain and othe, things consumed in the
city; and. in notifying the bank of his be- I
quest, he said: "Although in body I am far
distant from you, in heart I am always
there." 'lhe bank manaeere thanked him
as a "frllow citizen," who loved "the coun-
try of his origin." Again, it is known that
the father of Christopher was of Genoa and
that Dan Bartholomew, younger brother of
the latter, was born there. Contemporaries
of Columbus, like Gallo, Senarega, and so
on, make Genoa his native place.

In spite of any revived pretensions of
Savona or of Calvi or any other pelace, Ge-
noa will be accepted not only officially by
Italy, but by the world in general as alone
entitled to the honor in question. Indeed,
some of the writers have got the very street
and number of Columbus' house, 37, for-
merly 305, Corroggio diritto di Ponticsllo.
1 his is quite as much as Cogoleto, Cuccaro,
and Calvi have ever done.
