his return home, where he spoke at the out.
set with hesitation and embarrassment, atli
advaneed to confident and fervid utterance;

"first illustrated his capacity on the plat.
form and gave him standing as a publli
speaker. The next year he broadened hit
journalistle work by taking the editorehit
of the Portland Advertiser; but his editor.
tal service ended when his parliamuentar

career began. In 18S8 he was elected to the
legislature, remaining a member throuRg
suecessive annual re-eleotiens for font
years and serving the last two as a areaker,
At the hbeinning of the clvil war Mr.
Blaine gained distinction, not only for his
parliamentary skill, but for his forensic
power in the debates that grew out of that
crisis. The same year that he was elected
to the legislature he became chairman ol
the state committee, a position which he
continued to hold nainterruptedly fol
twenty years, and in which he led in shap.
ing and direetinR every puolitical campaign
of his party in Maine.

In 1862 Mr. Blaine was elected to con.
gress; where in one branch or the other he
aterved for eichteen yea's, To the house he
was chosen for seven sanuccessive terms. Hit
growth in position and influence was rapid
and unbroken. In his earlier years he
made few elaborate addresses. D)uring hit
first term his only extended speech was at

rarnmeut in favor of the assumption of thi
state war debts by the general government,
and in demnonstration of the ability of the
north to carry the war to a successful con.
clusion. But he gradually took as activ,
ra't in running discussions, and soon ao-
qulred high repute as a facile and effective
cebater. For this form of contention his
ready resour.e santd ,lers faculties were
singulariy ftted. fH was bold in attack,
quick in repartee, and apt in illustration.
Ilis close study of political history, his ac-
curate knowledge of the record and rela-
lions of public men, and his unfailinf
memory, gave him grtat advantage.

On the tith of February, 181f7. Mr. Stevens
reported the leconstruction bill. It ,t-
vided the states lately in rebellion into five
military distriets, and practically estab-
lished military government theroin. 'Ite
eivil tribunals were made subject to milita-
ry control.' While the majority evinced it
teadinees to nocept the bill, Mr. Blaiue de-
clared his unwillingnese Ito support any
mteasure that would place the south under
military government, if it did not at the
same time prescribe the methods by which
the reople of a state could, by their own
action, re-eatablis:ih ivil government. Hie,
accordingly, proposed an amendment pro-
viding that when any one of the late so-
called Confederate states abunld accent to
the Fourteenth amendment to the const:-
tution, and should establish equal and im-
partial suffrage without rega d to race or
color, and when concress should approve
its action, it should be entitled to repre-
sentntion, and the provisions for miititrv
government should become ino erativw.
This proposition came to be kunown as the
Blaiae amendment. The application of the
previous question ruled out the Blaino
amendment, but it was renewed in the
senate and finally carried through both
branches, and under it reconstruction wae
completed.

'•he old Se•,ard pten,•io atWashingqbru

Mr. Blaine was chosen spaaker of the
house of representatives in 146d9, and served
by successive re-elections for six years.
His administration of the spekeraship is
commonly regarded its one of the most
brilliant and successful in the annals of the
house. IIe had rare aptitude and equip-
ment for the duties of presiding officer.
and his complete mastery of parliamentary
law, his dexterity and physical endurance.
his rapid dispatch of business and his firm
and impartial spirit, were recognized on nll
sides. Though necessarily exercising a
powerful influence upon the con as of leg-
islation, he seldom left the chair to mingle
in the contests of the floor. Oa one of
those occasions, in March, 1871, he had a
shar, tilt with Oeu. Butler, who had criti-
cised him for being the author of the reso-
lution providing for an invelstigtiatin into
alleged outrages perpetrated upon loyal
citizens of the soath, and for being chiefly
Instrumental in securing its adop-
tion by the republican cancus. 'TLe
political revulsion of 1884 placed the
democrats in control of the house, and
Mr. Blaine became th, leode. of the min-
ority. The session price ilag the presiden-
tial contest of 1676 was a period of stormy
and ver-hemnt conterruton. A general au-
nesty bill was brought forward removing
the rol!tincl disahiiities of partioip nts in
the rebellion which had been imposed by
the fourteenth amendment to the constita-
tion. Mr. lllatine moved to amend by mak-
ing an exception of Jefferson DJavis and
supported the propositin" in an impas-
i.oned speech. The reason was, not that
Davis was thel chief of the confederacy,
but that. as Mr. Blaine affirmed, he was the
author, "knowingly, d-liberately, guiltily
and wilfully, of the giganti mtnurdels and
crimes of Andesonville." llenjamin L1.
Hill, of liGeu ln, .srsumed the lead on the
oIthl r itle, end not only defended iDavis
tgiintit ti . accuotiono, ,ahioL he pro-
o• anice': uoil:url, ,I, but ureferced similar
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aid both sisea were seeking to conmrunI t
oats with hbit. After ' Laishiag the read
ing of the letter Mr. Blaine turned to the
chairman of the comsmittee and demanded
to know whether be had reserved say di
patch from Mr. Caldwell. Iltbetovln as
evasive answer Mr. Blaine asserted, a
within his own knowledge, that the chair.
man had received seah a dispatch, ."oeom-
pletely and absolutely exonerating me
from this charge, and you have suppressed
It."

