.MISTRANSLATED DOCUMENTS.

BungllesO e Worek of Republlosa Oomlatl
at KWuallnrton.

Lownow, April ,--lNewspmapers generally
comment upon the introduction before the
court of arbitration of the Bering sea dis-

pute, of the British counter case exposing
the use of mistranslations of Russian doco-
meants in the case presented by the United
States. The London Standard says some-
times the translator seems to have blun-
dered out of sheer carelessness, and in
other places to have been mistaker, while
some errors of omission and commission
show deliberate falsifications in favor of
the contentions of the United States. As
the agent of the United States had put in
amended versions of themistratnslatsd doe-
unments, most people, the Standard contin-
use, would snppose no more need be said,
but it is surprising to find, after tacitly ad-
mitting some documents to be no more re-
liable than the Mormon scriptures, the
United States gurovernment has refrained
from modifying or withdrawing the argu-
ments based on the garbled translations.

The British contention, the Standard
adds, is that when the spurious passages
are expunged there does not remain an
atom of evidence supporting the chief con-
tention of the American legation. In clos-
ing the Standard remarks that itwoald per-
baps be futile to ask whether any responsi-
ble politician at Washington really thought
that the device could beguile the represent-
atives of Great Britain.

The St. James Gazette says it does not
suspect the United States government of
conniving in the concocted passages, and
says the American people will repudiate a
trick so dirty and so silly. Yet, adds the
Gazette, the arguments founded en the
forgeries are unoancelled.

SNUBBRD OUR ADMIRAL.

Presumptuous Conduct of the Captain
General of Cuba.

BAvAIA, April a--The sudden departure
of the United States ships Newark and
Bennington is owing, it is said, to a snub
administered by the captain general to the
rear admiral. A local journal contains a

long account of the affair, reciting the
manner in which the preparations made by
the rear admiral for the reception of the
captain general and staff were ignored, as
well as the custom'of sending an officer to
conduct men-of-war appearing at the en-
trance of the harbor to safe anchorage.
The Newark and Bennington appeared off
the coast in company with the Nina and
Pinta, modern models of the ancient cars-
vels, which they had escorted across the
ocean, and stlowed down to await the com-
ing of port officials to advise the admiral
where to place his ship. No otficer pre-
sented himself, however. After waiting
some time the ships anchored in that part
of the harbor usually reserved for such
vessels. Salutes were exchanged with Fort
Cabanas and the ships of the Spanish fleet.

Subsequently the admiral went ashore,
and called on the captain general It was
understood that the captain general and
staff would return the visit at five o'clock in
the afternoon. Elaborate preparations
were made for their reception on board the
Newark. The time passed, and no signs of
visitors. Finally. at six p. m., a messenger
came out to the Newark to say the captain
general would pay a visit some other day.
The understanding here is that the Ameri-
can admiral communicated at once with
the secretary of the navy at Washington
and received orders by sable to p:oceed at
ence with his vessels to Norfolk.

WzsT UnIoN, Iowa, April 3.-A terrific
battle took place at Jackson Junction,

twenty miles from here, this afternoon, be-

tween the employee of the Chicago, Mi!-

waukee & :St. Paul railway, and meohanics

and farmers. Miles McGovern and Peter

Meyers determined to build a warehouse,

in spite of orders from the railway com-
pany to the contrary. This noon the com-
pany sent seventy-five men to lay rails on
the building site to prevent the building.
McGovern and Meyers and a band of farm-
ers resisted and a bloody battle took place,
resulting in seven or eight men being ter-
ribly injured, one of whom will die. The
men became wild and fought like demons
with crowbars, hammers, rocks and clubs.
The company did not want to make a ship-
ping point at Junotion. The railway is
now in possession of the field.
