It is surmoaunted by a flgaure represeutlng
the angel "'Maroni," a statune twelve feet in
height, ef hammered copper plated with
heavy gold leaf; it etands 922 fest above
the earth and i indeed a most graceful and
pretty object, holdiag to its lipa a golden
tumpet, through which is being sounded
the lad tidings of "the Latter Day haint-"
to the people of the earth. The angel
"Maronl" according to the Mormon belief,
appeared and revealed to Joseph Smith the
biding place of the golden tablets on which
is inscribed the book of Mormon. This
statue, as seen from the street. is a most
fitting crown to the grand architectural
lines on which the temple is built.

Its whole length is 180 feet and width
ninety-nine feet. I here are six towes
three on the eat and three on the west en-
of the structure. Total height to top of
higheat spire, 222k feet; height of wealls,
16731 feet; the thickness of walls at bottom,
nine feet; thickness of walls at top, six
feet. The whole rests on a foot-wall six-
teen feet thick and sixteen feet deep; the
bullding covers an area of 81,850 feet. Sit-
unated 880 feet from the temple is the boiler
and power house. Here four engines fur-
nish the power for four dynamos of over
2,000 candle power, by which the whole in-
terior of the building is lighted, as well as
the powerful lamps on each of the spires.
The lamp surrounding the figure of
'Maroni" is 200-ceandle power. From here
is also furnished through a twelve-inch
m•in, laid in a rock.lined tunnel, where it
can be reached at any time. the hot water
heating for the building. From this house
also comes the power for two powerful
passenger elevators. The most modern
plans of heating and ventilating have
been adopted, and have already proved suo-
celaful. Ventilation is secured by the
pressing of an electric button, by which
ventilators and transoms are thrown open
and electric fate put in motion.'1 he build.
ing is absolutely tire proof, still every pre-
caution has been taken against fire.

In each of the four corners of the build-
ing are winding stairs; over 200 steps of
solid granite reach from the basement to
the top. These blocks of granite as e built
into solid weall and newel roats, and give
the impression that this buildingwill stand
while time lasts,

The basement room occupies the whole
bunilding. It is tiled with and its bate is of
marble. In this room is the baptismal
font. The font is of bronze and rests on
the backs of twelve life-sized bronzc oxen;
three looking to the e•at, three to the west,
three to the north and three to the south.

As we ascend we meet strength and dura-
bility, combined with graceful and pleas-
ing lines of architecture on every hand.
The prevailing colors throughout the in'
terior are blue and gold, but with such an
artistic blending of subduane tints. that
nowhere is there the unpleasant suggestion
of dazzling brightness.
There are three floors above the base-

ment; the first and second are divided into
rooms large and small, in which the rites
and ceremonies of the ohurch will take
place-marriages, the endowment, and
other secret ceremonies, on which I, of
conise, could not be enlightened. All of
these rooms are very beautiful indeed. A
large room on the north side is a dream of
beauty. The decorations of this room will
surely compare with anything on this con-
tinent, if not in the world,

The upper floor consists of one large
room, as does the basement. It is 120 by
eighty feet, and thirty-six feet to the oail-
ing. A gallery of graceful sweep enciroles
the room, and the seating capacity, iaclud.
ing the gallery, is over 3.000 persons. The
gallery is railed with bronze and has hand-
carved decorations. The ceilings are
artistically paneled and encircled by a
frescoed freize. There are innumerable
permanent lights, and five large ornamental
chandeliers.

A noticeable feature is the permanent
washbasins of delicately tinted native onyx
with np•rrovriately pretty ilumbing
fixtures, which are seen in all parts of the
building. The hardware of the temple was
made to order, and is ornamented with
either the bee hive or the claered hands,
the symbols of the church, in connection
with the motto, "Holiness to the Lord."

In the basement the knobs, hinges, etc.,
are of brass. On the first floor they are of
plated gold, on the second of plated silver,
on the third of old silver and on the fourth
of old bronze.

NICELY EXECUTED.

Dennis Cloonan Couli Not Complain of
His Taking Off.

The exeon-
tion went off smoothly and the murderer
died of a broken neck.

MUST VILLARD 601

Appareatly Does not Wawt to Uadeo the
Cireusmstances.

Naw Yox, April &6-Tbe Times says:
"Much bahas been said among railroad taen
and Wall street bankers about Henry Vii-
lard's intention to resign the chairmanship
of the Northern Pacifio directory. Viliard
has repeatedly authorisod the statimapt
that he did not intend to resign, and the
persons who opposed his management doe
elated he would resign. The situation ap.
rears to be this: Villard's policy ha s an-
tagonised powerful financial interests whose
friendly aid the Northern Pacific would
appreciate just now. That company has
an enormous floating debt to take oars of,
and it is absolutely necessary to secure the
assistance of capitalists of large means.
Such capitalists are ready to take hold and
help providing Villard steps out. They will
not have anything to do with the company
so long as Villard continues to be its fnan-
cial head. Very naturally Villard does not
want to resign under suneh an imputation
upon his capabilities as a financial officer.
