Events in Belgium are giving the foreign
office here greater anxiety than the Servian
coup d'etat, though this is known to have
been hatched in Paris in the Russian in-
terest. Armed conflict over the popular
demand for the revision of the Belgian
conetitution, resulting in revolution and the
placing in power of the allies of France. is
so within the bounds of probability that
French papers are already indulging in sur-
mises as to what Germany would do in the
event of the monarchy sn Belgium being
submerged. The reports are credited in
some French organs that a compact be-
tween Emperor William and King Leopold
arranges for German occupation of Belgium
within a day if revolution threatens to
overthrow the king. Whatever internal
convulsions may occur in Belgium it is the
official opinion here that Germany will
absolutely hold aloof, unless the French
connive at assisting a revolution.

With regard to Servia, it the French gov-
ernment did not inspire the coup d'etat it
was concocted nunder its knowledge. Ten
(lay ago Dokitch, who is now King Alexan-
der's prime minister. visited Ex-King Milan
in Pat is and with him planned the cone
which the boy king executed. The event
has im: ortance as a possible factor in early
dieterbances on the Bulgarian frontier
which will involve the attention of Ger-
many and Austria.

In conversation on the Samoan difficulty
William Walter Phelps. American minister,
said he regretted the failure of Chief Jus-
tice Cederkrantz to fulfill hisoflicinl duties.
Pheirs holds that the Samoan conferenoo
effected what was at the time the only pos-
sible modus vivendi. Cederkrantz man-
aged, in his short period in office, to upset
the carefully contrived union of three op-
posing interests. Mr. Phelps said also that
he thought a now conference would soon be
advisable.

THE QUEEN'S ENVOYS

Two of Their tieturs and Make Report
to Liiianokalani.

HONOLULU. April 15.-The steamship
Alameda, which arrived here yesterday,
brought among its passengers Paul Neu-
man and Prince David Knwananakon, the
deposed queen's envoy to Washington;
Wim. R. Castle, one of the Hawaiian com-
missioners, and Harold H. Sewell, former
United States consul general to Samoa.
lion. S. C. McFarlane, another exponent of
the queen's side, was also on board. Non-
man and 1'rince David were escorted to the
royal carriage, which was in waiting, and
driven rapidly to the residence of Lilino-
kaanit, where they explained their mission.
When seen subsequently. Neuman said:

"I went to Washington in the interest of
the queen to prevent, if possible, injustice
being done. I favored the appointment of
a commaistoner to examine into the state
of affairs before judgment was ironounced,
and tecu ed my point. I brought bank no
assurances to the queen, but I believe her
beat assurance lies in the fact that Blount
was eupointed and sent'here."

Little of imnlortance has eocurred since
the lt inst., and despite repeated rumors
that the deposed queen is preparing to
again, assume authority, affairs outwardly
tear the aspect of tranquility.

RECONCILIATION EXlPLAINED.

Events at Belgrade Shoe Wihy Milan and
Natalie GMade Up.

VIENNA, April 15.-Events at Belgrade ex-
plain Ex-King Milan's reconciliation with
his wife, Queen Natalie. Both had intended
to return to Belgrade, if necessary, to ad-
vise their son in his difficult situation.
Alexander proved cool and firm enough to
carry out the 0ou0 alone. Dokitch, the new
prime minister, on pretemne of a holiday,
went to Parie a fortnight ago to consult
with Milan, while Ex-Queen Natalie was
instructed to sound the czar and ass
whether Russia would approve the mnedi-
tated obange. Qeraechanin and Pachitch,
Hervian radical leaders, and a number of
the chief oflicers of the army, were taken
into confidence and while the regents wore
ket.t in absolute ignorance everything was
prepared for the coup.

The regents have themselves to blame,
no failing to get a parliamentary majority,
they endeavored to govern the country by
force. Alexander's new ministry was judi-
ciously chosen. The chief danger in the
present situation is that Rusnian instiga-
tion and probably pronmie a of assistance
nmay revive a feeling for revenge and pre-
cipitate a quarrel with Bulgarli.

THE STRUGOGLE FOR SUFFRAGE.

Probability That There Will Be More
Trouble in Belgium.

BausEsLe, April 15.-The night so far has
passed without disturbance. but there is
every indication that the coining week may
witness scenes of violence worse than those
that haveapsod. Two socialist meetings
were hel4Uis evening, at which speeches
of 9.110iang and violent character were
delivered - nd the speakers announced
amid lo1d hseiing that the'e would be a
further demonstration on Tuesday next,
at the meeting of the chamber of repre-
e-ntatives, with the view of impressing
the chamber that the people want universal
suffrage.

