ject. While the article deals particularly
with his own scation, the facts are of intor-
eat tafruit farmers all over the state, and
the article is given entire.

As iam constantly in receipt of inquiries
regarding varieties of fruit trees to plant in
this s~igon, I think it may be of some gen-
eral laterest to publish what little I can say
upon* subject. First let me premise by
saying that I do not know half as much
about the subject as I thought I did five
or ten'yers ago. We in Missoula county
are subject to climatic conditions that
make it especially hard to arrive at
any ettisfactory conclusions. While
we are sonth and west of the
regiop of severe cold and blizzards, and
east of the warm moist winters of the coast,
yet we feel a touch of each. Trees of the
half lender varietieo will do well for three,
four, or five years, and will leave the new
orchardist to believe that he can raise al-
most any of the old well known kinds of
applekpluma and pears.; Then will come a
winter when all but the most hardy iron-
dlads will suffer severely, many be poi ma-
nently injured or killed entirely. Such
winterseserve to cut down the desirable L:st
to small proportions. Then along comes
such a winter as that of 11187-8, when every-
thing in the orchard is killed or black-
heated except the Siberian crabs. Happily
such winters are few and far between, so
that we have some encouragement to plant
with a reasonable expectation of a profita-
ble euccession of seasons before another
tomes.

There are dozens of varieties of apples,
pears, plumns, and cherries, that have been
introduced from Russia by Prof. Budd, of
the Iowa Agicunitural college, and by the
department of agriculture, that have proven
hardier in the tree and fruit-bud than any
of the old well-known corta of the eastern
states. For lists and descriptions of these,
those interested should senm to Prof. Budd, s
Ames, Iowa, for the latest catalogue of
hardy fruits. There are also some apples uthat originated in the north rind northwest
that have proven reasonably hardy and y
valuable, such as Wealthy, our beet lats c
fall apple, Pewankee. bcotts Winter, Wolf p
River, Salome, Whitney, etc. But of long
keeping winter apples we have nothing that
has been proven to have all the necessary or
desIrable qualities of tree and fruit that
the Duchess and Wealthy have for fall nse. a
The fruit growers of Missoula county could
well afford to pay $10,000 for an apple equal
in all respects to the Wealthy that would ;hkeep nutijApril 1. I have no doubt such
an apple will yet be found, but at present,
although I have over thirty kinds of winter
apples in bearing, I am at loss what kind to
order for my spring setting of 1,000 of late
keepers.

As to plume, pears, and cherries, it is not
worth while to set any but the Russians,
except of plums, a few of the Iowa and
Wisconsin natives, such as Wolf, Desot.,ct
Wyant, etc. Thu Russians as they came
into bearing are proving themselves to be
good, prolific, and hardy. I have now in
bearing some sixty varieties of apples,
forty of plums, and about fifteen each of r
pears and cherries. From this number,
many, many times too large for profit, I
hope in time to settle on some half dozen
kinds of each which will have the most of
the desirable qualities of tree for profit and
pleasure. Until then, at least. I will be
chary of the advice I give to others as to
the best kinds of plant.

While I fully believe that fruit growing
can be made profitable in western Monturre,
I am equally certain that success vwill not
be attained without close attention being
given to the selection of varieties and loca-
tion and care in the cultivation and pro-
tection of the trees during the years after
setting until they come into bearing.
But little attention need be given to
the prattle of agents as to the relative I
merits of the different modes of root-graft-
ing, budding, etc. I have blocks of trees
from one to 300 in number, of piece rootgrafts, and budded trees, sit from ten to
live years, and I defy any tree rigent to
detect the difference Iry an inepeetion of
tree or crop. And in this connection 1 de-
sire to speak of a matter that concerire
those who buy trees. While I do riot wili
to injute any honest man or his calling, it
is too well known to ire ignored, thrit a
large part of the business done by the tree
agents in this country in tier rart rifteenr
years has been of a frauduleutnrrure. Had
the swindling which th Ia irere have en-
dured with scarcely a r crete-ri, berr rerr
trated against riry other class of ouri ter,-
merchants, bankers, etc., nrany of tie-
rascally tree peddlers who hrve, enfectird
our section would now len doling Uneo ;ir
the Deer Lodge penitentrlin. Cut the
farmers ras a clas are an vane-: gorin;!
people, and some of themn rie niie rct o1 ii
to the cinirge of loving to be humburgrr I
alid aswidled. While there are maine
honet teen selling trees who will or
as they agree, and who ore doing ii greot
good in encouraging frurt culture, yet there
are ninny of them who are the must bare-
faced swindlers out of jail, and it is hard to

