Sir Gerald Portal's expedition toUganda
may be described as the very horsiest diplo.
matie mission ever sent out by the British
government, and his staff saems to have
been composed more with regard to sport
than to politics. Sir Gerald him-
self is a crack polo :player, who,
daring his stay at Cairo, used
generally to ofGeiate as captain of the vie.
tbrious team out at the polo grounda of
Gezireh, while his brother, Caps. Melville
Portal, and Col. Rhodes. ars equally dis-
tinguaished as adepts at this game. Capt.
Yortal is the famous quarter.mile ranner
of Balliol college, Oxford, who won the
interoniversity quarter in 1879.

All three men are considerably over eli
feet in height and broad in proportion, the
remaining members of the mission,
namely, Consul Berkeley and Lieut. Ar-
thur, of the Rifle brigade, are also very
tall men, the only short member of the
satff being little Major "Roddy" Owen.
The latter is the fo'emost gentleman rider
on the English tuar, and only the other day
carried off the blue ribbon at the Grand Na-
tional. The major, I mar add, has of late
become a great favorite in the Marlborough
house set, and owes to the influence of the
prince, as much as anything else, his ap-
pointment as a member of the mission. I
do not know either Mr. Berkeley or Lient.
Arthur personally, but I hear that they are
both renowned for their prowess at :Gym-
khana meetings, Mr. Berkeley be-
ing especially noted for the
time which he is able to make in a
hardle race while carrying a large number
of eggs. Col. Rhodes is an officer of the
First Royal dragoons, and has recently
been acting as military secretary of the
governor of Bombay. The latter is Lord
Harris, the well-known cricketer, and Col.
Rhodes, who is a bother of the prime min-
ester of Cal.e Colony, is quite as dis-
tinguished a cricketer as his late chief.

Sir Gerald Portal is one of the luckiest
and most Iopular officers of the British,
dilomatio service, end is the youngest
member either of the order of the Bath or
of the order of St. Michael and St. George,
being barely 80 yeas of age. Within afew
months after joining the diplomatic aervioe
he found an opportunity of distinguishing
himself at Alexandria,. where, as an attacho
of the Enalish envoy, Iir Edward
Malet, during the bombardment and
the subsequent Anglo-Egyptian war, he
displayed considerable gallantry, discretion
and zal, so much so that at the close of
the oae ations he received both the British
war medal and the Khedival bronze star.
hubsequently he acted as third and then aa
second searetary of the British mission at
C(iro, and became a great favorite of the
envoy, Sir Evelyn Baring, who has since
become Lord Cromer.

When, therefore, it became necessary, to
send a mission to King John of Abysinin,
Lord Cromer at once put forward the name
of young Portal. Accompanied only by a
subaltern officer of the Twentieth husears,
he set out on his adventurous journey from
the led sea coast to the camp of the
Abyssinian king in the highlands,
and although he failed in the object of
the mission, the presence anod resource of
mind, the endurance and the courage
which he displayed, were such that on his
return he was decorated by the queen with
the order of the bath. Among the amuos
ing features of this trip was the fact that
he was p esented, on his arrival at the royal
camp, by King John with a robe of honor
nuade out of some material which he him-
self harl brought to Abyssinia among the
resents of the British government, and

which had been stolen from him on his
way up the country by some of the king's
followers.

A year or two afterward he was appointed
to the duty of temporarily replacing Sir
Charles Enan Smith as consul general and
diplomatic agent at Zanzibar. and made
such good use of his time there that he
succeeded in getting the sultan to enaot a
law abolishing slavery. This, of course,
won for him the favor of the powerful
end influential Anti-Slavery society
in England, and when shortly afterward
Sir Charles was promoted to the rank of
rninister to Morocco both the government
and the public were unanimous in desig.
nating Portal as the man best fitted to act
as his successor. Accordingly he was ap-
j ointed consul-general and diplomatic
agent, with p salary of some $15,000 a year,
besides numerous allowances.

Within a year of his appointment he ne-potiated the subjection of the Zanzibar
sultanate to a British protectorate, as a
reward for which he received from the
queen the honor of knighthood and the
star of the order of St. Michnel and St.
George. He is now not only consul-general
at Zanzibar, but also British high commie-
sioner for all the northeaste:n part of Eng-
lish Africa, having an immense number of
consuls, vice consuls and deputy commis-e.
sioners under his o ders. Indeed his
government is as vast and as extensive as
that of ono of the great Indian presiden-
cies, and ho administers it with wonderful
judgment and skill. What new honors are
in store for him if he brings his ; resent
mission to Uganda to a successful close It
is impossible to ear, but the future of a
man who already, at the age of 30, has won
the honor of knighthood, of an independ-
ent diplomatic post and a sntrapy as im-
,ortant and extensive as that possessed by
'Gerry" Portal is brilliant in the extreme.

A younger son of Melville Portal, of Lav-
eretoke house. Overton, who is one of the
mest popular county magnates of Hamp-
shire, and of Lady Charlotte Portal, a
daughter of the late earl of Minto, Sir
Gerald is married to Lady Alice Berate,
daughter of the seventh earl of Abingdon.
One of his brother., I may add, is in the
navy, and wee present during the engage-
ment of the Blritish cruiser bhah with the
Peruvian ironclad Huascar. His cousin,
Willie Portal, is a frequent visitor to the
United Statesand has many friends in this
city.
