After a Little More Tha Fonar Months

Ownership the company Will Pay

a Dividend In November.

Early ras summer Henry Bratnobetr pr-

ehased for an English syndloate some min-

ing property down in Arizona. about sixty-

three miles from Astos, on the Bonthera

YPaifo railroad. The parohasers organized

the Harquahala Gold Mining company, and

a number of :Helena people purchased

shares in the company. The first general

meeting of the company was held in Lon-
don Oct. 9, and the Montana people
will be interested in the following ae-

count, published is the London Mining
World and Engineering Resord, ef what

was done. The chairman in his address

said the company was registered on June

U2. The prospectus was issued on the 14th,

and on the 19th the list of subscriptions

was closed. Considering the pressure of

the times, the applications were extremely

satisfactory, and the board allotted 290,000

shares to 457 shareholders. Of the au-

thorized capital of 300.000, the boeard
aeoided to retain 10,000 for later issue if

required, a free capital of 20,000 being in

all probability quite ansu ient for present

wants and the improvements immediately
contemplated. The necessary prelimi-

naries having been eompleted under the

eare of our legal advisers here in Ameriea.

we made a payment to the vendors on sac-
count of the consideration money on Junose
9d, and on July 8 the mine began working

for our account but not yet under onr con-

trol. On Aug. 1 payment of the considers-

tion was completed, and we assumed full

charge of the property. We had already

appointed as manager Mr. Theo. Allen, an

Englishman by birth, who had previously I

been employed at the De Lamar mine. In

July the mill ran twenty days and crashed

2,000 tons producing about $38,000, obtained

at a cost of $8.000 and leaving a profit of

about 5,500. Then followed a disastrous
storm and heavy rainfall terminating a

drought that had lasted for two yearn.

Arising out of this we had an accident to

the boiler, necessitating a stoppage of the

mill for twelve days, and seducing the pro-

duotion for August month to 1.876 tone,
yielding $25,000 nt a cost of $7.000, and leav-
ing a profit of 3,700.

You have had esicalated
Capt. Plummer's repo t. made at
the request of the board on behalf of the
company. end fully cont;rming repots
madeat the instance of the vendors, and
you have aloe had Mr. Allen's reports for
July and Augest. We have also hear
from Mr. Wartenweiler and Mi. Biatnober,
who have both visited the mine since we
assumed the management, and who s, eak
of the pros: eats as most satisfactory, and
conasidorably more promising than the re-
ports indicated.

There is one asset attaching to the prop-
erty not hitherto prominently mentioned,
but which may prove to be of very senseid-
erable value. I refer to the stoek of tail-
Ings left by the former ruanasement.
amounting to probably some 40.JO or
60,000 tons. Assays made show these tall-
ings to be considerably richer than was
supposed. and we have hopes that, when we
have settled upon some suitable method of
treatment, they will add appreciably to our
monthly returns.

Before sitting down I have the pleasuro
of info ming you that with the returns for
July and August in their possession and the y
approximate return for September the
board have resolved to deelare very ehotiy
a iA:t quarterly dividend of nine peance per
shore, which but for the mishap to the
boiler in August we might very well have
made one shilling. I am esure you will aree
wito me in thinking that this is not an nu-
satisfactory beainnlng in the way of dvi-
dende, os eeialily oonsidering the drawbacks
incidental to the ineeption ef a new and. r-
taking. The formal notices will sho tly be
issued, and the dividend will be parable
towards the ciose of the month or early in
November. It will be oar aim to continue
quarterly dividends, to be deelored when
the results of the quarterly clean-un reaches
us, and payable as soon thereafter as we
can receive the corresponding remlttasnes.
