
"HEALTHY CADAVERS."

Sarsnas Who Sell Their Beodies to Plhys-
elmid For Dissecting Purposes.

The science of suegery is at pres~t large-
ly directed toward discovering the nature
of abnormal growths, unusual diseases and
deformities. The doctors at the hospitals
keep a keen lookout for cases which seem
likely to develop something of extraordi-
nary interest. A plan has been adopted of
making a bargain with a person suffering
with some extraordinary afmiction, which
binds him to have delivered to the surgeon
at death either the entire body or such part
of it as may be specified in the contract. and
which is likely to prove of peculiar value
from a surgical standpoint. These con-
tracts are regularly drawn up, signed and
witnessed.

Persons whose bodies have been thus
contracted for are known among doctors
as "healthy cadnvers," a paradoxical and
somcwhat disrespectful term, but sufll-
ciently explanatory.

In transactions of this sort every detail
is conducted with perfect delicacy, says the
New York World. If the patient is suffer-
ing from some incurable disease, from tihe
elfect of which the physicians have made
iup their minds that he must die in ta given

time, the news is gently broken to his
friends, a contract is drawn and signed, and
the patient pursues the even tenor of his
way in blissful ignorance that his days are
numbered or that a price has been set on
his body.

If lie has no rIlat ives or friends, he is deli-
catelynpproacrt d by-the phyi cian, and the
facts are revea d• with all i;, ihle consid-

eration. He is made to understand that
death is sure to come a ft er a certain period,
and at round sum is offered. If he be at all
reasonable and open to conviction, he will
invariably accept the money and sign the
contract.

In the museum of Bellevue hospital art
a number of specuneno taken from "health3
cadavers," which the late Professor Wooc
regarded as valuable in showing the pro
gress made by modern surgery. One
which attracts particular attention, is thai
representing a reproduction of a jawbone
after removal of the inferior maxilla. Tilt
jawbone can be seen in its place in tht
skull of the patient, who was a rather goo,
looking woman, according to her photo
graph. She had been employed in a matcl
factory and had contracted necrosis of tht
honesof the lower jaw from the fumes ol
phosphorus, inhaled while at work. Shl
lived for some years with the substitutt
jawbone, and at death, as a token of grati
tiude to Professor Wood, she bequeathed
her head to him for scientific purposes.

Of course it is nut always certain that
the patient will die before the physician
and this fact has led to some rather curi
otis consequences. One patient at Helleviu
hospital, who has been there longer than
any other, has reaped quite an income
from repeated sales of his head. It
seems to be a part of the ethics of this
peculiar bargaining that, in case the pa-
tient survives the surgeon, lie shall Ibe
at liberty to enter into another contract.

This Bellevue patient's name is Mike
itelly. lie is a small man, about 5.5 years
old, and suffers fromn six ttumorsl on the
right side of the face. Mr. Kelly attracted
the attention of 'rofesror John I. Wood, of
the hospital, who had tmade :t specialty of
tumors. A carefnul exarninati,,n showed
that theywere incurable, and tlhat ln at-
tempt to remove them might result fatally.

Finally the professor imule an agreemelnt
by which Kelly, in coniiderat ion of i cer-
tail suitm, was to allow his head, after
death, to be delivered over for exam!ination.
Dr. Wood exhibited Kelly as a curiosity in
which lie had ia proprietary interest antd
proudly related to his lellow physicians
how he had secured thie tatnors all for his
ownl use after fhr. Kelly's demise. Soon
afterward t lie doctor dlieil.

M.1r. Kelly then cottraicted with another
physician in tlhe ho-pitial for the disposal
of his eadt. 'Thlis pledge, like. t he previous
orne, was dissolvedl Iy tite dleaith of the phy-
,ician, and Mr. e.tlly •niled softly. At

lastet iaccount e hit mall dlanther :cotract,
alnti except for the tturnors \ia-, in the en-
joyment of perfect health.
