ingand exciting debate than that which hasLust come to aS end in the senate has ever
bn seen in the American congress. It has
been indeed a remarkdble debate-re
mnarkable for its length, earnestness, occa-
slonal flashes of eloquence, sensational inr
cidents and frequent personalities of a bit-
ter and unparliamentary nature. For nine
weeks the senate fought over the question
of repeal, sitting every day but Sunday,
meeting for the most part an hour or two
earlier in the morning than is its custom,
and on 1MVeral ccasllMls prolonginwtitws'es.
alsion throughout the night.

The produet of all this dispdtgtitn is
seen in.t much bhed ut recd l) very,
interest :•aily putl~ition, e pngree-
sloodl . F ipew s eem-
plcyeq Re gave bgea prbaps
the uidtt'worked, ftr' in thecaptl. O8
much speechmaking has rendered it neces-
sary for them to work over hours, a4ad even
now they are only gqihing up vfith fth
task imposed upon 'ltem by the flood of
oratory. The Record has now reached its
three thousand five hundredth page, and
four.fifths of it Is devoted to the debate in
the senate. During this time the house
has contributed but a small share of the
words which made up this enormous aggre-
gate. On the 29th of August, when the
senate took up the repeal bill, The Record
had reached only its eight hundred and
fiftieth page, and fully one-half of this had
been contributed by the senate in its dis-
cussions of the financial situation which
preceded the debate proper.

In all the senate has filled fully8,000 pages
with its wisdom concerning the finances.
Think what a book these 8,000 pages
maket It will have to be divided into three
or four bound volumes of The Record, each
volume three or four inches thick. Each
page contains 2,000 words, or the equivalent
of a oplumn and a half in the average news-
paper. This gives us a grand total of some-
thing like 6,000,000 of words-6,000,000 of
words over a question on which nearly ev-
ery senator had made up his mind as to how
he would vote nine weeks ago. Im uine if
you can a newspaper large enough to em-
brace the whole of this debate in the senate.
It would consist of 660 pages, with seven
columns to the page, or more thahi 90
numbers of the average hight page new}-
paper bound together in one mighty whole.

Fun For the Galleries.
I have not counted in The Record the

unmber of times that Mr. Stewart ad-
dressed the chair, but taking an average
throughout the whole period from a num-

ber of days during which I did count it is
fair to say that he engaged the attention of
the senate, to a greater or less extent, gen-
erally less, about 550 times. I do not think
I exaggerate when I say that on at least
500 of these occasions some one laughed out-
right when Mr. Stewart arose. Sometimes
this laughter was on the floor, sometimes
in the galleries, but more frequently in
both places together. As a rule Mr. Stew-
art was as serious and as solemn as a man
well could be, and yet the people laughed.
They did not laugh at what he said, but at
him, for the veteran senator from Nevada,
wise as he always is, and sometimes elo-
quent, has had the misfortune to fall into
that rut in the regard and estimation of
his fellow sepators and the occupsats of
the galleries in which everything he does
seems funny.

Possibly the fact that Mr. Stewart resem-
bles Pantaloon or Santa Claus or King
Lear, as one's fancy may dictate, has had
something to do with the general merri-
ment which accompanies his appearance in
the debate. He cannot help looking like
Pantaloon, Lear or Santa Claus any more
than he can help saying, "Mr. President,"
and starting off on a speech at every oppor-
tunity. Neither of these things is his fault,
but his misfortune, and misfortune it sure-
ly is, for nothing more surely weakens a
statesman's iphuence in the body wherein
he sits than t9 be alwayts eeted with tit-
trstwhenever he rises to speak.

Senator Stewart has been an actor in
many exciting scenes of t*J4 lbng debate.
One day he told Senator Dolph of Oregon,
who is fond of nagging the, senator from
Nevida. that he (Dolph) did not know what
he was talking about. ,.On atother. occa-
sion he told SenatorPalmerof Illinois, who
is also exceedingly fond of addressing the
senate, that if Mr. Palmer could not talk
sense he had better not talk at all, where-
upon Senator Palmer rejoined that the sen-
ator from Nevada did more than his share
of the talking, but that what he said was
principally wind.

Out of Order.
Senator PAlmer had an unfortunate habit

of becoming involved in little controversies
with other senators. Once he went too far
and was promptly called to order. It was
during the long speech of Mr. Allen, when
Mr. Palmer interjected some remarks and
complained of the delay and the inability
of the senate to reach a vote, speaking of
certain senators who made long speeches
simply for the purpose of obstruction. A
number of senators asked the Illinois sage
to be more specific in his allegations, and
Senator Palmer, nothing loath, promptly
replied that the "senator from Nebraska,
Mr. Allen, for instance"-whereupon Mr.
Palmer was called to order and required to
take his seat. It was charged that he had
violated the rules of the mSeate in thus
making a charge against the 'good faith of
another senator. There was a long debate
about the matter, in which Mr. Palmer's
colleague from Illinois, though a Repub-
lican, edleatvored to excuse the offender.
Finally Mr. Palmer made what coutl be
construed as an apology, and the subject
was ,droppl ~

A Serious Tifs.
More :nsatlonal and more seos wase

thAti t ibetween Iheatoe Morgan• sadWashburn. t bor Washburn is of an ab-
citable temperanet, No senator was moe
eager than he for the passage of the unooea
ditional repeal bill. He had no patienes
with those senators who blocked the wayfor so long a time, and some of his re.
marks, public and private, were exceedingl
ly bitter. One day he critielsed the sesa,
for from Alabama in a way which aroused
that gentleman's ire, and Mr. Morgan, in
his quiet, calm way, apparently without
much feeling, but with the fires burning
deep within, explained that he was respon-
sible for what he said "both here and else-
where."

