P'ellard-Breckinrltde trial ban torn the
Washington mlnd all up would be to state
it with almost criminal moderation. It Is
the talk of all the saloons and hotels. It
Is the ever menewed theme In the espital
lobbies, moking rooms and committee
rooms, and, more then all ele., it is the
tetheome moroeas of good society. It is
loudly debated In the moat public place,
and now and thes as advocate of thedefend-

t-thougb seeo advocates very rare-

The scenes at the trial have been of al-
meat Imhnful interest. No element of the
•dramatic is lacking. The old district crim-
isal rcortroom has an tmosphere redolent,
f hlestoric reminiscenc.

.ectangular room, with dirty green walls,
a dirty gray plaster ceiling, the very plain-
,~et kind of rough benches and not a vestige
of ornament orcolor auywhere to relieve the
sotntlxr barentls. If closely packed, It
might hold 7i,0 people, but after the case
trot fairly tartred tie court adumitted but
few, while hundrleds more crowded the
hails and eagerly beset everyone who came
itt to know how the case was•going. Wheu-

ever ni t he women it the courtroom except
the p:intiit, her two supporters and the
witue. s• were peremptorily ordered to
;.ae, ar.ld fo or more of them filedl out
c'okiug very much disconcerted if not

:amlintdl, the male crowd which remained
h':. hlen wa, nngallant as to indulge in-
t.-nerni ayicl.er.

It ica in thin lueer old room that Con-
-reo, n;tan--itw I ;:ernal--Sickles was tried
iju.t :i. yo.r nong for killing Philip Barton
ley. Six years later the ccnsplrators
against the lift of Abraham i.imncoln and
a'ere: ary Seward sat here through many
weary days while their fate was deter-
mined, and about 17 years later (;uiteau's
late was determined in the same place. All
the p:artiae amud lawyers connected with this
c:as have each a special interest. Justice
lIral:ey has already made an inuteresting
record. Two long tables were ranged across
the bar in frant o him. Behind the flrst sat
the plaintiff and her lawyers, and behind
the seconld the defendant and his, and as the
eyes of tihe spectator' ranged from one to
the other it was noticed that she occasion-
ally tiurnetl square around and glaredl upon
him with a look which in our minds fully
justiiile his appeal to Colonel Moore, chief
of police, for protection against her pocket
pistol.

Colonel Ilreckinlrldge is 5 years old and
looks every daly of it and more. Every hair

His eyes are seemingly of a
bluish gray, but very dull at present and
almost concealed by heavy and dropiung
eyelids. Hia forehead is quite low and
broad, his nose a finue aquillne, and his
broad face is almost red. In form he is so
heavy as to lo k quite awkward,. with ahoul-
ders like a b.iffalo, and is generally heavy
liniwl'd and stocky.

Directly to his left the form of Ben But-
terworth attracted much attention. lie is
also ia heavy man. blut far inoreshapely and
active. InI fact, he is the active man of the
defeuse on qulli•tious of law. Against him
nas the active manl in law stood Calderon
Carlisle, a heavy built and ruddy man, with
an attractive manner and appearance.

Dire.,ctly to the left of the ilaintiff sat her
principal cmiosel, lion. J. ?M. W'ilson, a
rather spare man, who lit southern phrase
is known as "lhatchet faced." To the right
of the defendant weret lie t wo ladile known
as her sids-de-camp, Sistern of Mercy or
something of that sort., liit they were hon-
o-ed with a mere glance.

And here the enrrespondent might appro-
priately stop, and would atop If there were
any longer aay doubte as to the public ver-'
diet. But if there Ia any seriamsr divlsio of
sentlment i Waubhington no sound of it
comes to my ears. Thle Judgment of ali
whose judgment is worth anything e one
way.

It is the verdict of pociety which kill.

Looked at from that standpolnt, this Is'
truly a coloesal ruin--a ruin that is coam-
plete and irremediable. The heir of an

hosured name, the lcton of a mhouse famous
in Kentucky and the nation for ee years,
and in Virginia for nearly No }earr before
that, an orator, astateeman,a Presbyterian
layman who has spoken with authorlty In
general assemblles, and .a man selected o
all Amerleans to present our cae to the
nation at the World's fair--even this man
haes riked all that and bartered the mtghty
•ope of his large hono for a woman whom

he ordinary asap of the world would not
look at twlem. Verily It goes far to prove
that on one smbject at leaet

Greaitwit to maens nearly Is allied,
And thin partitloru do their bround divide.

Foerm of Coedemeatlte.
Other men have been ruined in Wuahlng-

ton, but it I. probable that none ever fell
so sudd0enly from m, high an eminence.
Congressman Bowen of iouth Carolina
was convclted of bigamy, nmetenced to the
district prison and pardoned out by Presl-
dent Grant, beut Blowen never was a man
of character and in a submequent libel sult
at Charleston was proved to have been
guilty of a remarkable variety of misdeCed..
Congressman Whitthorne was convicted of
selling cadetabips, but the public had
soareely known and soon forgot him.

The Credit Mobllier inquiry dug the
graves of a score of truly great reputations,
but neither Oakes Ames nor James Brooks,
Patterson nor any of the rest received so
complete a condemnation as this. When
the lk•erber trial clnotd, public opinion
might In said t, have Iwen fairly divided,
and generally in suoci cases people divide
very largely, according to classes. In this
case, however, the defendant s eondelmned
by the religious for hi. lypocrisy, by the

moral for his vice, by goodl ociety for what
they call his- odious treachery to .1rs. Black-
burn, by his colleagues in congress for his
folly and by men of pleasure for his detest-
ably had taste.

The Breeklanrldge Famlty.
It remains but to add a leaf from a truly

remarkable family hlstory to emphasize
the greatne.+V of this ruin. The original
American lreckimiridge was a Scotch Cov
enanter who fled from Great Britain tltr-'
ing the bloaly persece-tion under Charles:
II. The family he founded soon became
famous In Vir ginti. Ilis grandn. ..lames,
won fame as ia iF-uli r with General Greene'
and became : federal congressman, repre-
Sbeilting the liotetourt district. Ie helped

establish the I'niver-rity of Virginia and
promoted t I Chesalpeiiake and Ohio canal.

Ills brother John was elected tothelegis-
lature ait 1l and later to congress, went to
Kentucky in li7t: and founded the fammeouts
family at Lexiington. It Is pretty clearly
proved that Iee drafted the famous resolhn-
tionsC of l0W, .and he was afterward United

States -elutir and attorney general. hisI :so J.hn II.eucle a famtoullsl clergyman nel
a Presbyteria:n polemic. while inot her son.

Robelrt J., b'cane t still mIore famrlou as
writer, orator and divine,. In short, he wasi