The republican national conventien was
now at hand, and Mr. IBlaide was the most
prominent candieate for the presidential
nomination. He had a larger body of en-
thusiastio friends than any ether leader of
his party, and the stirring events of the
past few moaths had intensified their devo-
tion, On June 11, the Sunday pleaeding
the convention, jest as he was entering
church at Washington, he was prostrated
with the extreme heat, and his illness for a
time created wide apprehensien. The ad-
vocates of his nomination, however, re-
mained unshaken in their support. On the
first ballot he received 2851 votes out of a
total of 754, the remainder being divided
among Senator Morton, Secretary Bristow,
Senator Conklin, Gov. Hayes, and several
others. On the seventh ballot his vote
rose to l51, laeking only twenty-eight of a
majority, but a union of the surporters of
all the other candidates gave Gov. Hayes
384 and secured his nomoination. immedi-
as.ly after tihe convention, on the
resignation of Senator Merrill to accept
the escretaryship of the treasury, Mr.
Blaine was appointed senator to Afll the un-
expired term, and in the fol!owing winter
he was chosen by the legislature for the
full ensuing to. n. In the senate he op-
posed the creation of the electoral commis-
sion for the settlement of the disputed
presidential election ot 1876, on the ground
that congress did not itself possess the
power that it proposed to sonfer on the
commission.

As the p:osident al election of :1881 eap
proached it p - aplparent saat Mr. I!aine
retained the came support that had Ad-
hered to him so tenaoious!y four years be
fore. The conte•t developed into ',n arn-
eat an I rrol oged struggle between his
friends and .hos, who advocated a third
turns for Ge'n. trrant. The convention, one
of the most memorable in American his-
tory, lasted through six d.,ys, and the.e
wer, thirtvy-ar bnllocs. On the first the
vut' stood: (I ,nt 30. BIlaine 281. Sherman
13:, Edimunde 34, W\ahbn ne:0, Windom 10.
Gitrileld 1. Ou the final ballot the f iends of
ilaine and She-man united on Gen. Gar-

li-ld, who received 306 votes to •10 for
Grant, rnnd was nominated. On his eleo-
tion Mr. Blaine was tendered and accepted
the ofllue of secretary of state. le re-
mained at the head of the department loss
than ten months, and his effective adminis-
tration was practically limited by the as-
sassination of President Garfield to four.
Within that period, however, he began sev-
eral important undertakings. His foreign
policy had two prinoipal objects. The first
was to secure and preserve peace through-
out this continent. 'The second was to cul-
tivate close commercial relations and in-cresre our trade with the various countries
of North and touth America. The aooom-
plishment of the first object was prelimin-

ary arin essential to the attainment of the
second, and in order to promote it be i ro-
jected a peace congress to be held at Wash-
ington, to which all the independent powers
of North and South America were to be in.
vited. On Dee. 19 Mr. Blaine retired from
the cabinet, and within three weeks his sunc-

cessor had reversed his policy and the plan
was abandoned, after the invitati on had
been aooe.pted by all the American powers
except two.

Idon true retirement of Mr. Blaine from
the state depa Itment in December, 1881, he
was for the fs at time In 23 years out of
public station. IIe soon entered upon the
composttion of an elaborate histo:ical
work entitled "Twenty Years of Congress,"
of which the filat 200 pages gave a succinct
review of the earlier political history of the
count v, followed by a more detailed nar-
rat.ve of the eventful period from Lincoln
to Garfiold. The first volume was pub.
lashed in April, 1884, and the second in Jan-

nary, 181t, (Norwich, Conn.) The work
work had a very wide sale, and secured
general approval for its impartial spirit and
brilliant style. Wit n the republican na-
tional cov.ention of 1884 met at Chicago it
was cleat that Mr. Blaine had lost none of
his hold upon the enthusiasm of his party.
On the first ballot he received :34j4 votes,
P, esident Arthu 278, Senator Edmunds 93,
Senator Logan 63,1 and the rest were seat-
tering. irs vote kept gathering till
the fourth ballot, waen ihi received
541 out of a total of 813, and was
nominated. The oempaigngthat followed
was one of peculiar bitterness. Mr.
isaine took the statml in Ohio, Indiana,

New York and other states, anti in a series
of remarkable speeches, chiefly devoted to
upholding the polier of protection to Am-
erican industry, deepened the nopular im-
pression of his intellectunnl power. The
election turned unoon the result in New
York, which was lost to Mr. Blaine by 1,047
votes, whereupon he promptly resumed the
work upon Lhi hbato y, which had Ieen in-
terrupted by the c :nvass.

Mr. Blaine took an active part in the
Maine canvass of 1886, and later took a
fourteen months' tour in Europe. His
prominence before the republican national
convention of l18., and his throwing his
strength to Harn ari.l, ae well known to the
public. He acce•,t'-d tie po tfolio of state
nuder President Ilarrison. bht resigned it

just b fore the memorable Minneapolis
convention, wheoe hii name created ai ier-
feet storm of enthureasmi, hut where he
went down before the influence of the
office holders.