'1 he situation in the provinces is grave,
and retorts of strikes, disorder and strug-
gles between the people and military are
being received from various directions. At
Trneasnies a severe conflict took place,
working people strenuously resisting the
orders of the police and military to dis-
perse. The soldiers at length charged

upon the mob, killing one workingman and S
wounding a woman. The rioters thon
muattered and ressttancs ceased.U

Will Probably Not Strike.

LoNDoN, April 111.-A meeting of repre*
sentatives of the various unions in the
shipping trade met at London and deolded
to go on a sympathetto strike all over (dreat
Britain on Monday in aid of the Hull
strikers. It is doubtful if the unions will
endorse the Hull strikers, seeing that their
strike was a failure and that they made
overtures to the shipping masters to-day P
which were rejected.

Met Near the Palace.
AMTERDAMr, April 15.-The socialists of

this city who have recently been making
nightly attempts to hold a demonstration A
in front of the royal palnoe, susen eded
in gathering in force this evening while a
reception was being held in the palace.
The socialists word ordered to disperse, but
refused, and the police then charged and
scattered the crowd with drawn swords.
Several persons were wounded.

A Lord Acquitted.

LoNooN, April 15.-Sir George Manners 0
Astley, who sits in the house of lords as
Baron Hastings, and who was convicted
March 24 last of having insulted a girl in
Regents park and sentenced to a line of
60 or be, imprisoned for three months, ap-
vealed against the sentence imposed upon t
him and to-day the appeal was heard.

New Yone, April 15.-The eteamrer New
York arrived this morning with the duke of

Verague, a lineal descendant of Columlbus
on board, accompanied by his wife, eon and
a number of other grendnes-direct de-
scendants of the famous discoverer. As
soon as the vessel was anchored at Quinran-
tine Commander Dickens, of the United
States navy, representing the federal gov-
ernment, went on board and delivered his
address of welcome in ireanish, to which
the duke appropriately replied. Later a
reception committee went down the bay in
a apecial steamer, took the party off, landed
them at 'Twenty-second street, on North
river, and conducted them to the Hotel
Waldorf, where they will remain till they
leave for Chicago next week.

In the cabin of the special steamer on her
way to the Twenty-second street dock, Gen.
Horace Porter, chairman of the committee
of reception, addressed the duke in
French, bidding him welcome to the city I
and conferring upon hin, under au-
thority of the curl oratiot, the freedom
thereof. Porter also referred to the notable
achievement of the duke's illuetrious ances-
tor, end the fitness of the fact that the duke
was selected by Spain to represent her at
the celebration of the quadro-centennial
anniversary of that event. The duke re-
plied in French, thanking the committee
for the honor done him, and the corpora-
tion of New York for the bestowal of the
freedom of thecity; and while proud of the
achievement of his ancestor, he felt that
the chief credit was due the American peo-
ple for developing the new world. The
duchess and the duke's daughter, son and
two nephews. were then introduoed. Com-
mander Dickens' address was delivered be-
fore the party left the steamer New York.
He welcomed the duke and party in the
name of the president and secretary of
state, as representatives of the whole na-
tion, whose courtesies were extended. The
duke responded in a complimentary address
in Spanish.

The party arrived at Hotel Waldorf at
10:45, Gen. Horace Porter escorting the
duchess, and the duke following with Com-
I mander Dickenson. Mayor Gilroy and
Col. McClelland, president of the board of
aldermen, met and greeted the party in the
nitaite drawing room. Gen. Porter intro-
duced the duke, duchess and the restof the
party to the mayor and the reception com-
nmittee present. As at that time all the re-
ception committee had not come, it was de-

I tided to postpone the t resent-
ing of the freedom of the city
to the duke for an hour. The presen-
tation took place in the state banquet
room. The mayor with a se oll on which
f wee engraved the resoiurions conferring

- the freedom of the city in his hand, ad-
dressed the duke in these words,

"Your Grace: It affords me very great
pleasure to gnve to you, in behalf of the
people of New York, a cordial and hearty
reception. In honoring you we honor the
memory of the discover of America, whos.r
lineal descendant you are. His discovery

-contributed very much to civilization, and,
mindful of the fact, I have the honor to
present to you the freedom of the city of
New York."

The duke replied in English in those
words: "1 thank you very mucr for your
distinguished consideration. You m ay
count on my friendship. 1 shall think ril-
self very much honored by your nttention."