rrstinguish them until it is too late. A
certilcirte of agency from a reliable nursery
is no aseuranrc of honest dealing u; rn the
plirt of the agent, as we know to our so.-
row, for two of the very worst owineril-re of
tie fraternity who have been the duly tc-
credited igents of the Blouniritonuri r I
airy, of Illinois, and the Jewell turcery, of
Lake City. Minn., both of the highrlet
standing. Neither is the J-osaeseiol of prl-
ished manners, smooth tonune. or bluent
languane for tiny criterion to judger by. By
showing flashy chromos of ie lrreio!, brauilt,
with tho largestobtainatlelpee tre d ii riee l
nit rmagnrfyrag jars with ex-egeriatCed rend

untruthful descriptions, they obtain orders
that they would not tet if the truth had
been told. But the worst and most coin-
man practice is to take orders Ior n hoicu
stid high priced varieties, d trihen till thie
order with cheap, worthless atah, lnieinlig
it of course to suit the order. lI their Iutt
way thousands of dollars ntove her ei
stolen from, the people of rl snoir a
county, to say nothing of the usii,
labor, and land devoted to the trees
until their worthlessness has been discov-
ered. Orders for favorite hinds of lrrdy
apples have been filled in dozens of canei
with other kinds, tender rind worthless.
Fine vnirietiea of plume have turitd urit C
after years of careful cultiavatilln to t e
nothing but wild seedlinne, harides wlei-lt
our carnnon choke cherry is a lrscieres
fruit. And remember that in every case'
the very highest price bee beeu acked and
paid, a scale of prices that if applied to trny
other line of goods would cause the proposed
seller to be booted out of any comtur nity.
Now, I admit that this is stronp leitgarrgi-,
but much harsher language would be jus-
tified by the outrageous treatment, exrc-
tions and frauds to which the farmers of
western Montana have been euhejected tn
in the sale and delivery of fruit trees. If
the Western Montana Fruit Grower's asso-
ciation can accomplish anything towards
lessening this evil and protection its trni-
bers and others from a repetition of past
frauds, it will have fully justified its or-
ganization. As its president I biall ear-
taltly do all in my power to attain that
add.

J. E. Rickards, the
board of World's fair managers for Mon.
tana and many othe: leiding and reput
able citizens.

The citizens of the state of Montana are
aware of the fact-that its progress and de-
velopment for the past fifteen years his
been second to no state in the union. Ow-
ing to the fect that we have never had a
commissioner of immigration, and that no
concerted action hats been mado to adver-
tise the advantages suil resources of this
ocility to the capitalists of the east or the
citizens of the old wo id, but compara-
tively few outside of our own territorial
limitations are adequately imiressed with
our importance.

It is now thought advisable to make a
united effort-to call the attention of capital
to the advantages to be derived from in-
vestments in Montana properties.

Many of the states of the union have
erected, within the confines of Jackson
park, Chicago, a state building as head-
quarters for their citizens. Most of these
buildings are emall in size, and under favor-
able circumstances would attract but little
attention, and when placed in the imme-
diite neighborhood of tnose magnificent
architectural piles which no to make up the
buildings of the World's Columbian exposi-
tion. and which are the wonder and admiri-
tion of all who have seen them, they will
pass unnoticed.

It is probably understood by all that each
of these state buildings is within thegrounds
of the World's Columbian exiosition, ind
that admission to them is to be obtained
only after I ayment of the regular entrance
fee.