Mr. Morgan was not called to order, but
his words created a gqnuine sensation. Sen-
ators looked at one another as if inquiring
if they were to have a duel on their hands.
A vision of pistols, surgeons, aseelndedspot
in the woods, puffs of smoke and a great
statesman prone and blood soaked upon
the grass flitted before their eyes. But it
was only a dream. Mr. Morgan and Mr.
Washburn were the next day chatting to.
gether in the cloak room as if nothing had
happened.

.P aesloes and Emphatic.
Sfenht(fl artis raised almost as many

:1lughs dtng the debate as Mr. Stewart.
.ator Harris does not make long speeches,

nor many speeches of any sort, but when-
-ver he thinks the parliamentary proprieties
*ave been offended, or that there is the
atlhtest doubt as to what is the precise
order of business, Mr. Harris comes to the
front. Ordinarily in discussions of this
sort senators are calm and matter of fact,
but not so with the pugnacious statesman
from Tennessee. On the most common-
place points of a parliamentary nature he
rushes in as if mounted upon a charger,
cap-a-pie, lance and helmet fixed, ready to
mow down the enemy. An ordinary visitor
in the gallery watching Mr. Harris explain
the parliamentary situation would natural-
ly think him consumedwith angerand ready
to fight any one who dared question his
statements,

One day, at the conclusion of a roll call,
Mr. Harris exclaimed, "Mr. President,"
meaning thereby that he wished to have
his name called for the purpose of voting.
"The senator from Kansas," said the vice
president, using the word Kansas for Ten-
nessee by mistake. Mr. Harris was stand.
ing in the central aisle at the moment, and
when he heard Vice President Stevenson
assign him to the state of Kansas instead
of his own dearly beloved state of Tennes.
see,'be turned, cast a withering glance upon
the presiding oficeer, drew himself up to
his full height, raised his hand menacingly
and fairly roared with his deep voice, "The
senator from where?"

Humor in Senator Hoar.
Senator Hoar of Massachusetts-whom

the men in the press gallery have irrever-
ently dubbed "Grandma," nudging one an.
other when Mr. Hoar rises and speaking of
catnip tea and lace capse and knitting nee-
dles-has also become somewhat of a hu-
morist. One day the vice president had
made a certain ruling as to the order of
business. It was not of much importance,
but what little significance it had was fa-
vorable to the Democratic side of the cham-
ber. Therefore every one was surprised as
well as amused when Mr. Hoar walked
down to the open space in front of the pre-
siding officer's desk and exclaimed in his
shrill, squeaky voice, "Mr. President, I am
sorry to say the chair is right." What he
said was serious enough, but his manner of
saying it was excruciatingly funny.

It remained for Senator Cockrell of Mis.
touri to perpetrate the worst pun known to
the long debate. The senate was voting on
one of the amendments, and Senator Vilas
of Wisconsin had made a statement con-
cerning a transfer of the pair which he had
with another senator. Mr. Cockrell was
interested in this matter, and after briefly
explaining his position said there was no
doubt as to how the senator from Wiscon.
tin would vote on the amendment, beeause
it was as "Vil-as" thebill itself. Thehappl-
bst pun which the debate developed was that
of Senator Wolcott of Colorado, who spoke
of senators who were always talkipg of their
devotion to the cause of bimetallism, and at
the same time voting for a gold standard.
"They are bimetallists," exclaimed Mr.
Wolcott, "sweet by and by metallists," a
hit which raised a general laugh in the
chamber.

Seat For Mr. Pemfr.
These are only a few of the thousands of

incidents and humors of the repeal cam-
paign. There was the remarkable speech
of Senator Sherman, the Nestor of the sen-
ate, in which he arraigned the other side of
the chamber for its inaction-a speech
which helped to bring on the final result.
There were speeches by Senators Teller and
Wolcott which almost brought tears to the
eyes of the listeners when they described
the sufferings and hardships which the peo-
ple of the silver producing states would
have to undergo. There was the speech of
Mr. Peffer, with a stack of books before
him that reached to his chin, and upon the
top of which he balanced the bowl of soup
with which he occasionally refreshed him-
self, much to thebedragglement of his long
whiskers. There was the speech of Don
Cameron, made with head bent over his
thanusqript and in a voice that was not
audible a dozen feet away-the first speech
which Mr. Cameron has made in 19 years.

Therm was the happy use of metaphor on
the part of Mr. Voorhees, the leader of the
repeal campaign. Once Mr. Voorhees de-
clared he would rather be carried from the
senate chamber feet foremost and be laid
in his grave out in Indiana than to surren-
ier this fight. After the failure of his
physical test sortie Mr. Voorhees came up
sniiling with the declaration that he was
like the famous John Paul Jones. When
the enemy had riddled Jones' ship with
shot and shell amnd stopped firing long
enough to nak the dauntless commander if
he was ready to surrender, John Paul had
seized his speaking trumpet and shouted
across the waters: "Surrender? Surrender?
I have only begin to fight!"

The happiest and most graceful of all
metaphor used by Mr. Voorhees in this re-
markable struggle was near the end of the
contest, when he turned toward Senator Tel-
ler, who sat with bowed 4ead and drawn
features across the aisle, exclaiming, "Isay
to the vanquished leader of the opposition
forces. the senator from Colorado, that we
are proud to pay him the honors of war
and salute his flag as he pames defeated
from the field of battle."
